Tbe committee on gas contract recommend-
ed the acceptance of the proposition of the
gailight company for lighting tbe public
streets for the year 1880 ou th same terms
as agreed upon for the year 1879, the com-
pany supplying wilb light five hundred and
seventy lamps.

STRAIGHTENING THE BAYOU.

The district-attorne- y presented a report on
the cost of btraigbtening tbe bayou south of
Vance street, at oce hundred and forty-to- ur

dollars. The report was ordered to be sent
to tbe parties requesting information as to
the cost.

REMOVISe NICOLSON PAVEMENT.

The District engineer reported on Nicolson
pavement removed as follows: On Shelby
from Gayoso to Calhoun in part; on Detoto
in part Horn Madison to Vance streets; on
Jtfferson between Main and Charleston
avenue; cnCaarlfstoa avenue from Adams
to Madison, making a total distance of two
aud one-fourt- miles.
