The
doctor.- sketched ia plain, com-
prehensive language tbe history and growth
of tbe Union from the discovery of the conti-
nent to the present time, calling especial

to the school system which had been
foeUred and encouraged by all the States
ever since the foundation of the Federal
Union.. He said be was proud of what the
southern States had done for the education
of the colored race, and stated that wherever
he had visit-- d he found tbe best re-

sults following upoa it. ' Colored mea
were becoming mire self-relian- were accu-

mulating property, were cultivating; their
owa farms intelligently and profitably, and
in the towns were surrounding themselves
with home comfort, many ot them owning;
their homes, thus identifying: themselves
with the g people of the States.
The doctor nrved upon his hearers most of
them intelligent and educated colored pe-
oplethat this was the best evidence of inde-

pendence, and was what every eolored man
should aim at. What was possible
to those who . bad farms and
homos waa possible to all colored
mea throughout tbe southera States. He
counseled them to steady labor, to ahun
vice of every kind, especially drunkenness.
He found, he said, that thoughtful white
men and women in. all the southern States
respected the colored people who manifeated
their industry by the accumulation of prop-

erty. And in this as ia all the rest that he
said he spoke tin truth. It is seldom that
the colored people have been lec-

tured to so much and so good
a purpose. Dr. Roy ia evidently the
man for the Important place that he holds.
To a well-balanc- mind he brings the sup-

port of keea power of observation. Long
residence at the south has not dimmed his
ardor for education, but baa rather increased
it. Wherever he has gone in 'the south,
he bai been met by a friendly sympathy,
such as he and all who labor with him de-

serve. To tbe board of missions, which
he represent, the south is in-

debted for many and valuable educational
institutions opened to tbe colored race.
Tbese, if we are to jude by the LiMoyne in-

stitute here, have been conducted with aa
eye single to tbe best results, as devoid of
sectional or political bias a of religious rrj
ndice.

Notwithstanding the prejudice that met his
entrance to the cabinet, the postmaster-gener- al

is to-da-y the most generally popular man
ia the President's official family, and his
resignation will be regretted more than that
of any other man. It is stated that General
Tyner will be tendered the postmaster-ge- n

eralship, but this is scarcely true, as it would
not be considered exactly the tbing to bave
too cabinet ministers from Indiana. Eugene
Hale, who declined the naval portfolio at the
commencement of the present administra
tion, is also spoken of, but it is stated at the
White House that the successor of Judge
Key has not been seriously considered.

A large number of dispatches and letters
have been received here within tbe past two
days asking the appointment of Judge Key.
He is universally acceptable to both partite,
aad if he should accept there would hardly
be a vote of opposition from any person in
Tenncsiee.

The President, while perfectly willing to
appoint Judge Key to this position, yet does
not want to lose him from toe cabinet. He
said to-da- y that it would be difficult to find as
good & man as Judge Key for the position he
now holds, and he- - does not want to spare
him. Indeed, the President is quite anxious
to keep his little official family together dur-
ing tbe remainder of his term. Judge Bax-
ter, of tbe Uoited States circuit court, fives
ia Tennessee, and it bas been suggested that
he hold terms of the district court, which he
can do under the law, until the end of the
present administration, when Jadge Key
could qualify and assume bia dntiea as dis-

trict judge, a position for which he is emi-
nently qualified, in this view of the case,
Judge Key will probably remain in tbe cabi-
net until the close of the present administra-
tion. It is unmistakably the President's de-
sire that he should.

