am old Resident of

Cleveland The aiyatrrlous Blaze
Barna hla Bed aad Ilia (Jlothea and

Unites ldfe Blatrable.

Cletblamd. O., Mav 1. At No. 76 Lus- -
senden avenue live the family of John Bush,
a hard-workinj- r German, employed at the
Cleveland rubber works, the story, as learced
by a deader reporter, wm visited the place
yesterday, savors so much ofthe supernatural
that be feels able simply to reproduce it with
out attempting any theory. The house, which
stands in that portion of the sixteenth ward,
between Giddings and Madison avenues,
largely inhabited by the employes of
the mills and manufactories along the
Cleveland end Pittsburg railway tracks, is
small and unattractive iu appearance, being
but one story high, with an attic. As the re-
porter approached it at duek last evening the
street in front and the yard were crowded
with anxious-lookin- g men, women and chil-
dren, who had been attracted from the neigh-
borhood by the reports that they had heard
of the mysterious appearance of fire at inter-
vals within the bouse. Bush was found in
the shed or back kitchen surrounded by
another curious gathering, to whom he was
relating a recent occurrence. Tne floor was
covered with acoupleof bed tickti and articles
of furniture, and in the front room the wife
and several other women were with the chil
dren, nine in all. The older of these sat
about tbe room with fear ia their white faces.
whila tne younger touted about in innocent
play, unable to comprehend the unusual
commotion. There was a heavy, unpleasant
smell of smoke about the house, and various
garments and articles of furniture showed
marks of having been burned or scorched.
the man s statement, made in broken E02- -

lish, as best ha could, is as follows: Several
months ago he moved from Amherst, where
he had lived for thirteen years, having been
most ot that time employed as a switchman
oa the Lake Show real. Five or six ye.irs
ago his bouse was destroyed by fire, the
rause being, as was supposed, a defective
doe. ilia first borne in this city was at No.
1177 Lincoln avenue, where, on Sunday, the
eighteenth instant, the first remarkable ap
pearance ot names occurred. Sjme clothes,
a coat vest and dress, which hung npon the
wall, began to smoke, sendinsr forth a pecu
liarly sickening smell. Tnis was followed in
a moment by a dark blue blaze that leaped
hungrily over the garments, and almost
consumed them before the fire was ex-
tinguished by the astonished Bush. His wile
siid that matches in his pocket hail ig-
nited, but he was positive there were no
matches tbere. Oa the following day he
went to work as usual, and when he came
home was met by his wife, who was frantic
with fear. JDunncr his absence the hre bad
appeared seven different times. Ia the Erst
instance, the bed upon which one of the ohil-dre- n

lay sleeping took fire, reappearing twice
after it had been put out. Being one of a
(superstitious nature, she feared tbat some
evil spirit hung Over them and craved for the
life of the youngest child. To appease the
wrath ot the unknown, whatever it
was, she went out into the fields
and cast to the winds all the money
they had, some thirty dollars, all but
ten dollars of this was afterward found. The
father decided to stay at home the next day
and watch, calling in a friend to do tbe same.
By this time the mystery was being noiBed
about somewhat, and everybody that came
in decided that the children had been play-
ing with matches. There seemed no other
explanation, but the youngsters stoutly de-

nied this. Dr. J. B. M'Gee, living near,
was called in to make an examination. He
thought at first that it was ignition of phos
phorous, but, upon hearing tha story in de
tail, gave tbe solution up. Bush being a
Catholic, appealed to Father Baker, of the
Church of the Holy Family, who came to
tbe placa, but could shed no light on tbe sub
ject. A second time when Bash called on
the priest, be told him the stones were all
nonsense, and gave him to understand that
he thought he was drunk. Bush remained
at the house on Lincoln avenue until Tuesday,

ben he made up his mind to quit
the place and move to tbe house on
Lussenden avenue, hoping thereby to
shake off tbe mystery.

She took off her bat and laid it upon the table,
where it had not remained bve minutes when

bort who came in to watch out of curiosity,
and tbere is no one living on the street but
believes everything that is told. The report'
er selected one man from tbe crowd that
stood about while Bush was making his state-
ment. He appeared intelligent and ready to
tell all be Knew. Bush s story ne pronounced
true in every particular. He had himself
seen a coat burn np in the mysterous manner
described, but, like the rest, conld offer no
explanation whatever. .These are plain facts
Tbere is no reason to doubt Bush's story,
while there is good proof that he baa told the
truth, lhe suspense be bas gone through
teems to have nearly erased him. No one
can convince him that there is aot something
supernatural in it. He insists that be has
done nothing wrong to deserve this kind
persecntion, and proposes to go to Amherst
to-da- y for the testimonials ot his former em
ployers and others who knew bim as to bis
good character, although he fails to show in
what way they could aid aim.
