The pave-

ment on Madison street is too valuable, too

costly, to have been slighted in this particu-

lar, and it is not too much to ask

that hereafter the Taxing District
authorities shall see to it that we have all the
benefit from subsoil drainage which the alleys
prove has the most beneficial effect in draw-

ing off water that, before the late drain
were put dewn, saturated the soil and made
it a more ready receptacle of the percolating
impurities and poisons that found their way

from thousands of foul privy vaults. By all

means let us have subsoil drainage in all our
streets and alley.

James Axhton Bayard represented Delaware
in the senate from 1351 to 1864, when he re
signed, although, be bad just been elected to
serve tor a third term.

ware to fill the unexpired term of Senator
R ddle, and retiriop finally in 1869 was suc-

ceeded by his son, Thomas Francis Bayard,
in whom the courtesy and integrity of his
now deceased father and tbe political genius
of bis grandfather are united with the d.s
interested gallantry and high courage char-

acteristic of all the race. The deceased states--

ntn, while in the senate, was chairman of
tbe committee on tbe judiciary and of tbe
committee on the library. His reports, like
his npeech s. were clear, logical and vigorous,
lie sate in the senate when the southern

,' senators seceded, and he tok', strong
ground against their withdrawal. Dur
ing 1862 and liC3 ho gave the government
of Abraham Linoln bis sjpport in all
its constitutional measures, bjt insisted
Bteadtaatly on it duty to conduct the war as
it had professed to begin the war, strictly
and solely for the preservation of the Union.
Since his retirement irom the senate the

has resided chiefly in Wilmington,

The consequence is that money is
cheaper in Boston and Philadelphia than i
is in New York, giving an advantage to the
merchants of rival cities and enabling them
ti underbid New York in the transaction of
business. Anything moro suicidal than this
it would be difficult to find in the legislation
of any other State, It is practically a bid
for the destruction of the banking in-

terests of New York, and we are

Herr Hoffman, president of the imperial
chancellery, pointed out that the bill afforded
a basis for any intare understanding. A
treaty would be of the highest value even if
it contained nothing beyond the most favored
nation clause. The present arrangement,
though only provisional, contained everything
it was possible to obtain under the present
state of affairs.

THE FRENCH GOVERNMENT SUSTAINED.
Paris, May 3. In the chamber of depu-

ties to-da-y W. Lamy, republican and Catho-
lic, introduced an interpretation concerning
the validity of the ancient statutes cited by
the government in support of its decrees
against unauthorized religious congregations.
Tbe minister of justice, Caz)l, argued that
the laws were perfectly valiJ, end had al-
ways been enforced when the government of
the day considered it necessary, although the
various governments bad from time to time
allowed them to remain in abeyance, either
through negligence or culpable connivance.
