Houston, Tex., May 5. Tbe Telegram,
of this morning, has tbe following: On
Sunday morning, at eleven o'clock, as the
peaceable citizans of Galvestoa were wend
ing their quiet way to the bouses of worship,
a fatal rencounter on one of the principal
streets of tbe city sent a soul before its God,
and plunged two families of tbis city in
deepest grief. Frank M'Gowen, son of Judge
Alex M'Gowen, and George Tarley, a Bon of
the late C. A. Tarley, were both natives of
Houston, and grew op together here. For
years they were schoolmates and friends, and
after reaching manhood, married sisters.
Out of these marriages grew their d.sagree-men- t

and bitter enmity, which culminated
last Sunday in the death of one at the bands
of tbe other. Their first collision occurred
some two years ago, when Turley attacked
M'Gowen in the office of tbe latterV father.
Both drew weapons on tbat occasion, but
were prevented using them by the interference
of friends. Qdieting down,- and being
disarmed, tbey bad a private interview, when
it was thought they arrived at a mutual un
derstanding, and a short time afterward
M Gowen married tbe sister of lurley s wite.
The precise nature of their quarrel at that
time is not known, as both refused to give
any explanation. M'Gowen, however, lived
with bis wite but a tew months, when they
separated, and at a late term of the district
court a decree of divorce was entered. In
the meantime, Turley moved to Galveston,
and all thought of a further difficulty between
tbem was ended. Last Saturday, however,
M'Gowen went to Galveston to participate in
the pleasures of the Maifeft. Sunday morn
ing, being unwell, be started, in company
with a friend, to the drug store of Preston &
Rjbeira, on Market street, to obtain some med-
icine. Oa his way there be met Turley. and what
occurred is contused by the usual cor.flicting
statements concerning nxih affairs. From

bowever, we gather substan-
tially as follows: As M'Gowen and his friend
were cassing the "Two Brothers" saloon.
and when jubt opposite the door, Turley, who
was inside, called out in a loud voicp, "There
goes the biggest a n of a b h in Houston."
M Gowen and bis mend heard the remark,
and he hesitated a second, making a half
motion toward the door of the saloon, as if to
resent the insult. His friend advised bim,
however, to pay no attention to it, and they
walked on down to tbe cms store, about a
block and a half from the salcon, entered,
made tbeir intended purchase and started
out on their return. As they stepped out of
the door on to the sidewalk they saw Turley
but a few paces off, he 'having followed
tbem. Seeing him, M'Gowen remarked, "I
can't get away from him tow," and walk-
ing toward Turley, they met face to face. As

words. "lou are a a a airty s n ot a
b h." and slapped him in the face. M'Go
en immediately made a motion a9 if to draw
bis pistol, when Turley clasped him in his
arms, entirely encircling bis body. In this
position they began td struggle, M'Gowen
trying to draw his pistol, and Turley trying
to throw him to tbe ground. Ia less time
than it takes to tell it, M Gowen succeeded in
drawing his weapon, and fired three shots,
each of which took effect, one in the abdo
men, one in tbe right side, and the third in
tbe right thigh. Some say there were four
and some bve shots, but only tbree took ef
fect. After the shooting Turley tripped
M Gowen and threw bim to tbe ground.
where he held him tenaciously until Captain
Atkins, chief ot police, came np, took bold
of M Gowen. and told Turley to let s--

ACD,
said the Captain. 'Tnen I'll let him up.
said he. and rolled over on thesidewaik. He
was raised up and assisted into a cab, seem
ingly not much burtf bnt on being laid down
on bis right side, begged bis assistant to
turn him over, saying: "I am shot on that
aid-- . He was perfetly calm and cool, ' ex
hibiting no nervousness nor signs of pain,
He was driven at once to tbe bonpital, and
Ur. Kelly called to see bim. He at once
pronounced tbe wounds fatal; and though
everything was done that could be, George
Tarley died at eight o clock in the evening.
M'Gowen was taken in charge by the police
to the'station bouse, where he was kept until
tbe crowd, had dispersed, when he was
guarded to the jail and locked up. He then
sent to hia father the following tele-
gram, which was the first intelligence of the
affair that reached Houston :

To A. M'Gowen:

I am in trouble. Had to shoot Tarley in self--
defense. Come immediately

Judge M'Gowen and two or tbree friends

went down Sunday night, and yesterday
made preparations for the preliminary exami-
nation, which will take place at ten o'clock
th.s m.orning. Mrs. Turley, wife ot the de-

ceased,' also went to Galveston Sunday night,
but, we believe, did not arrive in time to see
him before he died.

