THY AKHISTEAD HURDER

At Horn Lake, Hianisalpp!—The Ansas-
niln Escapes to Arkamsas, but ithe
Avengers are Close Upon
his Track—Additional
FParticaiare,

Ed Nelms, the negro who assassinated
Ratus B. Armistead at the Ed Hart planta-
tion, near Horn Lake, last Bonday evening,
it ia stated, succeeded in crossing the Missis-
sippi river near lhe south of President's is-
land, Thbe brothers of the mardered man are
on bis track and will no donbt eateh bhim, but
whether he will be brooght back alive 1w a
doubtful question. The cause why Nelms
ahot and killed Mr, * rmistead is now known.
About a year ago Mr. Armistead's brother
was  depaty-shenff  of Desoto  county,
Mussisaippi, and bhe, with a posse, viait:
od the hoose of Nelms's brother,
armed with a warraot for his  arrest.
Tho pegro was armed with a shotgum and
pistol, and when the posse entered hia cabin
be attempted to turn bis gon lowe, but Dep-
uty-Shenff A rmustend was too quick for him,
uod finog him pistol shot bim dead, Since
that time Ed Nelms has resided within a
few mulea ol the Hart plantation, brooding
aver the wffuir and determived to bave ven-
geance, When he hired himselt to Mr.
Hart on Bundey morning be gave his pame
na ' John Red." and was not recognized us
El Ne'mi. Nodoubt he intended to kil
Dapoty-Sheriff Armstead, bot he had leit
the Hora Lake neighborhood, snd bad come
to Memphis, where he is engaged in mrrcan=
e business. Nelma then concluded to ki'l
M- R B Armidead, who was one of the posse,
vat who did not do the shooting ut the time
Nelma’s brother was killed. &'heu he shot
Mr. Armistead, on Sunday night, he was cn'y
a few fe4t from bis victim, the load of buck-
shot entering bis side and Lowels. Mr.
Armistead lingered in great agony for several
nours, but was cool, ealm and collected. He
said to his mdther, brothers and sisteras that
he koew he was bound to die, but it was
bard to die like a dog. He asked his broth-
ers to be certain anJ arrest his morderer, He
had some property, which he disposed of,
leavine it to his two unmarried sisters, and
soom sank away calmly to slesp in death.

THE CUSTONHOUSE,

Bat Littls Work Proegressing — The
Contractors Eangaged In Child's
Flsy, Not Intending te Com-
ply with the Contraet—
Fieeting Called For.

An ArPEAL commissioner, desiring o in-
vestigate sometling of publie importance,
visited the customhbouss grounds on the bioff,
at the foot of Madison sireet, with a view to
learn something as {5 the progress of the
work in erecting the customhopse building.
It has been thres long years since the wor
commanced, and nothing but the celiar por-
tion of the building has as yet been comple-
ted, The last course of stone was laid in
Jaly, 1879. Since that time nothing bas
been done of any importaace. The original
contractors forjthe marble-work having made
too low & bid and secored the contract, aban-
doned the contract long ago. Their securities
took charge and made o feeble effort to com-
plets the work and save themselves from the
pepalties of the contract. Since they took
charge they have lost over twenty thonsand
dollars, and the end is not yet, The marble
quarries from which the con‘ractors and their
sureties obtained the stone bave been badly
managed, and are in no condition at presemt
to furmsh a sufficient amoont of stone
to complete the work. So far as baild-
ing the customhouse is comcermed the
contragtora and soreties have made a8 square
dead farlore, and the ¢ontract shonld at once
pe declered forfeited by the secretary of the
treasury, they being unabla to carry out the
work. Six weeks ago some thirty or more
stone-cubters were at work; then cams a
strike, the workmen bol receiving their pay.
Yestorday about twelve stone-catters were
chopping away at the work, whereas one
bundred men should have been employed.
The little ¢ffort made to carry on the work is
farciful in the extreme. Colunel Sease, the

overnment superintendent ia charge, has
ong sipce becoma disgusted at the progress
mude, bot Be bas done everythirg in his
power to ndvance the work. Oane Lundred
and forty special stone are yet needed ko
complete or commence the first story. Should
these be forthooming irom the quarries the
first story may be completed during the pres-
ent year, The heated summer term is now
approaching, and it 1s not probable that the
work of laying the courses of stone will be
commenced before cold weather ssts in 10 Sep-
tember or October next,  The'costly derricks
erected’over one year ago will no doubt rot
down before they can be put to nse in hoist-
ing slooe for the first story. The entire busi-
pess cOnnected with the contract for the erec-
tion of the costomhbonse has been disgrace-
ful. Tha coatract bse besn forfeited long
ago, bat yel the coulractors sre engaged n &
ehilcish amount of woik, unworthy of basi-
@6 sm n. It wassuggesied 10 our commis-
woner by several lesding Front streel mer-
chants, that a meeling of the chamber of
commer:e and cottos exchange should Le ab
once called, and a series of resolutions
sdopted giving the naked facts and figures,
and showing that the work mow beiog car-
ried on is merely an evasion of the coatract,
too patent not to be discovered by every citi-
z2n, and iustructingour representative, Hoo.
Casey Young, and Senator Isham G Harrs,
in congress, 10 egam ¢s1l to it the attention
of the secretary ol the treasury, and secure
som3 speedy relief.
