By the
end of this month we will have pat down
twenty-five miles of sewerage and perhapa
thirty miles of under-drain pipes, aad more
than thirty-five hundred privies bave been
smptied, disinfected und fillad np with fresh
earth, besides which the bedding, clothing
and farnitare of all infected premises have
been destroyod by fire, and with it more than
three hundred houses. Basiness, #o far from
being depressed, was never better at this
season of the . year, and it
I e groes untruth that any
stores—dry goods, grocery or any other—are
kept open on Sandey; and it is equally un-
brus that our merchants sell at prices higher
than those of Louiswille, Cincinnali, New
York or Chcago. Awy bill that can be pur-
chased in either of thuse eities can be dapli-
cuted hers, freaght and insurance onmly
added. This is wholesals. Ins our retail
stores clothing, hats, shoes, millinery and
grooceriea are sold as cheap as anywhere else
on the cootinent; added to which we can
elaim for our merchants not only the polite-
ness which is an essential part of the traine
mg of all good salesmen, but an enterprising
apirit that challeages the commendation of
all visitors to our city.

have gamblers and prostitutes, They are
found averywhers. Bat here they are under
the strict surveillance of a vigilant police, by
whom the festering corruption which they
expreas ia kept out of mght—to suppress
them were ns impossible here na in the moral
horse-racing State of Kentucky. Memphis
is a clean, live, go-ahead city which can
nother be killed by  opidemics nor
by liea. The people who: trade
with ns kvnow wus, and they are cog
nizgdnt of these facts—Incts, many of which
bave been given to the country by the agents
of the National board of health who have
been with a8 ever simce October lust, and
have kept pace with the extraordinary efforts
wo have made to accomplish, not only n sur-
face clesning, but going twenty fest into the
noil, bave made that better for health than it
bas been singe the day DeSolo first mighted
the Missismppl river. The editors of the
Courder-Jowrnal should wot bave allowed
thewmselves to be imposed npon even by “A
Kentockian." They are notall like George
Waahingtoa, At least the one whose letter
we call attention Lo i» not. He misrepresents
Memphia from the first word to the last.

HARD ON THRE STALWANRTS.

Another ontrage mill bas ceased to grind
for want of grist. A fow weeks sinoe Whit-
taker, the negro cadet at West Point, was
found one morning lettered and manacled.
Oa close inspection it waa fouand that the ears
of the sombry aad ebony youth were consid-
embly disigured. The impression at once
obtained that a couple of southern cadets,
the sprige of old. ‘“‘siave driver,s™ still be-
lisved Lhat the negroes were alaves and that
Whttaker was & fogitive from ona of their
falbera' plantations, harpessed him to the
floor nnd marked him with a crop, a slit and
an underbit, the family mark for the bleat-
ing sheep, the grusling porkers and “‘the
cattle upon a thousand hills." Many were
Lhe crockodile tears shed overthe Ethiopian's
damaged tympanom. Theshirt upon which
the precious bleod of the outraged youth
trickled was carcfally folded up and was to
be wuvefoided during the campagn.
Whiltaker was to be placed in a
chariot and driven {brough Lbe northers
States and the hypoerites were to tall npon his
bosom and bang diamonds upon his auditory
spparstos and veop copious tears over the
outrage inflicted upon the sweet boy by the
southern darbar ans. Whittaker was in the
wecret, and the j ivenile rascal played his part
well, His saspudons at once fell upon Cadet
M'Dooald, frcm the third Alabama district,
and Cadel Biake, from Arkansas. For a
while it seemed that the white ondets were
doomed and that Whittaker wae to be
made & martyr. But this vilhanoos schome,
conoocted for party parposss, bas ceme to
grief. The engineer is agam howsted upon
bis own petard. While the Republican-
wure congratalating themselves upon the suc-
cess of Lheir craft and device for firing the
northern beart with a new HSame of secticanl
batred,cthe txposure came,and great has been
the reaction. It is now demonstrated beyond
the possibility of doubt that the whole al-
lodged outrage is mothing but a deep
lnid plot cosceived by Whittaker himself.
Heo wrote the nobes of warming to bimeelf,
sad it is now betieved that he was mided in
tyisg and dolacing his ears by those who
wished to oreate n semsation for party par-
poses. Of conrse Whittakar will be expelied
ia disgrace, and the young cadets from the
wouth be sought to binst will rejoice in hia
shame. The proof is so conclosive that the
porthern papers, irrespective of party, unite
in comfessing that the scheme has miscarried,
and that there is no osose for suspicioning
any of the white cadets. The outrages al-
legod to have been committed agsinst Whit-
taker are like most of the outrages charged
upon the southern people, who no more
commilied the outrages upom Eliza Pink-
slon than the southern cadets com-
mitted the outrage uwpon Whittaker, Yet
vils old termagasnt is held up as & martyr

