Sspator Morgan thea yielded to Senator
Davis, who asked the senate to informally
lay the resolution aside and take up the leg-
islative, executive and judicial sppropriation
bill.

Sanator Hoar objacied, wishing the Kellogg
resolutions to be reinstated Letore the sennte.

Ssnator Saulabury, havieg charge of the
Kellogg rerolutions, said he would not an-
tagoniza the uppropristion bill with those
resolutions,

Senator Davis then made a formal resolu-
tion to postpone all prior orders and proceed
to the consideration of the appropriation bill,
which was carued, ) :

An amendment increasing Lhe appropria-
tion for senale employes from $81,710 to
$93.827, and varions minor amendments
was concurred in.

Whea the appropriation for postage-
stamps for the sergeant-at-arma of the senate
was reached, S:oator Edmunds took occasion
to express his condemuoation of the existing
law preventing senators and representatives
from frankiog letters which they bave to
write to their constiloeats answering in-
qairies, ete.

returning soldiery, and escort them to their
armory on Hernando street, An immense
crowd—fiva thowpand pecpla—tollowed the
battaliofi to the depot; and then waited the
arrival of the “*Chicks.”” Themilitary formed
n line on the platform and the crowd sor-
rounding them becams larger and demser
wyery minute. Main street for squares near
Lha'xepot wes packed and lined with public
backs, ompibuses, private carriages, buggies,
wagons and street-card, Far up Main street,
us far ns the Peubody hotel, the mdewalks
were crowded with pedestrians, and windows
and awmngs wera filled by those who
from vastage ground, eagerly sought to
catch a view of the procession of welcome,

THE ARRIVAL.

At ten minutes past nine o'clock the loco-
motive headlight far up the railroad gave
warning that the lonp eipected train was
fast approaching. Louod cheers, a wild rebel
yell, awoke the echoes of the surrounding
streets. TFhe military fell into line and came
to a present arms as the train movoed rapdly
to the front and came to & halt. Another
wild cheer, fepeated over and over again,
went up from thonsands of throats, and it
was canght up and carried by others far away
up Mamn street, announcing, as it flated oo,
the news that the wictorious Coickasaw
Guards had reached homa, A scene of con-
tasion and excitement followed; everybody
seemed anxions ts wish the boys welcome
and congratnlate them upon their well-won
viclory. A tremendous rosh was made from
the depot as the victors, escorted by the bat-
talion and headed by Arnold’s band,
marched out to Main street and fled
lett en wroute for the armory. Tae, scene
along the striet was Mardi-Greas over again.
Almost the watire popuolation of the city
turped ont and throoged the streets and side-
walks, Thousands of rockets and Roman
candles lighted up the heavans from the de-
pet to the Peabody botel, a distance of over
hall a mile, while at many street crossings
bonfires, made out of tar barrels and boxus,
shed a weird light wpon the advan ing
column of soldiers, whose nodding plomes
danced snd fashed beneath the light of va-
wious colors. -

MAIN STREET.

The immense concourse of people followed
the military, rendering it almost impossible
for vehicles to get along and keep up with
the colomun, At every square fire crackers
and freworks of evgry description were ex-
ploded, presenting & scene charmiog to be-
bhold., Flags were bung across the stréet in
front of Roarke's, near Poplar; in front of
the hoase of Woodraff & Oliver, near Poplar;

who made a very handsome display, consist-
ing of & stack of arms with a Roman shieid
and belmet atits base, the arms entwined
with a lagrel wreath tied with the emblemat-
ical blue nribbon, and inclosing the mono-
gram “C. G.” Two very bandsome United
States dags made a back ground of drapery,
while emaller colors filled op the interveniog
spaces, surrounding the whole were BAoe
bropz=s, buuquets of fAowers, ete. Thia very
uniqué and pretty welcome was arranged
with artistic taste by W. J. Brecknell, the en-
graver of the establishment. As the mulitacy
approiched the Peabody the applanse was
deafening, it was the roar of a maltitude,
[rom people wild with delight over the retorn
of the couquerors, Many of the stores had
all the gas lights tarned oo, while crimson
and blue lights gave everything the appecr-
ance of a carnival. The “Chicks" asd mil-
itary escort marched oa to Usion sireet and
fled down to their armory on Hernando
streat.

AT THE AEMORY.

Galloway, the hospitable propristor. Noth~
ing could bave been more compliméntary to
thé victors than the spontaneouns cntpouring
of the people to greet them on their return
from the fisld of contest. Tha fireworka
display waa improvised, was gottepnp in a
few miou'es, but it showed lbat Memphis is
& live city, aed in the way of givieg a bos-
pitable welcome is not excelled by any city on
the earth.
