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BANATOR GORDON'S RESIGNA-

TION.

The resignation of J. B, Gordom, of Geor-
gis, as United BSlates senalor, has created
great surprise and muach speculation as to
the cause (hrooghout the whole country.
General Gordon had served only one year of
the six to which he had been elected. He
ocoupied a conspicuous position in the senale
of the United States, Indeed this theater
soemied peculiarly adapted to his taste and
great abilities, and he was regarded as a
fixture in the senate during the balance of
hix life, It is not, therefors, surprising, that
his onexpected resigpation should occasion
much speculation. The mystery is not ex
plained by General Gordon's letter to Gov-
ernor Colqmitt, which is as follows:

arm for the Presidency, The events of the
past two months has convinced Grant
tbat the great heart of the people is
pot throbbing for him with that af-
fection which he said was necessary to make
him a candidate. He hears a mullion of
tongues in his own parly solemaly and em-
phatically protesting against the election of
any citizn of the repubic for & third term
ander apy circomstances, yet he reaches out
for the Presidency as a child reaches for the
moon., If Geant had sooght the retiracy
which was a beatiful lermination to the ca-
reer of Washington, Jefferson, Adams,
Madison, Monroe and Jackson, the fanlts, the
vices, the corruption, the disgrace that made
his administration a pational infamy would
have besn forgotten.

And so wilh the peter-pence contribation to
the pope, which the *‘holy father' ought to
bave relurned as an earnest of his sympathy
for the sturviog thousands, who regard him
with reverence and affection as the spiritual
bead of the church.

Toey desire other tribes to join them,
and thuos form a powertal alhance, holding
that it is much better to die fighting than to
starve to death, Toeir plan 15 said to be to
plander and rob the whites whesever possi-
ble. It is thought highly probable that the
Creesand B ocds will join the Sioux, 1o which
c¢83 there will undoabtedly be trouble, but
hoetilities are likely to be levelled against the
American seltlements and American soldiers,
aad not those om our own lerritory, although
there is no telling what m'ght bappen il they
once get started.

The Apaches aund Navajos.

Saxra FE, N. M., May 21 —A letter
to the Daily New Mexican, from Fort Win-
gate, states that on the vighteeoth instant &
party of Navejs ladians attacked a buck-
bourd near Blue Water, cut the mails open
and threatened fo kill the driver. A large
package of silver was in the mails, but the
ladians did wot molest it. Fears are ex-
pressed that this is a cremonition of an out-
break on the part of the Navajos, encouraged
by the success of Victoria's bsnd.

The reasons
why the government is resolved to introduce
it are twofold: First, the Valican has not yet
apswered the resolutions of the state minis-
try of tbe seventeenth of March declaring
what concessions will be accorded by Prussia
should the Vatican really wish peace. Prince
Bismarck is now resolved to cosrce the Vati-
can into an open declaration. He hopes the
new bill will be the best means for the pur-
pose, for Prossia does not intend to use ber
accorded powers before the Vatican has
agreed to the demands of Lhe state, as every
pretext onm the part of the ecana for re-
tarding an understanding will theby
be swept away. Avolher reason why Prince
Bismarck wishes to introduce the bill is eaid
to exist in the fact that not only very infla-
ential persons at the impenal court wish to
see peace petween the church and state re-
stored, but that the same desire prevails in
Munich and Vienna. Itis said that the pro-
posals of the bill have been made known by
Prussia to the Vatican, and that the latter is
aot at all satisfied with the policy. Prince
Bsmarck’s goversment hopes to be sapport-
ed by a suficient mejorily in these measures,
bat as far as the situation at present can be
Jadged a general distrust of the mimister of
worship prévails among the national liberals.
The latter will only vots for the bill if the
powers propesed to be graoted by it to the
government be put under the control of the
wlhule cabioet, 1nstead of & single minister
alone,

THE TREEATY OF BEERLIN,

Loxpon, May 21.—The Paris correspond-
ent of the Times says: *‘It bas been decided
that the representatives of the signatory
powers of the Berlin treaty shall meet again
very s0on at Berlin, to take measures for the
speedy carrying into effact of the non-exe-
cuted clauses of the treaty, Among the
measures to be imposed on Turkey 1s the es-
tablishment of the intermahional adminis-
trative commission slipulated by the treaty.

COMMERCIAL UNION

With the United States a Tople of En-
Erossing Interest In Canada.

MoNTREAL, May 21.—Last night’s mass-
meeting, called to discuss the chancss of a
commercial union with the United States,
was attended by over two thousand people.
J. O. Perrnult addressed the assemblage,
which was composed emtirely of Franch
Canadians. He spoke of the lack of power
of Canada to make her own treaties; showed
she was able to stand alone 80 far as know-
ing what her commerce needed to [foster it,
and pointed out the stagnation of trade and
the ruination of agriculturists and the emi-
gration of Canadians by thousande, All this
had bean cagsed by mistaken legislation, and
by Great Hritain's selish policy in shuttiog
Canada oat from the enjoyment of the mother
country’s commercial Lreaties with foreign
nations. The remedy lay in a closer com-
mercinl union with the United States.
Another meeting will be held soon.

Being unabls to find her employer’s house
owing to ber bewilderment, she wand
throogh the streets nntil she met the crowd
pamed, and in apswer tu her im-
quiry as to where Mr. Corwin lived
was told to accompany them and they wouid
show ber his residence. She unsuspectingly
walked with them until the western suburbs
were reached, when becoming alarmed she
turned to come back to town. Comer, it is
allnsed. told her to accompany them or he
would cut her d—d heart out. Shaking with
terror she obeyed. Bhe was taken to the rear
of & tile factory, where she was kept antil
midnight, doring which time, it is alleged,
she was ravished vight times. After the
accomplishment of their bellish demgns the
rascals brought her back to the city, and she
entered a house and told her pitiful story in
sobs and tears. Laast night tbe marshal and
a force of policemen captared all of the al-
leged ravishers, The peopls feel very indig-
pant, and some threats of hemp have been
made, bot no danger from that quarter is
anticipated. Everybody feels sure that full
and ample justice will be meted out to the
villains.

A BEASTLY RUFFIAN.

Since
then Dollins has repeated the crime several
times, so the girl says—the last lime about
one week ago. So sore was she from his
other assnults that she pearly soccumbed to
the agony of the last attack. Her ipjories
were 50 terrible that her scruples of fear
were overcome, and she revealed the
m.? to a physician. Preparations were
made to cage the vile monster, the
affidavit was made and the arrest
Friday night. The officer did mot
explain the cause of Dolline’s arrest to any
one till the next morning, thereby prevent-
ing any outbarst of isndignation. My in-
formant says that another crime almost as
great for atrocity lies at Dollins's deor, A
relative of his deceased wife died some six
or eight yeors ago under very painfal cir-
cumstances, 1. e., 1n ﬂﬂug birth to a child,
which also expired. er family says that on
her death-bed she coufessed that D)llins bad
brutally outraged her, and that the child was
the result of the crime. The girl's father
went crazy over the fact and to his grave.
cannot vouch for these statemeots, bat they
came from an old citizen of Lonely Dale.
Dollins offers nothing in extenvation of his
last crime. He npeither says inmocent mor
gutlly, but retaios a sullen indiffsrence, ana
claims that it 1s & put up job on him.
