IN THE HOUSE.

Oa motion of Mr. Thomas the Turner bill
passed, so amending the sixth subdivision of
section U244, revised statutes, as to prcvide
that the dealers in leaf tobacco who do not
sell or consign for sale leaf to'oacco to an
amount exceeding twenty-fiv- e tLoo-an- d

pounds in any ona tax-ye-ar shall pay a license
of but five dollars.

Resolutions were adopted for tbe printing
of six thousand copies of the report of the
vellow-feve- r commission, and six thousand
copies of the report of tbe National board of
health.

On mot:oa of Mr. Town3end Ohio, the
bill was passed tor the government and con
trol of Refuge harbor, Sand Beach, Lake
Huron.

There was a good deal of opposition
shown to considering the bills tor the erec
tion of public buildings, and Mr. Bragg
made several dilatory motions, but bad not
sufficiently strong support to order the yeas
andna.s. However, when the motion to go
into committee of tbe whole was made, the
ODDOsition refused to vote, and raised the
question of "no quorum," Finally, by yea
and nay vote ot 140 to 40, the house deter
mined to go into committee. Whereupon
Mr. Bragg moved to reconsider the vote,
which motion was laid oa the table, and th--

the home went into committee, with Mr
Burrows in the chair, upon the bills reported
from the committee oa public buildings and
Grounds.

Mr. Cook, the chairman of the committee,
said that the house had referred to his com
mittee ninety bills for public buildings, in
volving an appropriation of thirteen million
dollars, of which number the committee had
reported back forty three, involving about
six million do lars.

Mr. Bragg inquired if it took sis million
dollars to begin tho buildings how much
would be needed to complete tbem t

Mr. Cook replied that that depended on
who controlled the government; bills them'
selves made no appropriation, leaving that
entirely to the house. The government was
paving an annual rental of one million two
hundred and eiehtv-tw- o thousand dollars for
buildings occupied as postotfices, etc., and
the question was whether it was not more
economical for the government to adopt
some system of erecting its public buildings
than continue paying sucn large rental.

Before the first bill oa the calendar had
been reached. Mr. Bragg moved that tbe
committee rise, and on this motion no quorum
voted. A discussion arose as to whether, the
motion having been defeated, a point of no
miorum could be raised. Messrs. Sparks and
Ctytntr maintaining the affirmative of the
question and Mr. uiaciourn tne negative.
The chair agreed with Mr. Blackburn and
ruled that the point of no quorum could not
be raised upon the motion to rise.

Mr. Bragg appealed from the decision of
the chair. The decision was sustained
yeas 102, nays 1 but tbe point of no quorum
was again raised. A call of the roll showed
two hundred and twelve members present,
more than a quorum, but the question recur-
ring on tbe decision of the chair, no quorum
voted, and it becoming evident tbat no busi-
ness could be transacted, tbe committee rose.

A motion was then made that the house
adjourn.

iCjllverein. Taking Bremen for an example,
it will be fouad that, whereas in that con-tant- ed

place the prices for foreign pro-
ducts rule at pretty much the same rate as

do in England, the inhabitants of Olden
burg, scarcely nan an naur aisiani, are ai-m-

strangers to the advantage of enjoying
articles sot produced tn Germany at anything
aooroaching a reasonable price. Cotton
goods, sugar, tea and coffee are there charged
at nearly three turns the umoont asKed for
tbem in the free town; such fruits as raisin?.
tigs and almonds tbe latter a very lmpoitaut
ingredient in many a German confection are
almost too dear lor common peopie to pur

cbanp, while tobacco, almost a necessity to
the Teuton, is quadrupled in value directly it
enters the customs union. As a result, the
inhabitants of Oldenburg Bre almost uni-
formly poor, while their brethren ot Bremen
are rich. Operatic performances and other
expensive delights, unknown in the first- -
named mace, are common in the latter, lhe
unhappy people who have the misfortune to
be nnder imperial taxation regard their more
lucty neighbors with the protoandesc envy,
and sorrowfully compare their superior lot
with their own. Very naturally, those who
boast the advantages, therefore, of living in
the free towns are anxious that no step should
be taken toward depriving them of their good
fortune."

Chattanooga Times, 20;h: "A case of the
most distrusting degradation and brutal
criminality developed itself yesterday morn
ing near the Roane iron company's rolling
mill, West Chattanooga. Full particulars ot
the sickening tragedy are unfit for publica-
tion. Suffice it to aav that about two weeks
8i?o a white woman named Sophia Evans
moved into tbe neighborhood mentioned, and
makine the acquaintance of Mary Card, con
hied to her that she was soon to be delivered
ot a child, and. as its father was black, she
desired Mary's assistance in putting the in-

fant out of the way after its birth. To
this Marv dissected. and counseled
Sjchia attainsc tbe commission of
tbe foul and inhuman crime. No
more was said about it by
tbe two women until yesterday morning,
when Mary heard groaniogs, and what she
believed to be the crying ot an infant, in So-pbi-

cabto. Mary at once suspected that a
crime would be committed, and coming to
tne city informed the police of her suspicion?.
Officers Turney a id Wyccff were dispatched
to tbe house, wbich when entering they foucd
unoccupied. There were plain indications,
however, of wrcng doing, and Sophia c ru-

ing in fcbortly afterward was closely ques-
tioned respecting tbe whereabon'a of her
new-bor- n babe. Sbe denied, in a confused
manner, being a recent mother, and attempt-
ed to explain what seemed suspicious to the
officers by saving that fcha had just killed
and cooked a chicken. This did not satisfy
the policemen, and Sophia soon discovered
tbat tbe truth would have to be tsld, in part
at least. Requesting all others to withdraw,
she then confessed to the officers that she
had given birth to a baby, and that it was
wrapped up in tho bed-cloth- in a corner
of tbe room. She was told to unwrap it,
which she proceeded to do, but the offi-

cers' ' discovering something irregular ii
her movements, and seeing tbat the child
was dead, ordered her to desist. After beirg
