THE AFPPROAUCHING MNMONETARY
CHANGE,

1 bere s wchange appronching in thecirenlas
tion of money which will strongly affect trade,
and which financialists nod business men will
do well to take into consideration in their in-
vestments. By money of circulation we mean
monty pussing from hand to hand in every
day transuctions., There are some kinds of
money that circulate in this magner oaly in
tbe smallest degroe, such ne potes of o bun-
dred dollars and above, sliver dollare, and
some other currency, Everything pownts to
ao early large circnlation of the silver dol-
lars that have, na yet, come so little into
trade operations, and the incremse will not
be n matler of mere choice, but will arise
from ordisary exigeneics of trade. Suoch exi-
wencies will peoessarily arise if financial and
commercinl matters conticae, us it is to ba ex-
peoted they will, in the direction they ure now
flowing. Last year an unprecedented amount
of gold flowed into this country in consequence
of the immenss umounnt of wheat we export-
od and wold, while our imports were limited,
owing Lo Lhe “hard times' which had so
long uiflicted us. This year, unless some un-
expected disuster shoald happen Lo the Ea-
ropean crops, we cappot expect more than a
good demand for gramn, while oar imports,
being mooch larger than they were a yeur
ago, will reduce the money payments to be
made for exporfed grain very matenally be-
low the cash receipts of last year. Thua re-
duction, bowever, 18 not cxpected to bring
tha pilver dollar largely into circolation dar-
ing the present season, 88 New York has an
sbundapce of money, so muoch s0 that Lhe
Neow York Post's money article says that
even if ten million dollars of gold is ex-
ported by the middie of July, the
surplus reserve of the New York banke
may be expected (o rise above twenty million
dollurs. The I'cst ndds: **Any exportof gold
at all ressonabie to expect ought now to nc
more than steady the sates for movey in this
market. It w not likely that enough gold
will be exported this season Lo bring silves
dollass imto uee, alizough the temdency ol

gold exports s ol course in that direction
The time will come, bowever, whan the for
eign exchaoges will run so strongly against

ard, and that silver. When that lime comea,
all securities which are specifically payable in
gold will rule at a preminm equivalant to’the
difference between the bullion value of the
gold dollar and tobe silver dollar.” The wants
of the country after the closa economy of
yerrs of depression; the multiplicity of new
raiload and other business vantures, nd
the higher prices paid for commodities,
all point to that turpimg of exchanges
against us which the Post epeaks of.
And here we may interpose the remark that
this tarn of exchanges against us 8 by no
means Lo be regarded as a disadvaniage, for
u dollac's worth of merchandisé is worth just
as much as a doliar's worth of gold. Simple as
this statemant is, it is jost what people forgat
when they lament the exchanges being
agsinst us. If our purchases bave been well
made, this only means that the psyments we
raceive from abroad are in goods mord than
in money, and goods are often more profit-
able importations than mouey. Whea a gold
dollar comes here from Earope, it remains a
dollar; when a dollar’s worth of jute comes,
it is manufactored into bagging, and & profit
18 made* Bat to return to the coming change
1o our money of circulation, The reason why
business men should take the approaching
change into sccount is not simply that there
is & change froma circulation based prin-
cipally upon gold to one based principally
apon wilver, but that the absolate value of
the latter is less, at the present time, than
that of the former, Tho advaabages or dis-
advantages resolting from this difference we
are not now discussing, but are noting that
results which flow from the differénce must
be taken finto account and provided for
beforeband by busigess men who would set
with intelligent jodgment and foresight.
There is pow a “glat™ of silver dollars in the
treatury; five hondred tons of them lie in
the New York treasury, and two mi'lion dol-
lara aro added every month to the stock.
When the stock of gold decreases the silver
reserves will have to be used in paying the
pubhe creditors of the government, and those
who receive it will pay it out, of course, for
the merchandise they boy. Bat the mer-
chandise was bought at a bundred cents for
every dollar’s worth; what will be the effect
of offering to puy eigbty-seven to eighty-
pight cents for each dollar’s worth? That is
one of the considerations the merchants and
financinlists have to consider in their future
investments, When silks and wines have lo
be paid for in France, coffee in Brazil, and
tes in Chion, the gold basms we are on now
supplies the money that will pay for those
goods; but when the tons weight of dollmrs
are the principal money of circulation, they
cannot be preseated in those countries, each
one to puy a hundred cents, From these
considerations it is evident there is a change
approaching which cannot too roon be pre-
pared for, so as to prevent mny jar or check
in the prosperous course of commerce.

PROSPECTS OF ENGLISH TRADE.

