: Dr. Charles Holland, has spent some years in
' perfecting it and in covering his inventions
"'With patents. - A few months siuoe

he came to I New York and en-

listed some men of means in his enterprise.
They purchased tbe right to use tbe machine
in a large section of tbe country, and have
organized a company, which has its offices at
No. 18 Veeey street, Tbe experiment of
running a locomotive witb one of the retorts
was made, on tbe Long Island railroad last
Than lay, and in every respect it was a grat-livi- ng

success. A party of about fitly geutle-me- n

capitalists, railroad efiioialB and s. in- -

tuts assisted at the experiment. A forty-to- n

engine was found fired up at College
Point; and before starting on tbe experimen-
tal trip, Dr. Charles Holland, the inventor,
explained the principle and operation of the
retort.

tensity; in tact, the most intense heat that
can be conceured. Tbe icfliw of oil and
water by the four separata1 luduct pipes into
the tour separate chambers of the retort is
controlled by four valves, which the Greman
can govern at will as readily as a common
ras jat.
