But he seems to have re-
flected that if found out he would be sure to
be extradited; and in that event he would be
taken back ignominiously to tbe scene of his
former mayoralty in the custody of gen-
darmes. It was this last indignity that he
seemed most anxious to avoid; so he some
how opened negotiations with the French
authorities, offering to surrender and await
his trial if he were taken back to Clermont
as a gentleuan.
