The Platform or Political Platltutfea
Adopted, the Call or the Roll or

States Brings tbe Friends or the
Candidates to their Feet'

IGreat Speeches by

Conkling. for Grant, by Joy for Blaine,
and Garfield roc Sherman Measured

by the Soiso Hade Grant Is the
Most Topular of the Three

A Lively Evening.

Chicago, June 5. The terrible strain on
ths nerves of tbe delegates in last night's
protracted session was sufficient to prevent n
prompt appearance this morning, and it was
forty-fiv- e minutes pust eleven o'clock before
Chairman Hoar called the convention to or-

der, although the time fixed for the meeting
was eleven o'clock. Reporters, delegates and
auditors seemed to be still weaned, and there
was not much vitality in the proceedings pre-
liminary to the actual work of the conven-
tion. For the first time since the convention
opened the back seat, where these was small
chance for intelligent understanding of tbe
doinps about the platform, was only about
half filled.

Rev. John R. Baxter, of Washington, of-

fered prayer.
Mr. Boutwell, of Massachusetts, offered tbe

following resolution: .
Kemtved, That tbe National Republican executive

committee be req.uat6 to prepare aod present a
metbod tor the election of delegates to tbe National
Bepubllcan convention to be beld in H64, and to
Issue Instructions in oonformlt therewith.

Mr. Conger objected to present considera-
tion of the resolution, as did also several
others. It was therefore laid over.

The chairman announced that the disposi-
tion of tbe Kansas case was now before the
convention.

Mr. Conger then stated the Kansas case
from the standpoint cf the majority.

Mr. Uateman, ot Uqio, moved to limit the
time of debate to half an hour.

A Kansas delegate moved to make the time
forty minutes, which was unanimously
adopted.

Mr. Plumb, of Kansas, took the floor in
opposition to the majority report. He ex
plained the peculiarities ot tne arrangement
under which Kansas elected her delegates
from the State convention to the National
convention. He claimed that tbe record was
olearly in favor of admitting the sitting mem
bers, and tbere was no possible ground on
which the contestants could stand.

He
now asked that tbe majority report be now
adopted. -

Mr. Sharp moved to substitute the minor-
ity report. On a viva voce vote the noes had
it, and the chair declared the question was on
the adoption of the majority report.

Mr. Boutwell asked for a reading of. his
amendment, which adds a rule to rule 10, an
instruction to the National executive commit-
tee to prescribe a method for electing dele-
gates to the convention of 1884.

Mr. Bntterworth moved to add to the
amendment "that nothing should ba pre-
scribed which would prevent the several dis-
tricts of the United States from selecting
delegates to the Nationarconvention."

Mr. Boutwell accepted the amendment and
moved to add that tbe National commit-
tee should prescribe the method within twelve
months.

General Garfield hoped this Would be
adopted, as it was the report of the majority
as amended.

The committee cn resolutions was instruct-
ed to report, and Mr. Pierrepont presented
the report, prefacing it by saying there was a
great difference of opinion, but they had bee a
able to agree among themselves and not dis-
turb the harmony of the convention. The
resolutions are as follows:

It bas restored upon a
sulld basis payment In coin tor all tbe National ob-
ligations, and bas given us a currency absolutely
good and equal In every part of our extended coun-
try. It has llfteo tbe credit of tbe nation from tbe
point when si per cent. bonds sold
at 80. to that where four per
cent, bonds are eagerly sought at a premium.
Under Its administration railroads nave Increased
from 81,000 miles In ISrtO te more than 80,000
miles In 1879. Our foreign trade has Increased
from $700,000,003 to 81, 150,000.000 In the same
time, and our exports, which were 920.000,000 less
than our Imports In ISrtO. were S204.000 000 more
than our Imports or 187t. Wilbout resorting to
loans, It has since tbe war closed defrayed tbe ordi-
nary exDenses of tbe government, besides the ac-
cruing Interest on the publlo debt, and disbursed an-
nually more than for soldiers' pensions.
It bas paid S888.000.000 of tbe public debt, and by
refunding tbe balance at lower rates bas reduced
tbe annual Interest charge from nearlyS151 000.000
to less than 889 OOO.OOO. All the Industries of the
country have revived, labor Is In demand, wages have
Increased, and throughout tbe entire country there
Is evidence of a coming prosperity greater than we
have ever enjoyed. Upon this record the Bepubllcan
party asks for the continued conudenee and support
ot tbe people, and this convention submits for their
approval tr,e following statements of tbe principles
and purposes which will continue to guide aud in-
spire its efforts:

First We affirm tbat tbe work of tbe last twenty
years bas beea such as to commend Itself to tbe
favor of tbe nation, and that tbe fruits of
tbe costly vlctcr.es which we have achieved
through lmmenss difficulties should be preserved.

Some powers are denied- - to tbe nation, while others
are aeniea tne elates, dui me Dounuary Detween trie
powers delegated and those reserved Is to be deter-
mined by tbe national and not tbe state tribunals.

Third The work of popular education U one left
to tbe care ot the several States, but It Is ths duty of
tbe national government to aid that work to tbe ex-
tent of Its constitutional ability. The Intelligence
of tbe naUon Is but tbe sggregate of the Intelligence
In tbe several States. The destiny of the nation
must be guided not by tbe genius of any one State,
out or tne average gernut oi aiu

Fourtn The constitution wiselv forbids eonness
to make any law respecting any establishment of
religion, but It Is Idle" tobope that tbe nation can
be protected against tbe Influence of sectarianism
while each State Is exocsed to Its domination: we
therefore recommend tbat tbe constipjtlon be so
amended as to lay tbe same' prohibition on Ibe
legislature of each State, aod to forbid tbe appropri-
ation of publlo funds to the support of sectarian
schools.

fifth We reaffirm the belief avowed in 1873,
that tbe duties Itvied for tbe Durooee of revenue
sbouid so discriminate ss to favor American labor:
tbat no further grant of tbe public domain sbouid
be made to any railroad or other corooratlon: tbat
slavery having perished in the States, Its tln bar
barity, polygamy, must die in tbe Territories: tbat
everywhere tbe protection accorded to a citizen ot
American blrtb must be secured lo the people
American by adoption; tbat we esteem It the duty of
congress to develop and Improve our water courses
and harbors, but Insist that further sutiaia. u
bougaiu th republic to the men wbo preserved
Its integrity in tbe day oi uott.o m undiminished
by tbe lapse of Oiteeu years after their final victory.
