Injustice was able to perpetrate wroags
under the late national bankrupt law and it
was repealed. There was left only the bank
rupt laws of tbe ' different States, and thee
are not in harmony one with another. "At
commerce is not restricted by State lines, this
want of harmony ia a cause of difficulty and
loss to business men. A bankrupt law should
be simple, speedy in its operations, inexpen
ive in its administration, just to the honest

debtor and protection to the honest creditor;
which shall prevent and punish fraud, and
which will grant to (he citizen of one State
the constitutional rights, privileges and im
inanities of the citizens of every other SUit,
Tbe State bankruptcy laws, taken as a whole,
binder instead of helping the objects here

. stated. - A uniform law for the collection ol
debts and the'diufribution cf bankrupt es
tates is a necessary requisite to a com
mercial country and we cannot be with'
out it, except by enduring '

. loss
Most of our business men have had enough
vexation and damage to make them desire
the establishment of an orderly system where
there is now only confusion, but itis well
they should understand the impracticable na-

ture of the present arrangements to induce
them to demand from congresi through
their boards of trade,' exchanges, coaven
tions, and otherwise the establishment of i

national bankrupt law that will answer the
end for which it was advocated and adopted,
A report lately made to the New York legis'
lature, by one of Us committees, gives a
striking view of the unsatisfactory nature of
State legislation upon the subject. One of
the most prominent wrongs permitted, in
this way is the selection by the debtor of cer-

tain creditors who are to have preference ever
tho rest. For instance, two partners go into
buiiiness; they have no money, but their
wives have, so they borrow of their wives,
break in a few months, and the borrowed
money makes the wives preferred creditors.
Tbe msjjrity of preferred oreditors are in this
way wives or connections wbcsj names are
used as those ot preferred creditors. Ia this
way the bankrupt gets back bis own capital,
which he had held under a wife's or a friend's
name, and the losers by the bankruptcy are
those who had trusted him. By this kind of
arrangement a firm does not rink its own cap-

ital when going into business, but the capital
of its creditors. Tbe honest man, if bank
rupted, is ruined, for he used his own capital
in hia own name; the rogue comes out witb-- -
out loss, for he held his capital in the name
of a Iriend or a wife. Such law says cheat
and you shall be rewarded, be honest and
you shall suffer. If to do away with such
discreditable wrong was the only reason why
we ought to have a national bankrupt law,
that ia reason sufficient. But this is by no
means the only wrong. Tbe honest debtor,
who has in a manly way laid everything be
fore bis creditors, when all has been arranged
cannot obtain a discbarge that will bind cred
itors out of bis own State, unless every cne
of them agree to it. So by any one creditor's
ill will he may be debarred from .again
going into business on his
own account; he must suffer
disgrace and loss, and his family must suffer
with bim. Had he "borrowed" his capital
from those dependent upon him, they would
have means to live upon; but because he was
honest they must starve. Some State laws
allow the bankrupt to select his own as-

signee another advantage dishonesty will
know how to make ths most of ; fraudulent
claims and thieving conveyances wU readily
psss with a friendly assignee judiciously se-

lected and properly rewarded. Ia some
States there are stay laws that debar just
claims being collected for a year or more; ia

others there are exemptions or irom uuw
hundred to Eve thousand dollars or w

homestead, irrespective of improvements, so

that it may be worth half a million. Some

Of the State laws are so nrjast as to give res-

ident debtors advantages over creditors re-

siding in other State. All these, thiners

make trade, to a certain extent, a matter oi
chances, there is no certain way of obtaining
payment when laws are inharmonious in con

ception and often fraudulent in pracuoe.
They are anjust to the creditor and wrong

to the honest debtor.. No fact can. be more

conclusively demonstrated than the absolute
necessity of a just and uniform national
bankrupt law. "

tional debt. Fifteen years ago the war closed
which left ns the "legacy of woe" war never
f.ils to confer,' Since that time the Euro'
peaa nations have generally been increasing
figures, already high, to still loftier propor
tions, un'J the gigantic statue of debt is be-

coming a specter full of threatening for the
future. Even tbe Eoghsb, with all their re- -

aouroea, have the eight huadred aailliou
pounds sterling of debt which, they made in
1815 when they caged ' Napoleon at St,
Helena. We, however, work the figures of
out dBbLterZZZZwlS3WSalEiit--
dunng tbe month, sixteen ' solid mil
lions had been carried away from
the debt aide of our account. Since August,
1865, this country has paid eff from its debt
eight hundred and four millions. If we pro
ceed at the present rate one-thir- d of the
whole debt will have been paid off, by tbe
end of the present year. We now pay eighty
millions annually in. interest; at the end ot
the war we were paying one hundred and
fifty-on- e millions a decrease of nearly one-hal-f.

