‘The
whole export from (he United BStates
foc the  seasom is  eslimated at
e bundrad and sevenly-five million bushels,
sad even then a large surplas wiil be left in
the bands of growers and dealers. The quee-
non that e of such importance—and an
wswer (o which i1s worth thinkmg about—iz
out as follows by the New York Public: “If
hie conntry prodoces es much whaat in 1880
+8 in 1870, and, on account of good crops in
Earope, can Bod a market for pot more than
75,000,000 bushels abroad—which is more
‘ban was éver exporled in apy year prior Lo
IS79—what is to become of the surplus of
100,000,000 busbels or more?
