What as Appeal Correspomndent Haw
and Expetienced im the New
Towas of the Much-Vaunted
Land of the West

From an Appeal Correspondsnt.]

Soure Aruansas Cown, Jume 12.—I left
Colorudo Spriogs «n Wedoesday last, wia
the Daaver and R0 Grande railroad, for this
point. We arnved at Pa=blo at two o'clock
1 the aftercoon, bot aond dosty. It is the
boss town for dust in Colorado, After
leaving and traveing west some iweoty
mues, wa come to green fields and pastares
struog along the Arkansas river for tenor
fifteen miles, It is quite refreshing, aiter
wszmg with wearied eyes upoa parched hills
dancing in the Gburoing suaslight, to
se8 again nalore in  her gatural
snd accostomed robe, Tha felds are alk ir-
rigated with water from Lhe Arkunsas river,
and the soil ssems to respond quite liberally
under the treatment. [ saw coosiderabls
corn thees and four inches high, which is

or fitteen 1nches 1o hight when 1t mstures,
and ooe staik in tweoty has sn ear of corn
fully as long =88 a knife bandle., I am very
careful not to exaegerate the sizs of the ears,
w8 1 know it bas been very common for
writers to overdraw everything in Colorado.
After refreshing oor eyes on this acceplable
gresnness for aboat fiiteen minates, we come
to Canon City, a quiet little towa with a good
share of ita population in the peaitantiary,
the Btate saylom for thosa “*who do not
wcorn the seat of wicked men.” It is a bean-
tiful building ot hght colored stone, and pre-
sents & very attractive appearance Lo those on
ths ouatside.” To the occupasls the most
attractive feature was provably the goards
who paced the walls with well-loaded mos
kets. A great muny of the comiicts were
qaarrying rock. 1 felt eonvinced that | was
il 1 the lsnd of cnltore and progresas
when I saw 80 many  men
o ung nlnpel for their coantry's good,
Fae engive’s sirick is echoed from the moua-
taina, and we are off again and rapidly neat~
ing the Uirand canon of the Arkansas. Here
Nature bas vattled with ber (od, and thrown
up buge rocky ramparts in de ﬁuu:e of wind
and storm. Swiltly we glide mnto the dark
juws of the huge canon, a wild and foamiog
nver at our side, and a ‘thoasand feet abuve,
straight as a p! lomb-line, & liteless wall of
rock that 1m gioation cao eall the bouand-
ary of another world, The railroad fol-
lows the windings of the river lor many
miles and every tura of the car-whee's change
the panoramic views. In & parrow gorge,
where the mad river disputegd the way, sci-
ence triumped over natore agd threw acroes
the chasm huge ribs of seel, aloog which
the yron borsa drags its freight while the tor-
rent roara and ioams in vain below. Boon
the mountsios lessen, Lhe nver grows
broander and calme-, the sun is warmer
and brighter, aod in the blue and hazy
distance, wrapped in everlasting ssow,
Sapgre de Christo glittera in the sunlight.
Speeding along we pass lrees and rocks, hills
and monatains, cavons and plaing, until oar
eyesight becomes confusad, Cleora is the first
staticn after comiog out of the Grand canon.
1t is & poor Lftie town which 1s being torn
duwn and dug up preparatary to moviog o
Sounth Arkavsas. It was somelbing of a trad-
ing point while being the termius of the Rio
Graode railroad. Now that the road bas ad-
vanced it is & dead hLerdog on the stning.
Five miles beyond 18 the great town of South
Arkapgas, 1 arrived &t seven o’clock ip the
evempg., The depot is in &
car—the ficket cffics m one end and
the telegraph offjca in the o, posite.
The freight ia all stor<d out of doors. Across
the Arkansas nver 15 tha town two weeks old,
containing two banks, two keno teats, tea
saloons ugder duck cover, eight or Len stores,
two livery stables, and about thirty or forty
boases and tenls bLesides. The tows is laid
off in good wide streets, and lot owners are
asliog irom two !o four busdred dollars each
for lots. Aboant five miles south 1a the c=le
brated hot spring, which ia well patroo'zed
by rheamatics. The =ite 18 entirely sar-
rounded by high mountains. Oa the west
is the suowy range, covered all
the jear, qute relreshing to look
at dunng July and Auvgust.
I bad tte good forinse lo become acguaint-
ed with a furnii ure desler (who had opened
busipess and bad already sold Ewo chaira at
one dollsr and a goarter each) who took me
in and gave me an Ercesor meatiress to
iodge on The night was cold and five black-
ata dh! I get onder, before I arrived ata
comforteb & point, The wind was 01 a go
durteg the night, and the roat being fi zible
{made entirely of cotton duck) [ thought ssv-
eral times :t would tike the wings of the
ormn to the uttermost
part the enrth So. muoch did
this Ihnu.:ht coccupy my mind
that I reached and got a stout chair and
placed over my bead, so that in case Lbe
baildiog should collape and thae rafters fall,
my bead would be intact, it it browed the
balance of my body toa jlly. With this prov-
ideotial chair over my frightened craniam, 1
diopped to sleep. The mioroing was calm
sod beagtiful, the distast moantains stogd in
bold relief against a coadless sky, and tha
town shone in all its rougbeplank giory. Ten
o'clork came, and with it a zephyr of wiad,
which 8 00 grew to the proportions of a hurri-
cane, Tentsbegan to flop, and men drove their
bats far down on theiwr beada and tocked Lheir
ears under #o they woulda't blow off, aaod
then the plank and gravel began to fly. Oae
mnn cOokng o & camp-siove had to waight
it down with a wood sigsd stne to keep from
losing it, and fioally bad to give it up, tor
the wind got his teat down, and when be un-
londed hise stove 1t started opa journey and
would bave gone to Leadwille if be had not
tied it to a stake. Ose foolish man
started out with a straw hat on. The
wind soom saw it and over the
plain it went, Uafortanately, the man
waas tronbled with bowlezgeduess, and 1t was
puainful to see him roe in tront of the hat
anpd try to stop its mad caresr. With bis
moozshaped exiremities in pasition, the hat
would run throogh laughing. Ha ran about
three guarlers of a mile and oaly captored
the hat by falling down on it. While eating
my dinger a sapnd-storm came up, and the
bouse beiog built of rough plack, the sand
mited throogh as from a hoge pepper box
nntil the food was completely hidden from
sight almost. Sooth Arkaosas is a nice place,
a great deal of freighting is done here and a
good deal of blowine J A. COOLIDGE.
