CtKCiSRATi, June 19. The city ia crowd-

ed, and the engrossing subject ot conversa-
tion with everyone, visitor and resident alike,
is (he convention which meets on Tuesday,
and the ohanoes of the several candidates for
the Presidential nomination. The wildest
rumors and most contradictory statements
are, as usual, afloat. According to taste and
inolination, one can hear anything that one
wills to hear. The Tilden men are as jubi-
lant as they were in I87S, but there are not
so many of them. They are likely to be led
by Kentucky, which, in proportion to the
number of her delegates, will poll the heavi-
est vote for him. There will be no want of
gush, perhapa enthusiasm, for Tilden, but it
will not avail anything. A majority of the
delegates I have talked with are opposed to
him. They are from all parts of the south
and the west. They are convinced that this
is a crisis in the history of the Democratio
party; that we have aa opportunity to
win, the like of whioh has not pre-
sented itself since the war. The chances
for success which this opportunity offers for
us must not be jeooardizad. We cannot,
therefore, afford to put forward a Candidate
whose record will put us on the defer sire.
We have GarSold there, and must keep him
there. In Tilden 'a case, his friends say there
are the cipher dispatches, his railroad suits,
his income suit, and the Elevated railroad
imbroglio with Cyrus W. Field. While to
as these weigh as nothing, our opponents are
raady to aeiss them, and, following the moun-
tain and mole-hi- ll example, harp upon them
until thousands would be affected to our dis-

They are moved to this very positive course
by the recent decision of the Indiana supreme
court, which says that the State elections
must be held in October, and they claim that
it will not do for the National Democracy to
abandon two October States, Ohio and
Indiana.

The In-
dianiana also claim that Hendrick's financial
policy cannot compromise his chances in New
York, but. he ia bitterly antagonized by the
Tilden wing, which contends that the Em-
pire State will be lost with him as the nomi-
nee for President. It has been ru-
mored that the Tilden men of
New York would combine for Payne, but
this has had no effect upon the southern
delegates, all of whom think that Ohio is not
debatable ground u tba' the candidate
must come from the extreme east or the ex-
treme west. Field, so far as can now be
predicted, ia the coming man, because he ia
the second choice of enough delegates to
nominate him. j. x. x.

offenders.

The preamble Of the bill savs: "In tha
presence of tranquillity reigning in Paris, Vie
recent triumph of legality at Lyons, and the
approaching national fett, plenary amnesty
can be proclaimed without danger. Also,
the ministry appeals to your clemency, not
to your justice."

Amnesty is accorded to all persons convict-
ed of political offenses or crimes in 1870 and
2871, and to political and press offenders
from that time until tbe present date; The
preamble was and the motion for
urgency proposed by the bremier DeFrevei- -
net was agreed to, as was also the premier's
farther DrODOsition that the bill ha
the bureau immediataly.

Gambetta, at a meeting of the senators and
deputies to discuss the amnesty question, said
that in the provinces, as in Paris, public
opinion haa accepted amnesty necetaary.
The conservative and republican papers of
Paris are almost all pronounced for amnesty.
The republican organs in the provinces also
unanimously favored it. Four thousand
amnestied persons are now in Paris, and their
quiet had refuted tbo fear expressed regard-
ing the maintenancs of order. Why shrink
from amnestying a few hundred prisoners?
The government could be sure of three hun-
dred and twenty adherents in the chamber
of deputies, and in this state of things it
would be incomprehensible for the senate to
impede the measure.

London, June 19. In the house of com-

'What would you think to find him dead
sometime?" I said it would be looked into,
as he was a strong, healthy man. The warden
aent a toy to me to notify me he waa out of
solitary. I think it --was two or three weeks
atter he was put in I saw him, and he said
ne was nungry, and he was drawn down.
He never appeared natural afterward. Itried to have the warden let me get him some
wristers and gloves, etc., but he would not
permit it. The last time I saw brother be-
fore his last sickness he was failing. He
said he could not eat. The warden wouldnot let me carry oranges, etc, to htm. Iwent to see brother about two monthsafterward, but was not allowed to see him.Went again next day, and saw him. He
was dying then, and died two daysiafter-war- d.

