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Eprrors ArPRAL—I have just neticed with
some interest the commenta of your paper on
the sulbject of a connection of the Mississippi

d essee railroad with the contemplated
union depot. The mode or ronte by which
this connection shall be made s of

your editorial of June lat, you say very pro
erly and wisely that the roate should &
adopted where the greatest possible good
would resalt, with the least pormible irjory.
There are but two routes spokem of as the
most practicable—one over the old Lagrange
and tbhe Charleston roads and the other over
the poblic levee or wharf. Although the
former is graded and virtually in good order
for such a purpose, sed in the most onfre-
quented and sparsely settlad portion of the
city, and can apparsntly be operated with
less expense, less risk of life, inconvenience
or discomfort to the majority, and less dam-
ag# to property, yet Lthe railroad officials scem
to be delerwine i on the selection of the lntter,
which would be tbhrough the most densely
populated porfion of the city, and over acd
obstrocting that portion over which two-
thirds of the business of the cily is done,
thereby inflicting the greatest possible injary
on the greatest number of people, und crip-
ling the vast nver interest, which has so
argely coutributed to the prosperity of our
city. Whea we contemplate the very small
aud contracted levee over which this vast
amount of river traffic is to be done, the
contiguity of the msjority of the business
houses thereto, lhe 1mpossibility of sub-
stituting  other roonds  therefor, or
wdding thereto, all the grounds om the
north being occupied by the railroads'
already, except some small property and the
immense bluffs below Besle street, leaving
tbe emall space of only 4200 feot for wharf
purpoass, at which alone ou accousnt of the
ovature of the transportation, the steamers
can do business, when on tha olher hand.
there is not only almost boundless acres of
land, and at little cost, over which the rail-
road could run and the same objact be at- -
tained. The sense of the commumty had?
been tested time and agein on this demand
durog Mr. Johnson’s adminstration, and
alio in Judge Fiippia’s,each resuliing ndversa
to granhing the niver or wharf route. Awnd
now aguin the demand is made, hoping that
the council an ople can  be cajoled into
complying with their request on account of
the supposed great advantage of a union de-
pot, union cotton shed and union compress
which some of these days somebody will erect
maybe, ia or about the old navy-yard, the
benefits of which is a mooted qoestion; yel
if true, had we not better wait until they are
bailt? How do they know when or where
all thess great improvements will be erected ?
Ia fact, is there wany reason to believe (hat
they will ever be bailt? Oa the contrary, 1s
not thera every evidence to show that they
never will be, or if so, not in the navy-yard ?
For instance, if reports be
true, have not these roads
a contract with the present compress associa-
tion for an unexpired term of five years, not
to transport any other compressed cotton than
theirs? How, then, ean they transport that
of this contemplated ome? Again, who is
going to erect the immense cotton-shed ? We
are told, the merchants. Now, every mer-
chant has his own privale shed, erected at
great cost. What ia he going to do with
that? Again, -the river is, with alarming
rapidily, eocroaching on and swallowing up
the navy-yard and adjacert grounds, and no
sana people would erect a depot thereon. So
you see, by reflection and common sense, that
their sincerity is doubtful, their object being
more their own aggrandizement than the ao-
tual good of Memphis. But suppose all these
things are l!:l.d will ba as they would have
you believe, is that any reason why the great
river interest should be prejudiced and made
secondary to the railroad intereat? To which
branch of commerce 13 Memphis more deeply
indebted for her greatness, and to which has
she shown less favor and grat-
tude? The steamboat ioterest, com-
posed nob of vast subsdized monopolies,
but individual esterprise, have, with their
own individual money, not only graded and
buailt at vast expemse her wharves and
streets, but for years in the past borne a great
portion of the city's burden. Besides an
onerous wharfage tax that they bave paid
into ber coffers, at the same time they have
to pay to the Blate, county and city a per-
sonal property tax, and last, but not least,
a special tax to pay the interest on bonds is-
sued in a1d of this as well as other railroads,
uil for the privilege of briogieg, at their own
expense, the riches of this greal valley and
emplying it into ber lap. I am only sorry
that this and other roads canspot stand in the
same attitade. Nariured into life by the pap
of the city, freed for a time from all texalion,
granted almost anlimited freedom of domain,
uvoqualified ingresa and egress, and, after a
system of discomination against the being
who gave it Life, it finds itselfl not yet happy,
bacause it has wot the privilege of unsing
properfy set sside for otber special purposes
and obetructing mnd destroying that branch
of commeroce a0 essential to Lhe welfare of
this community.
