For the pust two weeka Lhe R-spuoblican
party has been contémplating the record of
their candidate for tha Presidenov wilk sor
row apd sadpess, Thers se¢mod (o be no
way of aseap», as the bideous pictuie which
stared them in the face bad beea painted by
Republicaa artists. The damsicg record
eould not be sttribuled o the fertile brain of
Democratic editorn, ever ready to manufac-
ture falsebrods for party parposer, fos the
Poland investigating commuittee, composed of
three Rapublicans and two Deémocrats, had
unanimously reported Garfieid guilty, and
the Republicans of Ohtoand such Republican
papers as the Now York Tribune and THmes
bad also stigmatizad Gazficld s & corruption-
ist.

Sweet Sixteen, Bright and Beautifal,
Yet Profoumdiy Igmorant—Fleelng
from Self-Appointed Guardians,

She Takes Refage in a Be-
nevolent Institution,

A Strange Story, and One which, if True,
Reflects no Credit Upon the Name of
the Famous Ex-Confederate Cay-
alry Chief and Present Vice-
Consul to China,

New York Herald, 'Jupe 29th: The ac-
count of the mysterions disappearance of
Florence Mosby from her residesce in St
Mark's place, which the Herald published
nearly two months ago, excited ecnsiderable
attention, especially as the story was substan-
twted by the following:

Any returniog Florence Mosby, or Mossby,
to the In 5t. Mark’s place from which she has
bean missing sinece (he thirteenth instant, will be

1y rewarded.

The abova paragraph appeared in the ad-
vertising colomne of the Herald on the
tweaiy-fourth of April last, and investiga-
tions mads since that date reveal a story
which presents some remarkabls points and
illuatrates a pbase of life which is 1n some
respects almost withont & parailel, The
facts, gleaned from various sources, are sub-
stantially as followe: Fiorence Mosby, a girl
about mixteen years of age, was reported
missing to Superintendent Wallmg on tke
fourteenth of April by Mrs. Smith, of No.
57 Bt. Mark's place. It was intimat:d that
Miss Mosby was the daughter of General
Mcsby, the famous Confederate soldier,
who 13 at present the American conmsal at
Hong Kong. The statement made to the

hice is that she was a ward of Mrs,

Jamp, who lives at Somers, New York.
The irl had been making a vimt of
uunrdm at the hoase of Mre, Smith, aad
on the day bafore, Apnl 15th, had mys-
teriousaly dlaneared from the place, without
leaviog any clew by which her whereabouts
could be learned. Aflter hearing Mrs. Smith's
statement Superintendent Walling instructed
Captaun M'Cullagh, of the seventeenth pre-
cinet, (o begin work on the case and spare no
effort aotil Miss Mosby’s fate bad been
learned. Several detectives were sentont to
huat up clews, and Captain M'Cuollagh devo-
ted his entire time to the case, wilhout &any
sucoess, It seemed us if (he missing girl
would never be found, and the police were in
despair. One man was suspected, and two
speoial officers were detailed to shadow him
night and day. £o coustant was the watch
kept that the mae became alarmed and con-

‘templated flight from the city lest he should

be arrested. When the advertisement quo-
ted above was published Mrs. Camp received
& lotter from Elbridge T. Gerry, president of
the society for the prevention of cruelty to
children, stating that Florence Mosby was is
the bands of his society, and demasd-
ing to know by what right a re-
ward was offered for her recovery. Mra.
Camp then called at the office of the
society and had an imterview with Mo,
Gerry. The latter staled that Miss Mosby on
leaving boms had proceeded directly o the
society’s headguarters and asked for protec-
tion. The ressons givean by the youmg girl
for deserting the p family were very
strong, but of such a character as to render
their pablication imprudent. The charges,
however, were eerio and Mr, Gerry de-
cided lo accept Miss Mosby as a voluatary
charge. She told him that she waa the
daaghter of General Mosby, but had notseen
het father for many years, Mr. Gerry asked
Mm. Camp for her authority in asking for
Mis: Mosby, to whom the Camp family were
not bound by may ties of relationship. Tne
lady then stated that Miss Mosby was found
living in a negro’s cabin near Jackson, Mis-
simsippt. The Camps becams intensely inter-
ested in the little maiden, and legally adopted
her. - About eight years ago she was brooght
to Bomers, New York, where she has since
bved with Myrs. Camp and her two sons.
She claimed that the girl's blood was pactiy
negro, but the statement was stamped as
false by Mr. . The iaterview
closed {)y Mrs. Camp threatening to
commence a suil agaiost the somety for the

