Heavy Loss of Life and Serious In

The Scene or this Latest Horror Ex--i
plosion or n Boiler While Lying at

the Wharf Cader Sixty Pounds

of Steam The Killed

and Wounded.

Mihhkapolis, July 1. At twenty fixe
minutes past six o'clock this morning the
Lake Minnetooka pleasure steamer Mary,
ownad and run by Captain Halatead, while
lying at the wbarf of the St. Lnuis hotel, ex-
ploded her boiler, with en fleet that com
pletely wrecked the boat, which sunk at once..
The following is a list of the killed and
wounded: William Clad wick, engineer of
Ihe Mary, iastantly killed; J. R Flatten-hor- g,

of Canton, I linois, guest at the Hotel
St. Louis, died in two hours; C. A. Gaines,
bead wat er.at the Hotel St. Louis, instantly
killed; John Stewart, pilot of the Mary,
fatally injured; Edward S. Perkins,
fireman of the Mary, scalded about
the face and neck; Frank Adams,
chief e'erk of the Hotel St. Louis,
scalded and hurt in the eye; A. S. Damond,
Minneapolis,shocked and prostrated; Colored
Jim, porter ot the Hotel St. Louis, scalded
and bruisfd; Lang Porlen, scalded and
bruised; Harry, colored boy, very badly hurt

arm dislocated and body scalded; George,
scalded and bruised. The boat was on her
way to Waseta to take on board fifty excur
sionists, and had stopped at the hotel on her
way. The Mary has for a long time been
cooeideied an unsafe boat. Her boiler is the
third ot the same make that has exploded on
the same lake in tbe last three years, ea:b
time with fatal resuls. It is claimed that
there wat but sixty pounds of steam in the
boiler at the time of the explosion, and
plenty of water. -

New London. July 1. The fifth annual

emht-oare- d race over a lour-mil- e course be
tween crews from Harvard and Yale colleges
was rowed Ibis atternoon. iaie won m
twenty-fo- ur minutes and twenty-seve- n sec-

onds. Harvard's time was twenty-fiv- e

minutes and nine second. The race was
pluckily rowed and hotly contested np to the
third mile. At that point Yale drew ahead
and steadily increased the lead until ten
lengths ahead at the fiaish.

At forty minute past bve tne wora was
given, ana ootn crew iooe water at ine
same time, narvara aomg iniriy-iw- o mroaes
and Yale thirty-nin- e. In ten stroke Hsr--
vard had the lead, and at tbe end of sixty
varda Yale was seen to stoo suddenly. Har--
v.rd kept on lor a lew stroxes. ana men
stopped, bat soon resumed, and finished the
first half mile before understanding the
referee' signal to return. It had been agreed
between the two captains that tbe reteree
should use his discretion in recalling the
crews in case of accident to either, an agree
ment that worked most advantageously to
Yale. The cause of the accident in this case
was a broken row-loc- After some fur
ther delay, tbe referee fired three pit til- -
shots announcing the postponement until
seven o'clock. Both crews returned to their
quarters. At six minute after sevea o'clock
tne two crews were again in line, and in
few second word was given, and both crews
took water together. Harvard at thirty-nin- e

strokes and Yale at forty --one, but Harvard did
not take this time. Yale with a ternfio
spurt forged almost at once to the fore, and
gained gradually, but no less surely. Har
vard acted aa though there was trouble

the boat. Tbe men began to row unsteadily,
and with the exception of Brigham and
Stroke they were making bad work of it
throughout. Near the close of the second
mile 1 ale did their best work, and tbe race
beiraB to assume the form of precision.
Nothing has ever beea seen on tbe Thames
river that excelled the splendid rowing done
by the Yales upon their approach to the third

mile flag. With a stroke that rarely dropped to
less than thirty-seve- (their boat rushed
through the water at a terrific pace, and with
every minute was putting the prow of the
Harvard's shell farther and farther behind.
The third mile was thus completed, with
Tate six lengths ahead. The story of tbe
lust mile is easily told. Yale still kept up her
powerful stroke, apparently as fresh
as at tbe start, and Harvard was showing sur-
prising weakness. That, in procession, tbe
two crews went down the long lane of yachts
and! steamers amid the screeching of whis-
tles and cannonading, and in a few moments
Tale shot past and finished, ten lengths ahead
and winner ot tbe race.

Paris. July 1. The semi-offici- note sent
by tbe French government to the journals,
announcing the execution ot the anti-Jesu-

deciees baa not led to disturbance in any
part of France, but it is too early to speculate
on the result, ss the law only went into effect
yesterday. A to the decrees affecting them,
the Jesuits themselves think that the govern-
ment knows its duty and will perform it with
firmness. The number expelled from the
Jesuit chapel yesterday was thirteen, includ-
ing one hiagliahman and one Russian. The
establishment of the German Jesuit is not at
present interfered with.

At Lival several English Jesuits called on
the crowd to witness that their rights were
uemg violated, and that they, would appeal
to the Eoglisi ambassador.

A correspondent of. the London Times tel
egraphs that the crowd which witnessed the
expulsion of the Jesuit from their establish'
ment in the Rue de Sevres was almost etupi
tied by the procedure displayed. Ia Paris,
where the individual is drowned in the mass,
tbe thing is less serious, but in the prdViaces
it will have far deeper effect. Franca will
be divided into two camps, separated bv un
fathomable abysses. Those only who have
lived in the provinces can lorm an idea of
the effect of these oppressive measures. It
is expected toe Jesuit will immediately ap
ply 10 me juages, complaining ot tbe viola-
tion of their rights of property and domiciles,
and pray for an order of reinstatement.
Pending trial the government will contend
that its ordinary tribunals have no jarisdic- -
non in sucu aispuie between persons and
Male; that tbe council of State can alone de
cide tbe validity of the expulaion. The gov
ernment, however, is in manifest difficulty
witn ine otner unrecognz4d orders, as it was
never calculated oa their refusing to apply
for recognition, and now they have firmly
resolved to link their fate with the Jesuits.
The government must either shut its eyes to
a violation 01 its aecreea or repeat on a much
larger scale to day's (Wednesday's)

Up to the present time forty-nin- e magis
trates bave resigned jather than execute the
religious decrees, ibe proprietor of the
bouse occupied by the Jesuit in the Rue de
Sevres nas made a preliminary application
to the president of the tribunal of the Seine.
asking that the house may be restored to the
possesiioa of it owner, Andrienx. The pre-
fect of polite authorized the removal ot the
sacrament from the Jesuit cbapel in the Rue
de Sevres to the Church of St. Suipice, but

the police commissary ordered that the sac
rament only be removed to a small chapel in
the same bouse. The legitimist section of
the right in the chamber of deputies has de
cided to interpellate tbe government con
cerning the application of the decrees.
