Yesterday an Appkat. commissioner, with
Dr. R. W. Mitchell, Dr. Reilly, Dr. Stephen
Smith, of New York, President Porter and
Commissioner M. Burke, Dr. Thornton and
Captain Jackson, and several other?, visited,
inspecting station No. 2. at the foot of Presiv
dent s Island, in charge of Dr. S. H. Collins.
Tbe party met on board the National board
of health flagship H. H. Benner, lying off the
foot ot Union Btreet, and inspected that ves-
sel from stem to stern. The steam iron
launch Lookout got up steam, and with Csd- -
tain James H. Rees, jr., at the wheel took
the sanitarians on the trip down the river.
The run, twelve miles, was made in forty- -
eignt minutes, ine riioaoui woraea beauti-
fully and walked the waters like a thing of
life.

The grounds have been cleared off and the
buildings put in gcod order for any emer
gency. Dr. Collins and wife have quarters
at the station, and have made themselves
very comfortable. Some nine days ago the
doctor was made the happy father ot a

baby, the first born at ths inspecting
station. Tbe location is a fine watering-plac- e,

the river at that point being three
miles wide, and a stretch of water for ten
miles extends far to southward. It may be a
lonesome place to reside at, there not being
any neighbors nearer th-t- two miles, but the
colonists, consisting of half a dozen persons,
seemed happy and contented. Our commis-
sioner tried to get up a political discussion
with one ot tbe residents, but there was no
local politics in that land, and the resident
knew nothing of political affairs in Memphis.
It is a Robinson Crusoe life to lead, but the
philosopher can extract a large lot of
pure and unadulterated happiness
from that state of existence.
The steam launch Lookout will return to tbe
inspecting station this morning, and there
remain to be used daily and nightly by Dr.
Collins in boarding and inspecting upward
and downward boats and looking into their
bills of health. The visit being over the ex-
cursionists returned to the city ou board the
Lookout, the run back, twelve miles, being
made in an hour and a half acrainst a stiff
current full of drift. To day tbe flagship
Benner and steam launch Sentinel will leave
for Vicksburg, where tbe Sentinel will re-

main. The Benner will cruise between sta-
tions, making her home port Memphis. Dr.
Mitchell snd Dr. Smith will go to Vicksburg
on the Benner and on down to New Orleans,
the jetties and Ship island station, on a tour
of inspection.
