In many respects the people of the north

are great perhaps the greatest cn earth. In
everything they are propelled by a driving
seal and momentum that is irresistible. They
are shifty aad thrifty. They can squeeze
more juice oat of a couple of oranges than
the southern people can get oat of half
dozen. They are methodical and calculating,
industrious; and enterprising. Bat their
fanaticism is in strange contrast with the
conservatism of the south. The Superfluous
vim which surcharges the Yankees we use
this word in a complimentary sense often
leads them into all sorts of inconsistency
and tomfoolery. If one call for aoap and
water, a (raping crowd is found ready to
catch the babbles. Everything new, novel,

illy and absurd, aets the whole north agog.
A walking match between two demireps wilt
cause a whole community to perspire with
enthusiasm and tar go into ecstscy over the
long and graceful strides - of the brazen
bawds. All tLe vagaries and isms of the
day have originated in the north. Prominent
among these was Millerism, whose votaries
made trap doors in the roof
of their- boudt. and ascension robes
ready to take their eiit at a moment's warn
ing. There is a. strange inconsistency on
the part of these fanatics. They have socie-

ties to prevent cruelty to animals, and will go
into convulsions over an overloaded mole, a
dog fight, or a slabsided borse enduring the
agonies of a hungry maw. Bat they will
look on with admiration, when a fool.aa fa-

natical as themselves undertakes the brutal
and inhuman task of fasting forty days' and
forty nights. The sympathy which is lav
ished upon a ball pap or a sore-backe- d dray'
horse, should be bestowed upon this Minne
apolis donkey who has undertaken to con
vince the people of New Tork the amount of
ufferingne can. inflict, upon himself. ' This

whole business is agfegrace to oar civiliza;
tion. It has been demonstrated that bangei
is the severest of all pains, and if Bereh was
true to his mission he would arrest this luna
tic and all who encourage bis self--

imposed torture. This experiment will
prove nothing for the benefit of ' sci
ence, ' for it . is already charged that
food has : been privately conveyed to
Dr. Tanner. A curious scientist once under
took to teach hia horse how to live without
eating. The feat was accomplished, but just
as the horse learned how to live without food
he laid down and died. Dr. Tanner will
probably aharo the same fate. The Tanner
exhibition is as unprofitable to scieno as
prize-fighti- and should be discontinued,
Bat the fanatics of the north are greatly ex
cited over the experiment. It is bad enough
to contemplate steamboat disasters and the
sickening deaths caused by burning and
railroad axidents.-withcu- t being forced to

fool. If he succeeds he-wi- demonstrate the
fact that a man can live without food longer
than haa been supposed, and what will be
gained by the , discovery? The notion
that Dr. Tanner is going to teach
shipwrecked sailors or miners confined
under ground by .an accident to pro
long their lives Vy will power is sciolistic
nonsense. Will jiwer is of no use in starva
tion except to enable the subject to keep
quiet and retard the ' consumption of vital
substance by physical action. If Dr. Tanner
fasts forty days be' will simply prove that
man rat least one man has snpetfiuous
animal tissue enough, if carefully husbanded
by inaction, to subsist upon for that time
without having it replenished by food. Hia
loss of weight in that time will represent the
exact amount of nutriment necessary to keep
his physical machine going fcr forty days. - If
is said that the real interest in Dr. Tanner's
experiment will not commence until he has
fasted at least three weeks. There are plenty
of well authenticated instances of people
living without food as long as thi?, and stories
with a little touch of the fabuloos about them
of abstinence fcr a longer period. Ia moat
of the recorded cases of long starvation the
subject was either insane or a fraad. O.
course the stories of fasting saints in the
middle ages are apt to be excluded from any
rational inquiry into the matter. The Welsh
fasting girl, Sarah Jacobs, whose achieve-
ments in 1869 made such a noise, was clearly
a fraud. It was cla-nit- that she had existed
without food for . twenty-si- x months; bat
when too trusting friends undertook to
watch her closely and see that food was not
smuggled to her, she immediately starved to
death. Dr. Hammond, who will be one thou-
sand out It' Dr. Tanner triumphs over bis
predictions, "demonstrated that Mollie Fan-che- r,

of Brooklyn, who pretended to live
without food,, through spiritual and miracu-
lous aid, was an impostor. There are two or
three instances, more or less authenticated,
of lunatic who have lived for a long time
without food. Robsrt Kelsey, of Herkimer
county, New Tork, a religious monomaniac,
is said ; to have lived without eating fifty-thr- ee

days, and then to have died of starva-
tion. There ia no scientifi : testimony to this,
and it is not known how closely Kelsey was
watched. He is known to have taken water,
aad it ia possible enough of some nourishing
matter was conveyed into his system by this
means.

