m the first day of the month in which the
liability commenced, to the §rat day of May
following. A dealer to whom a special tax
stamp bas beea 1ssued under the provisions
of said act, even Lhough it be only for a sin-
g'e month, the last month of the specal tax
year,will be aathorized to purchase or recsive
and tosell or consign the full amount of twen-
ty-five thousand pounds duning that month.
