The Difieniticos Hallresds Eaconater
in fndian Territory.

New York Herald: “Themn is said to he
great excitement among the Sioux in refer-
ence to the question of n right of way forthe
Rnﬂhwﬂwm and Miwsnkee roads, which
will shortly reach the Missoaii river nuJ are
making prelimipsry sorveys  for rooles
through the Sioux reservation into the Black
Hills. This powerful tribe, always jealous of
the encroachmests cf civilinstion, s parlicn-
ler »o toward (he advent ol railroads, for it
knows that they foreshadow the sub-
mission of the [cdian to the incursiors of an
irresistible white immnevation. Up to the
t time the railroud sorveymyg pactics
ve been able to dy tut little work, soma
bemg deterred (rom altempting to penelrate
to the interior by the hostite stiitede of the
ladinos, while cthers, mora bold, have been
compelied to torn beck. Lelters from thad
neighborbo d assert that some lime pgo a
person  Lravelieg  ooder  the suspices
of the intertor department made the
tour of the several Sioax agencics claiming lo
be aching for Lbe railroads, and on their be-
balf promised to pay fo "the Sioax nation
20,000 head of cattle for the right of way.
To this the Tudinns sabstantinlly agreed, the
leading chiels signing an obligation to that
effect. Now it esid that the railroads rvé-
pudhate this agent nnd his contract, s un-:rtwﬁ
ﬂnl. he had no sothority to et for them, av

tion, therefora each individupl Indian’s von-
seat must bo oblained, digeclly or by big
special delegntios of authority to treat in his
behalf, befors thatl rqoac s inch can be ceded;

No plea will avail
hece, ar in other communities, of the ultimate
benefllt to be derive ! fro m the development of
the conatry.