callinir upon Mrs. Springer in relation to ii;
I told ber the handwriting seemed to me like
that of W. S. King, of Minnesota; she
tnoueht the matter should be kept secret un-
til Mr. Springer returned from New York; oa
the morning of the tenth I met Spricger in
his committee-roo- and told bim my sus-
picions, and that I would send for specimens
of the handwriting and do all I could to dis-
cover and punish the author of the anony-
mous letter; he said be would rather give ten
thousand dollars than have tbe matter get
into the papers; that if ii got out he should
hold Julian responsible, and would cut bia ac-
quaintance; that nothing was so desperate that
be would not do if it became known; be alio
said that he thought tbe anonymous note
came from a party who bad written bim a
business letter; I suggested that there was no
similarity in the handwriting; but I most
positively did not say that Finley could
not have wr.tten both letters, because they
were upon d iff rent paper. From early in
tbe winter up to tbe sixth of Mirch I was
convinced that Springer was in my favor; on
ine sixtu ot mircu Planning iota me mat
there was no doubt as to tbe course of
Springer in voting to u a seat Washburne, but
that there was doubt of his voting to s;at
me; I told Julian, and he called upon Springer
and argued the case with him for two hours
and came away -- with - tnat
Sprineor'a cuurso was very doubtful; I saw
Finley that evemug (March 6th) and talked
the matter over with bim: nothing was said
about hit writing Springer a letter; I bad
bad freqient interviews with Springer
during tbe winter; he bad said it
migbt ba politic to hold back mv case
until after tbe question of selecting
Presidential electois was settled, oriu agita
tion quieted in New York ; that if my case
was decided at once tbe .Republicans would
raise a clamor; wbereas, be said. It the
case be held back we (tbe DimocraU) will
bave that much advantage on the determi-
ning of our case." On the morning of tbe
eighth of March I was seated with Julian
npon a sola in the house, when Representa
tive --Manning came up and congratulated
Julian saying, "lbe work yoa put in on
Saturday bas had its effect on Springer; he
bas left town, paired, and wants me to go
ahead and decide the Donnelly case before
he returns." I went outside, and meet-
ing Finley shook bands and said to him, "It
is all right." At that time I was satisfied
that Springer was all right; I don't charge
that W. S. King, of Minnesota, wrote
the anonymous letter, but I do say there are
str king similitudes between his handwriting
and that of the anonymous letter; I re-

ceived a long and threatening letter from
King on the twenty-firs- t of April, and upon
close inspection I was satisfied there were
grounds for suspicion; I have given the let-
ter to an expert, who will be summoned as a
witness; King's letter to me was dated "Min-
neapolis, Minnesota, April 18:h," and was
received by me on the twenty-firs- t; I do not
know whether he is in the city, but he was
here last winter.

Of Hamilton County Inaugurate a War
that May Lead to a Division of the

Party A, KIce Little Scheme
to Send a Full Grant

DelegatloB to the

State Convention Kipped ia the Bod A

Convention Called at which Personal
Dennnciatlon was Indulged and

Almost Blows Two Sets of '

Delegates the Result.

Special to the AppeaLl
. Nashtille, April 30. The American's
Chattanooga special says that two weeks ago
the Republican executive committee of Ham-
ilton county selected delegates to tbe State
Republican fresidential and gubernatorial
conventioa, to meet at Nashville on tbe fifth
of May. The delegation was largely for
Grant ia its preferences. The Sherman men,
who include the capitalists, professional men,
merchants and manufacturers of the' party,
denounced this action as unprecedented
and .irregular, and- - insisted:-- , that
a convention should have beea
called, and that it was an attempt to force a
Grant delegation upon them. Great excite-
ment in tbe Republican ranks f llowed, and
was maintained until a quorum ot tbe com-
mittee were prevailed npon to call a mass
convention to appoint delegates to supplant
the committee delegation. The convention
met all cl agues being represented.
John A. Hart, a Sherman man, was selected
chairman. Intense excitement marked tbe
proceedings, bitter personalities were in-

dulged in, and at times violent" collisioos
were imminent. The Sherman men having
the largest minority, probably prevented a
general row. lbe convention resulted in the
appointment of thirty delegates, twenty-tw- o

for Sherman, three for Grant and five for the
nominee of the Chicago conventioa. The war
thus inaugurated will result in a serious split
in the Republican party of Hamilton county,
which usually gives a Republican majority of
three hundred to tour hundred in a Presi-
dential contest. Both delegations will go to
Nashville, and a lively contest is anticipated,
with the prospect of the Sherman delegation
being seated.