The Wastes Carry their Point.

The Conference at the White Honor,
April l. lias-B- en Butler'a Plaa

for Try lag the rrnu.n of
tne Confederacy.

Detroit Post and Tribune's "Life ol Zicba
riah Chandler:" An important conference
took place nn the fol'owing day (Siinday,
April 15, 1865) in the President's rooms. By
appointment Senators Chandler, Wade and
John Covode (an original member of the com
mittee on tbe conduct of tbe war, then a con
testant tor a seat in the bouse) called upon
Mr. Johnson, and proceeded to consider with
bim what policy should be pursued toward
tbe chiefs of tbe conquered rebellion. They
believed tbat tbe public interest required tbat
examples should ba made of a fewot the more
guilty of the southern traitors, and urged such
a course upon the President. They found
bim confronted as he was with the
dancer of assassination, and recollecting bis
own sufferings as a southern Unionist eager
tot measures ot extreme rigor, and were com
pelted at the outset to seek to moderate a
violeoo of intention on his part which was
certain to defeat tbe aim they were anxious
to secure namely, that of impressing tbe
public with tbe sense of the justice, as well
sa the severity of the punishment of deliber
ate and inexcusable treat o a. Andrew John
son's disposition was to give to tbe contem-
plated proceedings rather a revengeful than
a sternly retributive complexion. The rela
tions of Mr. Chandler, Mr. Wade, and Mr.
Covode with their former fellow-committe-

men were then exceedingly intimate, and
they labored to restrain bis vehemence and
to direct bis determination into a channel of
action which should be just and not passion
ate, and should thus yield wholesome

It had been suggested tbat
Davis and other fugitive rebels should
be allowed to escape to Mexico or
Europe, and tbe question of their pun
lsbment thus evaoed. inis plan was
promptly condemned by all tbe participants
in the conference, and there was a gneral
agreement that Ihe leaders of the rebellion
should be arrested as rapidly as possible and
held to answer for tbeir offenses. The next
question that arose related to the best meth jd
ot procedure alter these men had been cap-
tured, and then it was decided that General
Benjamin F. Butler .should be sent for to
give bis advice as a lawyer. Mr Covode un-

dertook this errand and soon returned with
him. Mr. Chandler thea stated to General
Butler the Bubject of the conference, and the
President added tbat he was anxious to make
a historical example of the leading traitors,
for its moral effect upon the future, and took
exceedingly extreme ground on this point,
much more so than the other gentlemen
were willing ta approve. All of those
present expressed their opinions in turn, after
Mr. Johnson had concluded, and all agreed
upon one point, namely: that, in the Case of
Jefferson Davis, he should be summarily
punished by dtath. Mr. Chandler remarked,
with emphasis: "You bave cnlylohanga
few of these traitors, and all will be peace
and quiet in tbe south. A lew men have
done tbe mischief, and the masses of the peo-n- l

were misled bv them. They have rut the
country in great peril to gratify tbeir political
ambition, and they ought to sunor ine pen-
alty of the treason as a warning to all men
hereafter." To tbis Andrew Jobuson replied
that Mr. Chandler could not know tho full
enormity ot the enmo JJavis and
bis associates had couimuiea, mat
northern men could never realize the suffer-
ings the rebellion had brought upon the
loyal people ot tbe south, and that no punish-
ment could be too severe. He added that be
wai determined tbat a precedent should be
established that would be forever a terror to
such men as had conspired to overthrow tie
government. After sDtne further conversa-
tion the President aeked General Butler tor
his professional opinion, as to whether Davis,

Floyd. Wigfall and the other
civil cttira of toe Confederacy could be tried
by a military commission. beneral Uutler
replied that if tbey could be arrested in tbe
insurrectionary States in any place under
military control, and where no civil authority
existtd or was recognized they could be
arraigned before such a tribunal, but a court
of this character would have no jurisdiction
if tbe criminals should get u pe n foreign soil.or
before being apprehended, reach any district
where the civil law was in force. Mr. Chan
dler then urged that Davis should, by all
means, before be bad a chance to leave the
seceded Stales, be secured, and in
quired at to tbe situation of tbe
troops in the south, and the prob-
ability of their defeating an attempt by D ivis
to fly through Mexico or by boat on the gulf.
President Johnson replied that no way was
open for his escape, but that he would be
captured, dead or alive. Tbe suppo-
sition that Davis was implicated in
the assassination plot was then dis-