fo the brutality of the southern whiles.

Darisg the viots in Memphis in 1866
Frances Thompson appeared before the
investigaling  committee, and swore
that she was ravished s dozen times by the
white rioters who were killing the negroes.
The congressional committes heard her tale
of borror smid sighs and groans. Frasces
Thompson's teslimony was published in the
corthérn papers. The Radical press snd
speakers fired ths northern heart by showing
how often thia poor, mnocent, virtuous wo-
man was ravished by the white ritems. Bat
a fewyonrs afterward Frances Thompeon
was arrested for outraging s white girl, and
it was then proved what had loog been sus-
peoted, that Frances Thowpeon was a per-
fect, well-developed man, who was so morti-
fiad at the exposure that he died of a broken
heart. During the canvass for the Presidency
the outrage mill will be repaired, lubricaled
and put in molien to grind out falsehoods
about the cruelty of the southern whites to-
ward the poor, defemseless blacks.

The « trouble of the negro  cadels
ai West Poind have become public auisances.
Every negro cadet whines about his treat-
ment. The sons of the old Abolitionists and
the extrema Radicals of the present day re-
tuse to assocints with the black cadets and
offer them every indigmty. This demon-
strates that there cam be -mo social
equality between the races. Tha megrors
should be given a military education, as col-
ored officers should command colored troope
in time of war, but this eduocation should be
acquirad at colored schools, for it has been
demonstrated at West Point, as elsewhere,
that the Cancasian nod African cam never be
forced into social equality.

TURKEY THE CONING DANGER.

The position of public affairs in Turkey has
become so difficuit that it is plain, to every
observer of what is geing on, "that further
trouble in Harope must coms’ from the re-
salts of the Tarkish authorities hurrying
stubbornly and wilfally on *‘the road to
ruin.” The recent disastrous war with Rus-
#ia has impirted no wisdom, and bas incul-
cated mo prudence, Kismet —it in fate—says
the follower of the prophet and of his pre-
destigarian teachinge.  Like all whom *‘the
wods first make mad," after dooming them |
‘%0 destrootion, though chastened harshly in
the achool of adversity, 'the Torks, as was
the case with the Fremsh Bourbons befare
them," have learned pothing and
forgot mnobthing.” Their conduchk toward
#hesvarions peoples umder thewr wway has
in many instances, been worse minceé the war
than it was before, Ltheir peguniary ncocessi-
ties stimulatiog forther monetary exaction
and unjust seizares of the property of those
who are so unfortusate as to be eubject to
their unscrupulous sway. Disaster appears to
.bave given incressed bitterness to the re-
‘ligious bigolry, and the most: Iamentable
crusities are the consequence. From Greeks,
Armenings, and other christians, come com-
plaints of wrong and suffering that most cec-
tainly end in arousing the sympathies of
christinn nations. Some of ‘the most im-
portant provisiona of the Berlin treaty shll
remsin a dead letter, Their observance is
urged by tha contraoting powers, and the
saltan’s government promises atteation with
parfect acquiescemce, and evem issue their
hatts, or edicts, with solemn directions
sad perecriptions to have the things