Eoglish trude languishes to o degres not
favorable to the staple product of our cotton
States. The ““spurt™ of prosperity she has
bsen enjoying was a mere result of the exu-
berant speculation that over-stimulated de-
mand and promcted an 1ill-founded advance
in prices in this country, It canpot be seem
from what quarler permanent improvement
i to come to Eoglish trade at the pressmt
time, and the horizon 1 not favorable for the
futare. Throughout Earope there are po
symptoms of apy greatly incressing demand
to help a revival of her trade. Immense and
increasing standing armies kept up by each
conntry is not reassunog for the continuance
of peace, but they do intimale aconviction on
#e parl of the governments that peace 15 un-
ceriain and war most be prepared for. The
Zulun war has added difficulty to British public
finances, and Lhe Afghanistan iuvasion
has materinlly increascd the Indian debt.
The Turkish gquestion—now to becoms omce
more an active Iaction in European pofities,
owing {0 the Earopean intervention (hat
may go to the length of vsing srmed force—
18 agamn becomiog & burpisg one, and may
end in quarrela over dividing what the gov-
ernment that is crumbliog away will leave
bahind it, The trade difficulties of England
are about to endure an nowelcome addition
Hassia and Chioa, which will nearly shat off
an important market for English cottons, for
Rusasin will blockade the Chinese porla ome
by one. The struggle will not be the easy
victory over the Chinese that was oblained
in the past. China hes seventeen Eoglish-
bailt gunboats, nine corvettes and various
steamers. Its army is immense, and over
sixty thousand of the troops are ermed and
drilled and trained in Eoropean tac-
tics,. Eagropean cfficers have been em-
ployed, spd Chinesa officers are
now serving in the Germsn army and be-
coming accomplisBed in the arta of war.
['hal this army is not the contemptible oppo-
nent of the *“* foreign devils ' it once was, ia
evidenead by the fact that within the past
twenty years it has recovered a vast territory
in Karshgar and Turkestan, of which it was
robbed by varions trib2« and by Rossian an-
oexation. The dislrict of Kuldja the Ras-
sinns retain, and for this territory Chioa is
oot only willing but eager tofight. Itisa
struggle that both army asd navy have been
preparing for for years. Thuos {he important
Chinba trade 14 doomed to difficulties. Turkey
can buy nothing becanse it can pay for noth-
ing. The East India trada is Gtfal, irregular
and very nnsatistastory., The colonies do not
extend their gemands, and there is nothing
apimated 1n the trade with the coutinent.
Above all, the Eoglish agncualtural interest
isin distress, and 1s vinkiog into debt with
the ratailer. Many experienced business men
think Eagland will have to undergo the criam
of bankruptey and panic before prosperily
can aguin become permunent there,

discournges sbipping from awaiting freight
there. For somstime past incendiary fires
haye been of frequent occurrence, The boats
fired were ususlly cotton-laden’ or sach as
bad a valuable cargo on board.

One
of the lawysers employed on Lhe side of the
defense tock up M. Broadway's evidenoe
as follows:

“Mre. Broadway’s lestimony is remarkably
short, in view of the occasion and the facts
to be proven. We will gnote all, except the
part about the bottle, whieh has wiready Lisen
given. Sheeays: ‘I knew John Broadway;
he was my busband; be 18 dead. Hs was
shot 1o his house, in this cousty and State,
sgven weeks before last Monday might, di-
rectly after six o’clock in the evening.

Dexver, May 26 —The latest from Ojica~
lients, General Hatch's present beadquartera,
is to the effect that at daylight on tae mora-
iog of the twenty-fourth instané, s part of
his command, copsisting of Iadian ecouls
and soldiers of the Ninth cavalry, struck the
camp of the hostile Apaches, at Lhe head-
waters of the Polonas river, about thirty
miles sonth of Ajccalients, rosting the hos-
tile Indiaxs completely. The cfficial report
of the chief of the scouts stated that thirty
of the hostiles were killad. The sccuts and
soldiers claim that fifty-five Iodians were
killed. Several Navojoes sed Comanches
werae found 1o the camp, showing that Viclo-
ria had received reinforcements from these
tribes. M:jor Morrow’s command reached
%demu. from the southwestern part of

aleccia county, oa the wvight of the twenty-
fourth, and altbnogh jost in from &
pight march, snd Lthorooghly exhaust
the four companmwes of the Ninth cavalry
comprigiog the command were immediately
rationed and pushed abend by General Hateh,
to tuke wp the trail and pursue the Heeisg
hostiles. Two other companies of the Ninth
cavalry, which will reach Ajocalients on the
twenly-seventh, though witn broken dowa
borses, and almost eatirely worn ouat, will
not be allowed Lo rest, but will be pashed
ahend at owce.