This' reduction of interest shows that
it is cheaper to pay off the debt with consid
erable rapidity, than to lengthen the time of
payment, for it is our prompt pay that light
ens the interest on what remains. By pay'
in g more debt we diminish it; by paying
less debt . we lengthen ' the , time and
consequently me amount, ot 1 paying
iaterest, and- - that'.' payment - does not
diminish the debt a particle. As the debt
has diminished the population to pay it has
increased, so that now every inhabitant of the
United States owes forty dollars for his share

The present
annual share of interest falling to each one
to pay is ons dollar and sixty cents;' in 1865
it was leur aouars and thirty cents.. Buch
have been the results of paying rather than
allowing the debt to hang' a deadweight
upon us, for that means a hanging on of ex
tra taxes, customhouses, and all the official
vexation that attends publio debt and taxes.
Twice Before this time the United States has
paid off all she owes, and stood among .the
nations of tbe earth free from the plague that
is sapping the vitality of most other powers.

'The TeUqram has received a letter from
Henry E. Davis, 61 Noank, who accompanied
tbe party which has gone to Alexandria,
Egypt, for tbe purpose of removing Cleo
patra s needle to New York. Mr. Davis acts
in the capacity of superintendent of removal
writing from Alexandria under the date of
May 11th, Mr. Davis says that the original
plan was to move the obelisk through the
city of Alexandria on a truck which was
brought from America for that purpose. The
authorities, however, would not permit thia,
rearing tnat it would aamage the sewers.
It waa then determined to build a float and
lower the needle into it. This plan was suc
cessfully carried . out, and the float was
launched on the thirtieth of March last. It
was simply a box, eighty-thre- e feet long,
twenty-tw- o feet wide and eight feet deep,
very strongly constructed. At the date of
Mr. Davis's letter, tbe obelisk was in the dry--
dock and the fljat had been demolished
The Bhip in . which tbe obelisk will
be brought to . New , i ork . was ex
pected to go into dock in a few days. .' An
opening will be made in the bows sufficiently
large to admit of the introduction of the
needle, which will be run in on cannon balls.
and the opening will then be closed np. It
was expected that the ship would be in dock
about six weeks, and that only a few days ad
ditional time would be required to complete
all the preparations tor ber departure. Atter
the obelisk was launched, the ways were re-
constructed and a barge hauled out, on
which were placed the pedestal and founda-
tion atones. The pedestal was on board the
ship at the date of Mr. Davis's letter. It
weighed forty-fo- ur tons, and was hoisted and
lowered by means of derricks. Mr. Davis
inclosed a rough sketch oi the obelisk, as it
was found on the arrival of the party, which
shows that the earth had sunk since its erec
tion, and also that the sands of the desert
had covered it cp S3me fifteen feet by actual
measurement. Concerning tbe Masonic em-
blems on the needle, about which there has
been . so much controversy.

rise week after week to the most animated
controversies, and would thus give to the
chancellor the means of knowing the gen-
eral opinion on his views; while these by a
weekly dose would be gradually instilled into
the mind of Europe nay, of the whole civil-
ised world. Moreover, as practical Amer-
icans, thinking even a chancellor of Germany
might find these reasons too Platonic, the
proprietors of the newspaper, through their
ambassador, offered the prince for each ot
these articles, aad for the whole time during
which he might write tbem, even should tney
aot exceed twenty lines, the sum ot twenty
five hundred dollars that is, one hundred
and thirty thousand dollars a year. They
declared themsalvea ready to deposit before
hand two hundred and sixty thousand dollars,
the prince thus being placed ia possession ot
two years compensation, even should the
paper, despite the stipulation to the contrary
not publish a line of what be wrote. Oa re
ceiving this curious and serious expressed
fifeJiiryeC'stelnglEaTErs1 numerous
occupations prevented him from accenfan
any more.

State troops, badly armed and disciplined,
and a few Federal companies. A battalion
or more of tbe latter, under Colonel Garcia,
were expected in order to make an at
tack. Marquise did not wait to ttke
these odJS. Lfle continued his march
to Magdalena. The regular cavalry to
the number of about one hundred, and fifty
volunteers from Altar, nnder the lead of
Montreal, were Dressing him at a rancha
called Patrer, about five leagues from Mag-
dalena. He wheeled about and rooted it
completely, losing three killed and several
wounded, among the number being an offi
cer of the army of reform, as Marquise calls
bis band. Ua the thirty-firs- t ultimo he occu-
pied Magdalena, and proclaimed a pronun- -
ciamento. He told the people that Don Por-fir- io

Di is had sold Sonora. to the Americans;
that his Marquise's mission was to save it.
He levie J a forced loan of one thousand dol
lars, and on the evening of the same dav he
left, marching toward Arispe. The general
forces nnder the command of Colonel Gar
cia, who entered the morning following, are
in pursu-t- . His objective point is Sinaloa.