Lsac Inland Sound.

New York Sun, Jnne lSthi "Among the
victims of the disaster was Mrs. R. S. Check-le- y,

of Boston, the circumstances of whose
death were tragic to the last degree. Mrs.
Checkley was returning home from this city,
where she had been to recover from a run-
away husband her little three-year-o- ld

aaugnier.. Mrs. uneefcley, having ascertained
that her husband was in this city, came here
acoui lour weeas ago with a warrant for his
arrest oa a charge of abandonment. A week
ago to-da- y a policemon, in Twenty-nint- h
street, near Madison avenue, was hailed bv a
woman who pointed to a man on the porch of
a nouse and said: M want you to arrest that
man. He is my husband, and he has run
away irom me tor another woman. I have a
warrant for him.' This woman Mrs.
Checkley. Her husband, who ia said to be a
sculptor, was carving the door-stoo- of the
new brown stone front. The policeman took
Mr. Checkley to the Thirty fifth street sta-
tion, followed by Mrs. Checkley. Superin-
tendent Walling; waa telegraphed to, and he
replied, ordering the prisoner to be sent to
the police central office. Before leaving,
however, Mrs. Checkley demanded of the
prisoner the whereabouts ot their child. Mr.
Checkley said she could be found at No. 137
East Twenty seventh street Mrs. Checkley
went to the house designated, and returned
wun ner daughter. Superintendent Walling,
who had' been fully informed of the case,
sent Mr. Checkley before Justice Daffy in
the Tombs. The prisoner told the justice
that he was ready to go back to Boston and
live with his wife again. This he had also
told Superintendent Walling, and everybody
elso to whom he had spoken about his case.
Under the circu instances Justice Duffy
thought it quite safe to let the man go cn
parole, as the only charge against him was
that of simple abandonment. At the ap-
pointed time on the following day Checkley
appeared in CJUrt, but Mrs. Checkley was
not there to press tbe charge. She had se
cured the child, and that, it seems, all
She wanted. She told Captain Murray in the
Thiity-fift- street police station that she
would never live with Checkley again, and
that all she came to New York for waa to re-
cover her child. Mrs. Checkley said she wss
forty-fou- r years old, and gave ber husband's
age as twenty-S3ve- n. Tney had been mar-ri.- d

four years. She was a very delicate
woman, of an excitable nature, and appar-
ently very well educated. Sha was very lady-
like in her ways. Mr. Checkley, she said, had
run away from her, taking tbeir only child,
and had, ehe believed, a woman in
this city. Mr. Checkley gave the pobce the
outlines of what muse be a strange
story. He said that prior to hi mar-
riage he had been a medical student,
and was almost prepared to gradu-
ate. Mrs. Checkiev. or Misa Adelaide E.
Swell, as she was then called, was a lady of
some mens, but a confirmed invalid, having
been given od by several physicians. The
medical etudent got an idea that he could
help her, or at any rate prolong her life tor
several yeara. To begin with, he married her.
They lived together about four years, when,
to hia great surprise, Mr. Checkley was in-
formed that his wife had previously been
married, and that her first husband was still
living. This, Mr. Checkley says, is the way
he left hiB wife. The reason why he took the
child with him was that its mother persisted
in feeding it on medicated food when the
child stood in no need ot it. Besides, he
was very much attached to it, and could not
bear to part With'it. Oa Friday evemnir Mrs.
Checkley, with her little girl, took
passage in the Narragansett to go home
to Boston. A few minutes before the
steamboat went down a lifeboat manned
by men who in the excitement had ibrootten
to take any oars aboard, floated under the
stern of the sinking vessel. There, by the
light of the fire, a woman was discovered on
her back upon the surface of the water, with