irl’s recovery. The president informed bher
hat the sotiety would continue to protect its
ch ., Mr. Gerry them mnotifiad the polics
of Miss Mosby'a whereabouts, withoat offer-
m{l any apology for conmcealing her so long
wilile 8 1 8ArcH Was Loing mmde, Whes Cap-
tain M'Cuollagh learned the truth he was
bighly indignant, and spoks of the so-
ciety’s action as & piece of groes stupidity.
Al present préparations sre being made for
a legal fight, on the result of which the fu-
ture of Florence Mosby depends. Mrs.
Camp has engaged a lawyer, and has sent to
the south far the indemture papers which
bind the girl as & legal ward.

JGNOHRANT, THOUGH BEAUTIFUL.

A Herald reporter called several days ago
upon Mr. and Soperintendent Jenkins,
Both geatiemen affacted a wmysterions air,
and declined to speak upon the enbject for-
ther than to state that the girl was in the
hands of the society, and woula not be given
us_ullm by order of Lhe supreme court. A
diligent search for the imstitution in which
the girl is coneealed was made witbout any
favorable result, as the greatest care had
been taken to prevent the story from oblain-
ing publicity. The reporter learnaed yesterday
thut Miss Mosby was living in the homa of
the Children's aid society, at No. 27 St.
Mark's pince. A vinit was made to tho insti-
tation. Mrs. Hurley, the matron, was at
first vory reticent. On perceiving, however,
that the story was known, she corrected a
few inaccuracies in the details. Miss Mosby,
the matron said, had been hving in the
buildisg until & few days ago, when she
was quietly removed by the society for the
prevention of cruelty to children. To the
matroa Flereace had affirmed that she
wis General Mosby's daughter, snd com-
plained bitterly of the treatment which led
hier to leave ber homa in Somers. Mrs, Har-
ley was shocked vpon examining the girl to
find that she could meither read wor write.
Although sixteen years of ags she was as un-
eophisticated in mancer and simple in her
speech as a child of ten years. She was very
beauatiful and wonderfully prepossessing, tall,
of fair complexion, with light blua eyes and
dark brown bair. *“‘Her features," said Mrs.
Hurley, “‘stamp her asz an anstocrat, no mat-
ter where ahe came from. Sbe ie as guileless
a girl as [ have ever met. While she was
here I became very much attached to her. As
soon as she became settled, we ware startled
to learn that Florenc2 could ueither read nor
write, Mrs. Camp bad pever sent ber to
school, nlthwh she displays a great desire
to be educated, and hes now sucoeeded in
mastering the slphabet. 1 cannot see how
it conld be poasible for a girl like Florence to
reach the age of sixteen years in such an ig-
porant condition, especially as the
ward of a well to de or wealthy family.
Several days ago the lady wilh whom she
formally lived called here and demanded ber,
but she had been laken away a short time
prﬂiig}u. and the lady seemed very indig-
naat,

It was impessible to ascortain whether
General Mosby has been notified of the state
of affairs or not, but it 18 stated that he will
be informed prior to the commencement of
tho suit now pending. [t s expected that
considerable time will elapee before the girl's
relationship to General Mosby can be estab-
lished, on account of the difficalty in commu-
wicating with him at so great a distance.

Of the forty thousand acres, twenly
thonsand acres will be brokea up and cul-
tivated in wheat this year, Parchnaing agents
are still in the northwest, und the work of
gobbling lands continues. This purchasing
oommitiee travel 1n 8 special car, snd when
they encounter a tract of land that suits them,
it is at once absorbed. Much of this lapd is
in shape of land grants to railroads, It is
the intention of the Btsadard company to
purhsse a millon acres of the choicest wheat
lands of the west before another year. The
chanoes are that they will have this enormous
qosntity izside of six months, as the work of
buying is being ocamriegd om im the most
princaly manner. It is said to ba the most
gigantic land specnlation amy country has
ever known, but 80 secretly has it bevn carried
on that nobody outsade of the giant oil mo-
popoly kmew of it until forty thousand acres
bad been gobblad up. These esormous pur-
chases are being made from the profits of the
Standard’s oil business, a large percentage of
which comes in the shape of rebates from
railrcads. None of the capital stock of the
company 18 being tiad up 1n this land grab.
Discussing the hig , & promipent

man says: ‘In this rail mMANAGers
onn see some of the results of permitting cor-
poratiops fike the Standard oil company to
exact drawbacks and rebates on shipments,’
Awde from rebates on freights, & large por-
tion of the Standard's profits comes from
their manipulation of the oil markets. These
are but two of the sources whence the monop-
oly can draw for the capital they are now in-

vesting in these western lands, A corpora-
tion that can increase its assets to twenty-two
willion dollars in ten

one hundred thousand dollars; control legis-
latures and the three greal trunk lines of the
eountry, is prohbld pot pressed for funds.
The opinion prevails among those who are
engnizant of this move oftge Standard that
the object is to obtain control of the wheat
market, They will be large producers of
wheat, and, if necessary, large buyers as well.