"Thb Tiltom cnowD," that figured so
peculiarly in the celebrated Beecber case,
have not been heard of lately.

In the Garden City The Nefarious Traf

Chicago Timet. 9th : In a late istua of this
ionrnal aDDeared an article which gave a
numoer ot statistics in regara 10 me extent oi
prostitution . in the city of Chicago. 1 rom
these fieores it is learned that the sum total
of open prostitutes in Chicago is one thousand

wo hundred, ana wmcn is at ine rate ot
about one to every sixty of the adult male
DODulation.'' Considering this sum total with
reference to our entire population, it is at the
rate of one of these women to each four hun
dred and twenty residents. Estimated with
reference to our voting strength, there is one
scarlet woman to about every fifty of the
others. It is probably not far from the truth
to place the ratio of this class to the adnlt
male element at about one to sixty or seventy.
As stated in the article referred to, there is,
in Londoa, one prostitute to every sixty men;
in Psris, one to filteen, and in large cities, as
a rule, one to fitly two. Th:s would seem to
make an excellent showing for Chicago: but.
unfortunately, a closer analysis of the facts as
to the condition of the Garden City will show

quite different state of things, and wr.l
warrant conclusions which are not so
comDlimentary to our morality in this di
rection. In London there is no such tning as
the system of what may be termed depots
of prostitution, such as may be found in this
country, and as is the case here in Chicago,
In the English metropolis, the women who
are engaged in this business do not occupy a
house in common. Each, as a rale, has her
own apartment; and the came is true to
very great extent in Paris. Here we have
mixed form of domicile, in which a portion
of this class is gathered in groups in a house
owned or rented by some one woman; and
another class wbi are distributed as units is
single rooms. Now, anyone who is at all
observant must be aware that the msjority of
women who follow prostitution as a means of
livelihood is made up of those who are found
in apartments by themselves; and, hence, if
it be the case that there are twelve hundred
who are in what are termed bagnios, the en-

tire number of professional prostitutes in the
city is more than doable this figure or, some
twenty-tou- r nundred and wmcn will reduce
the ratio to at least one of these women to
thirty or thirty-fiv- e of our adult population
ot the stronger sex. But even this total cf
twenty-fou- r hundred does not by any means
include all those women in Chicago who are
defiled by connection or - contact with
the profession ot-- ' courtesanship. Be-

tween the creatures who live in
bagnios and those who, singly or in pairs.
occupy apattments, and the virtuous element,
tiure is a broad territory which is thronged
with another class, who are harlots in every-
thing except the name, and ' the open prac-
tice of the profession of courtesanship. This
class is made up of women from every grade
ot society, and wno resort to prostitntion
from pleasure of an almost inconceivable
number of motives. There are sewing girls,
clerks, servants, and others of this grade,
who have an occupation and with whom har-
lotry is episodic; and who resort to it, in the
main, to add to their slender earnings.' They
live at borne, as a role, or in reputable board
inghouses; but they have an arrangement

ith some proprietress cl an assignation- -
house, and are sent ior when the are. want-
ed. Above this class in social standing, but
infinitely below it in morals, is another
which is made up ot women who occupy good
positions in society, and who bave lovers
apart from their own husbands. The motives
ot Us ctass in retorting "to prostitution are,
in some cases, the outgrowth of vanity; in
others, of a desire to make more money
than they receive from their legitimate
earnings. It is, for instance, a well-know- n