cussed witb some difference of opinion, and
finally the President asked General Butler to
indicate a plan for the prosecution and pun-
ishment of Davis and his associates, for tho
use of the government. General Batter con
sented, and tbe conference ended. With the
DreDaration of the memorandum thus re
quested General Butler occupied almost his
entire time for several weeks, investigating
precedents and examining authoritiet with
tbe utmost thoroughness. During tbis work
be was repeatedly in consultation with Mr.
Chandler, wbo saw all his notes and made
many suggestions; before its com
pletion, Davis had been capiurea

and tent to Fortress Monroe. General
Butler's . plaa was submitted to President
Johnson in tbe latter part of May, 1865. It
was long and elaborate, and based upon an
exhaustive examination of the history of
all military tribunals. During the early
stages oi this work Mr. Chandler, General
Butler and others firmly h;ld tbat stern pun'
ishment should be meted out to a lew con
spicuout rebels not in a spirit of vengeance,
but from a belief that salutary results would
follow if it should be established as a his
torical fact that in the United States trea
ton is a high crime whose penalty is death
were constantly anxious lest the President
should, by some violent act or word, de-
stroy tbe moral effect ol their position, la
public he said repeatedly at tbis tim? that
' the penalties ot the law must be in a stern
and inflexible mauner executed upon cot
scions, intelligent and influential traitors.'
but his private utterances tar outstripped
this langnaee, and were often scarcely less
than bloodthirsty. Mr. Ubandler, on one 03
casion, came away from the White House
greatly disturbed by Mr. Johnson s disposi
tion to treat this subject with mere aocer.
and characteristically said to Senator
Wade and Mr. Hamlin: "Johnson has
tbe nightmare, and it is important
that be sbould be watched. ' Urn--
eral Butler's memorandum Mr. Chandler
heartily approved as clear in scope.
just in spirit, and certain to piove effective in
operation; but cuann had taken clace in the
disposition of tbe President. Ia April he
was in favor oi hanging everybody ; in June
he was oppssed to banging any one. He
finally ignored entirely the memorandum
which General Butler had drawn up at his
request, and decided that Davis shouli be
tried by the civil authorities at Richmond,
where his crimes had been committed. As a
result Davis was allowed to remain in prison
at r ortress Monroe tor ueany two years, be
cause of the lack of a civil court competent
to take jurisdiction of bis case. In 1865 be
was indicted and arraigned, and ia 1867 was
admitted to bail; a year later a nolle pros
equi was entered and tbe case against bim
dismissed.

BAYARD'S BILL

To Regulate the Pay and Appointment
of Special Deputy-Marshal- s, which,

it is Intended, Shall Pats
Both Houses Early

Next Week

And be Sent to the President for His
Signature It Requires tbat Depu-

ties Shall ba Appointed An-

nually by the United States
Circuit Courts.

Washington, May 6. The following is a
full text ot the bill introduced by Senator
Bayard, tbis afternoon, to regulate the pay
and appoint special deputy-marshal- s, which
it is understood to ba the purpose of tbe
Democratic leaders to pass through tbe
senate and house and send to the Pres-
ident for bis signature as early as pos-

sible next week. It differs from the riders
of the vetoed appropriation bill by requiring
the appointments to be made annually, and
by reason also of amendments designed
obviously to avoid the otj actions tbat have
been urged acainst the torm of expression
and the working machinery of the original
clause:

Be it enacted, That, from and after the
pssige of this act,tbs pay of special deputy-marshal- s,

for services in reference to any
election, shall be five dollars for each day's
actuel service, and no more.

Sec. 2. Such special deputy-marsh- al

fhall be appointed by tbe circuit court of the
United btates tor the district in which such
marshals are to perform tbeir duties, in each
year, at tbe term next preceding any election
ot representatives or delegates in congress.
loot if, from any cause, there ehou'd be no
session of the circuit court in tbe States or
districts where such marsha's are to be ap
pointed, then, and in tbat casp, the
indir-- 8 cf the district court ot tbe
United States are hereby respectively'
authorized to cause their courts to be opened
for the purpose of appointing such special
deputy-marshal- s, wbo shall be aDpointed by
such district iddges; and all cmcars so ap
pointed shall be in equal numberB irom the
different political parties, and be well known
citizens, cl good moral character and actual
residents of the vuliog precincts in which
tbeir duties are to be performed.

Sec. 3 All laws and parts of laws incon
sistent with this act are hereby repealed.

The bill was referred to the judiciary com
mittee, wbicb holds its next regular meeting
Monday.