done they haye engaged fo perform. Bat
Lo edict 1s ene end as well na the i

bowianisg—
nak aw efforb.is made to perform what it com-
mands; not an official enforces a single one
of ita provisions. The powers urge and re-
mouastrate; the Tarks promise in words, but
effectunlly, though passively, resmist in prac-
tice, and s0 wrong and injostice combtinue,
aad the work that is destroying its anthors
goes on and evidently will do so until some
ostastrophe -bringe the end. The Berhn
treaty was  arrapged under an expeotation
that the Turlm | would willingly work, for
their own ' welfare; together ‘with those who
bad preserved Lheir nation from being de-
stroyed by Buossia, This pataral expectation
was an entire mistalre. The Turks, now that
the exigency of direct danger is absent, only
hate their deliverers for the efforts they are
making to put them in 8 condition of safety
for. ' the futare., Turkey had two
anemies; the prowisions of the Berlin
treaty provided for safety from only oue,
the Rossian, The other enemy of the Torks—
the Turks themselves—was mot provided
agunst. More and more the Turkish gow-
ernment is abrogating old customa and priv-
ileges, and centralizing all power withun
itself. The religions fanaticism of the people
#0 favors these strides of the head of their
religion toward inereasing deapotism that
there is no popular check to this grasping
afler personal power by the saltan and his
compluisaot courtiers and 1mplements, The
eonsequence is that the Turkish rule1s pn
the verge of extinction, the vessel of stata is
amoog the rocks, and billows and breakers
are around it. There is none on beard that
oan ateer, and no friendly belp.w admitted
from the life-boata that bave pub off to save
the vessel in its extremity. Thea why not
leave the vicicvaly foolish to perish in their
wilfulpess? The grand difficalty is that this
cannot be dope; the cargo is too valoable, and
too many peoples are serious'y interested
in the contenls of the doomed wreck. Com-
stantinople is one of the most mmportant
strategic positions in the world. The Dan-
“h. the Bl“ BSEA, Ul. nﬁtﬂm‘. ap-
pronch. o Egypt, the Scew camal, the pro-
posed Indian railroad by the Euphrates, Lthe
apoess of Romia to the Mediterrancan sea
throngh the Dardanelles—all are within
reach of the power that holds Constantinople.
In the hands of » weak power like Tarkey
there was no danger to Earopesn interests
trom the oocnpants of Constantinople; bot
where would the safety of those interesta be
with Conatantinople in the hands of Russis,
Germany, France, Eogland or Austria? ““lhe
sick man,'’ as Torkey bas long besa cal ed,
may die—the world woald be the gmer; but
bhow to distribute bis effectsa? There lies the
d ficuity, and thence arises the danger that
sull threatens the peace of Earope from the
approaching dissolution of the Tarkwsh

power,

THE CUBAN BEVOLUTION.

Eight Thoasand Men in the Fleld Well
Armed and Well OfMleered—Mac-
ccan of Lhe Recent

Expedition from the Ualted States—The
Spanish Antherities Vigliant—Kev-
elntlenists Sanguine.

New Yorx, May 18.—The Tribune, of
yest rdoy, bas the following: “The Cuban
expedition which the Pribune annoanced oyer
n month ago was preparing to leave the
Uaited States bas reached Cuba. Dispatches
received in this aity state that General Garca
and about eighty mea arrived near Sautiago
de Cuba, carrying with them arms and am-
munition. Thess were placed in a separate
vessel, which afterward met the ome
bearing the men, and them the ri-
fles, torpedoes, explosives, and other war
materials were transferred to General Gareis.
This caution was taken in order not to violats
tbe laws of this coun'ry. Among those who
accompanied General Garcia were Colonel
Prudente, of Barcelona; Colomel Touseca,
who was secretary to one of the presidents of
the Cuban Rspublic; Colonel Rosado; Col-
onel David Johneon, who was in the Con-
federate army; Colonel Urina, Carlog Pe-
quedo, Jose Maria Garcis, and several Ameri-
cdans,

Leandre Rodrigues, treasurer, of the Ca-
ban committee, said yesterday that the infor-
mation about the expedition was as yet very
meager, ‘It was a victory to eet these men
off,”" he added.