On lis Last Legs—Decadence of the
Basineas,

New York Times: “Ethiopinn minstrelsy,
as it is commonly called, is not nearly so pop-
ular as it was twelve or fifteen years ago, the
public having been somewhat saliated with
ils extravagances and sham negroisms, The
kind of minstrelsy we have to-day is very un-
like that of the psst, being more refined and
strictly musical than of yore. This sort of
smusement once raged m all the cities and
towns of the country, and had an extraordi-
nary run fora gqaarter of a cemtury., Itis
nearly forty years since the firet troupe wes
formed here, and it is remarkable that most
of the leading miostrels bave, notwithstand-
ing their pecuniary proaperity, died very poor.
The barnt cork performers have bsen prone
to rapid conrses, and have nsed up their
financial and physical substance prematurely.
Edwin P. Coristy, who was Lhe pioneer,
fournded (he original Christy minstrels at
Buffalo in 1841, and plasyed at Mechamics
hall, in this city, for several years to crowded
audiences. He made one hundred and fity
thonsand dollars at the bosiness, and foally
commitied saicide, after losing almost evary-
thing, by leapieg from a third-story window.
His pautative son, George N. Chdaty (Har-
ringlon), was the represemtative of female
parts, such vs Lucy Long and Lucinda at the
Soiree ;had a large salary, and managed sev-
éral companies successfuolly, but he died here
m great poverty. Daa Bryant (0'Brien), cf
Bryant's minstrels, the most ncted of the
three brotbhers, began in 1850, played fer
twenty years, made a fortore and gol en-
tirely rid of it. Alter hi: death benefits were
given and subscriptions faken up for thte
sapport of b family. W. W. Newcomb
(Combs), muthor of the burlesque lecture ca
Woman's Rights and other popelar absurdie
tiea, member of the ouce very euccessful firm
of Romsey & Newcomb, visited Eogland and
Germany professionally, had a showy coltage
at Saratoga and cut a grand figure in his way.
He ram through bhis money, wasobliged to
depend on a salary as a subordinate performer
and came to his end herein penury, The ex-
penses of his illoess and burial were borpe by
bis former agent, N. [). Riberts. H. 8. Rum-
sey, his partner, a fsmoos boffoon and banj>-
ist, went op and weut down like the rest.
Haviog been paralyzed, he was taken care of
by relatives at Newbarg, on the Hodson, and
was aided by bhis fellow showmen ontil the
close of his wretched days, Sam Sharpley
(Sharpe), distiuguished as a jaster and epd-
man, proprietor of Sharpiey’s minstrels,
known re the Iron-clads, a grest card in his
day, made docks and drakes of his large
earnings by petroleum speculatione, patents,
and other ventures, and died at Providence,
Rbode Island. G, Swaine Buockley, of Back-
ley's serepaders, a very versstile performer,
and creator of barlesque opera, playedin New
York saason after season to thronged houses.
He gained and lost a fortume, went into
bankruptey, started again, and again
failed. He died at Quincy, Massachuselis,
last year almoet penmiless. Eph Horn, of
great nole in various troupes 1n bis day, com-

manded big salaries, but was so improvi-
dent that members of the calling had to bury
him in one of the metropolitan cemeteries.
Billy Maoning, of Emerson and Manning's
company, an eccentric delineator, filled
and emptied it, and when he went to
is grave in Chicago hus friends paid for his
funeral. Billy Morria, o Morns Brothers,
mimic and vocalist, let ail his profits slip
througih his fingers, drifled into a lunabic
aaylum, and was provided for by his brothers
until Boston furnished him with asix feet of
earth. Wm. H, Delchanty was ore of the
last of {he pegro com3dians to be buried by
his guild, and yet be bad earned for years
three hundred dollara a week as dancer and
singer. Ho was the sothor of the popular
trifie, Shoo Fly. Nearly all the ways of the
Ethiopian minstrel seem to lead to prodigal-
ity, dissipation, and the need of sepultural
benevolence."