tact that a woman who haa lately been be
fore the public in a most unenviable role, was
in the babit, although receiving a comfort-
able support from her husband, of borrowing
considerable sums from her gentlemen friends,
and of doing it in a way that forced the con-
clusion that she was willing, not to repay the
loan in kind, but in such favors as can be ac
corded by a woman to a man. . In endeavor-
ing to arrive at a conclusion as to the extent
of prostitution in Chicago, there should be
estimated not merely those abandoned women
who occupy bagnios, but all those women
who carry on their business, in rooms which
they occupy; and the classes which have just
been detailed. The latter are just as much
prostitutes bb the women who have no con
ceilment of their profession; and they are,
thrice as degraded aad vastly more danger-
ous and demoralizing to society. Counting
all these in, it would be found to be the case
that the sum total of the women who are, in
whole or in part, engaged in courtfeaanship in
Chicago mounts up to the thousands. One
who is at ail familiar with the extent of this
evil, in this city, and who knows it both in
its public and its secret character, would
not hesitate to assert ' that there is one
lewd woman to every fen or fifteen of our
adult male population. This conclusion
is one "which will - be likely to meet
with disbelief by the majority of virtuous
people: nevertheless, it is a truth which c;n
not be successfully refuted. The statistics
referred to, and which have been collected by
policemen at edd times, are really of little or
no value in a moral sense. Nobody needed
to be informed that open prostitution abounds
in Chicago to a very great extent. Anyone
knows this who walks the streets with open
eyes, or who attends any of the matinee per
formances at the places ot amusement. It
was not knows that there are about twelve
hundred harlots living in bonnes devoted to
sexual commerce; nor is the exact figure of
any consequence. All our people men,
women, and even children have known that
there is a vast number, of harloU-o- n our
streets; and to such there is no information
in the announcement that this vast number
means exactly twelve hundred. What would
have been of consequence to know are the
causes which led these women into this life;
their nationality; their early life aa to reli-
gious and other educational privileges, and
other things of a like character. There is no
good in knowing how many cases of cholera
there are in a city, unlets the information is
accompanied by some facts which will show
how the epidemic may be arrested. What peo-
ple wish to know in regard to the social evil
is, not just how many women are in the busi-
ness, but how the thing can be remedied.
Some of the data referred to above are al-
ready approximately known. It ia kaown,
for instance, that not leas that seventy-fiv- e

per cent, of the professional courtesans in
Chicago are furnished by a single nationality;
and that among that class who may be termed
secret harlots, scarcely one per cent, is sup-
plied by the nationality just referred to.V It
ia also tolerably well known that the causes
which lead women to this life of shame are
very tar from being, in a majority of cases,
of a sentimental character as u so often al-
leged bat are no higher than any other
transaction in which money ia given in ex-
change for some commodity.- - In nine eases
out of ten, or in ninety-nin- e uf each hundred,
women go into prostitution for the sole rea-
son that it offers them an opportunity to
make more money than they can make at
some other business. The vast msjority ot
them are ignorant, and unlettered to an al-
most inconceivable degree a fact which
goes far to prove that the cause of their
downfall has no connection with a refined na-
ture or cultivated, sensitive faculties. The
evil which prostitution inflicts on society is
beyond computation; and yet it must
be conceded that the burden of the
evil does not originate with those who openly
practice the profession. The greatest harm
comes from those who are secret members of
the nefarious guild. When the character of
a disease is known, when its symptoms are
plainly developed, its treatment is far less
difficult than where it is hidden; and it pro-
duces all its malign consequences without its
location, or even its nature, being suspected.
One woman who is carrying on the trade of a
harlot ia secret will do more harm to society
in one week than an open courtesan will in
months. The courtesan who occupies an ap-
parently respectable social position, who has
a standing in the church, and among the
families of her acquaintance, iajm agency
which inflicts an immeasurable evil on all
with whom she comes in contact. She is at-- 0

cted with a contagious disease which dis-
seminates its subtle poison in every direction

ithout there being a suspicion aa to its or-
igin. It is for this reason that this journal
has si) often urged that all prostitutes should
be compelled to register, the same as
when a house haa scarlet fever, or the small-
pox, it is required to put out a sign

the fact. If every woman ia this city
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who is a prostitute could be branded as such,
the number would dwindle to one-fil- th fits
present. dimensions. A proper part of the
discussion of the social evil would properly
include a consideration of those sharers in it
who are of the male sex. If the statistics in
regard to their numbers could be given it
would be found to be the case that they are
almost as numerous as the women who are of
the aame profession. It would be only justice
that they too should be compelled to register
themselves, and to go on record as belonging
to an infamous profession. Were this done,
it would have the effect to send into the back
ground many a man who now haa the entree
to good society, and who is, in every respect
as dangerous as those women who occupy
respectable social positions and whose cases
have already been referred to. . . ' -
