This he tapped,
dug his hands into it and ate heartily. When
remonstrated with he naked to be leit alone,
bay in a; "No. ISy Lord, I am running this
now." When he placed the trlasa of milk to
his mouth he remarked: "Gentlemen, you
don's believe that's good."

He did not swallow the
fiber, but only partook of the juice of the
meat. The doctor saw no visitors during the
afternoon, but it was reported that he was in
excellent spirits.

APPLES, BEEFSTEAK AKD WTNE,

After four o'clock Dr. Taaner rested quiet-
ly; at six o'clock he naked for an apple,
which he ate, and then asked for and re-

ceived two more. At seven o'clock he was
given a beefsteak weighing half a pound,
and partook of it. At eight o'clock he drank
one ounce of wine, and then slept tilt ten
o'clock, when he awoke and chatted cheer-
fully. Dr. Work said Dr. Tanner was well
and did not-thin- k any trouble would arise
from his undertaking. He bad gone against
the advice of all the physicians seemincly
with a beneficial result, and he expected Dr.

Rutland (Vt.)2atvno: The Kepub
lican organ of Wilmington, Delaware, is
making much ado about what it call the dia
f rancbisement of some 40,000 of the citizens
of that state, and charges upon tbe Liemo
crate a deliberate purpose to keep this great
number disfranchised, that the State mixht
be uniformly Democratic. The charge M
based on the ground that one county contain
a large majority over the other two counties,
and has no more representatives in the legis-
lature. It is surprising tbat the Democrats
rf Delaware should be so wicked, especially
when the Republicans of tbe notth are so
good, and particularly when the Republicans
ot Vermont are so goody. But there are a
few facts in regard to our Republican State
which might profitably 'be discussed. It
mu9t be remembered that the small towns
in this State those places, the inhab-
itants of which see Jrttle of the out-
side world and bear less, except through the
sleepy journals they have been accustomed to
take and their fathers and crandfathers be
fore them, are uniformly Republican, and
tbat tbe strength of the Republican cause in
this State is uniformly derived from these ag-

ricultural districts. Now each town has one
member of the legislature. We find on care-
fully scanning tbe list of towns that of those
who bave a population of 2000 or over, there
are 36 whose aggregate number of men,
women and children, goad, bad and indiffer-
ent, reach the total of 123,376. or one mem
ber of the lower house to each 3427. Tbe 36
smallest towns, the population of each being
less than 500, aggregate 11,563, and have
one vote in the house of representatives to
each 321 of population. Here it will be seen
that there is a disfranchisement in the 36
large towns of 111,949 persons; and bear
this in mind, a Republican State, a
State which boasts of its justice and man1
bood. But this is not all. There are some
moderately large places in Vermont. Bur'
lington, Rutland, St. ' Albans, Bennington,
Brattletoro, St. Johnsbury and Colchester, in
which the village of Winooeki is situated.
whose population aggregates 50,502. then
there are several of the lean kine of places,
Baltimore in Windsor county, Somerset m

tonbury in Bennington and Gran by, Canaan
and Lemmmgton in Essex, whose aggregate
population is 949. In the first series of seven
places the representatives speak each oa an
average for 7215 souls, while the seven men
representing the seven rotten ixiroughs speak
for 135. Is this justioe for a State? In
other words it takes about 52 men ia Bur
lington or Rutland to equal one man in St.
George or Somerset, when hardly a man can
be found with ability sufficient to loin a uia
trict school debating club. The two largest
places in the State, Rutland and Barlinston,- -

contain over 24,000 persons whose influence
In the legislation is made nugatory by two
lesser towns, Baltimore and Somerset, witb
population of 163. Half of these disiran
erased 24,000 votes are spread right out in

As Dr. Parsons did not reach his destination
at the expected time, and as his horse were
found wandering about tbe hills, hi friends
instituted a search, and the bodies were
found under some bushes. The authorities
hearing that a dispatch on the subject had
been sent to the British embassy,
showed, more than usual zeal, and by
threatening wholesale arrests, induced the
Zuruks. to surrender - tbe crim- -
inali, who are now imprisoned.
During half a century of American mission-
ary enterprise in Turkey, thi is only the third
case of the murder of a missionary, and it is
only just to the Turks to state that none of
the crime proceeded from religion fanati-
cism. Tbe present state of public insecurity
does not proceed from any fanatical feeling,
but from wholly different causes, for which
the government is mainly responsible.
Among these may be mentioned the system
of sending Circassian, Lazes, and other war
like refugees into peaceful districts, a lew
days ago two large ship-load- s of Circassians
and Jjazss landed in the gult ot ismid, near
the spot where Dr. Parsons was murdered.
As it i pretty certain tbat no measurea win
be taken to give these lawless immigrants tbe
means of gaining an honest living, we shall
probably hear soon of other case of robbery
and murder. -

Editors Appeal Onr State debt i the
question just now that seems to be most perplexing,
not only to tbe Democratic party, but to tne entire
people ot Tennessee. It tbe State was an Individ-
ual It would be quite easy to figure that she possessed
two hundred and twenty-flv- e millions of taxable
property, and owed a debt ot twenty five millions of
dollars, which she could oertalnly provide
for and live comfortably. But unfortunately
this Is not tbe case. On tbs contrary, there t
a community ot Interest, and this question must be
treated as such. Therefore, we regard Individual
opinion asot little value lo the permanent and Dual
solution of this matter. If tbe aggregate wisdom of
ten persons Is greater than tbat ot either of the ten,
then the aggregate wisdom of a large or small com
manlty must be greater than any one of tbe Indi-
vidual composing that community. But how
stands tbe case here? A. says I pay taxes
on ten thousand dollars worth - ot
ot property and do not owe a dollar. I am willing
to settle the state debt at on hundred cents on the
dollar, a says: I am taxed on tea thousand dollars,
but I owe twenty-liv- e hundred dollars therefor. I am
unable to pay over seventy-liv- e cents on the dollar
ot theistate's liability. O. saysnl pay taxes on ton
thousand dollars, but I owe four thousand dollars,
tt would, therefore, be unwise In ma, however
much I may desire, to agree to pay over
fifty cents on the dollar. D. says: I bav
to nay taxes on ten thousand dollars

f property value, but I bave an neumbrano on
that property of seventy live hundred dollars; It
would be idle for me to attempt to pay above twenty-f-

ive eents on the dollar of State debt. But X.
says: While I pay a tax onlteoltbousand dollars, my
property Is entirely covered by Lability! I owe a like
amount; I can scarcely make buckle aad tongue
meet; my Income Is barely adequate to meet the In-
terest on my debts, pay my present taxes and pro-
vide the ordinary enraforta for my fam-
ily. Under these circumstances, however,
much I may desire to maintain ths credit of tbs
Btate and hand Its good name down untarnished to
posterity, i must decline to pay any portion of the
debt. Here we have five persona equally nonest,
equally willing, and with unequal ability, and tbe
law says each must be taxed alike. How are we to
reconcile these dlfferaooesr The nearest approach
that can be made to It la to add the several amounts
together and divide by five, the number ot
persons. -- This give us 60 per cent, which
ail will agree meets the case under oar ijstem ot
taxation . but the State is subdivided Into eountl: s.
What, I would like to ask, does Rhe county tShelby know about the financial oondftlon of
mt'Nstry county? Absolutely nothing. Shall Davld-so-

because of ber ability and wllUngneas to pay
one hundred cents oi the dollar, complain of Dick-
son, ber less favored neighbor, for naming a less
sum? Or will Knox undertake to say what would
be equitable for Hawkins? Certainly not.
Then how are we to arrive at it ? By a convention?
Not at alL. conventlona are expensive, and. In this
ease, entirely unnecessary. It the members to tbe
State legislature are elected with direct reference to
tbls work, it will be more satisfactory and effectual
than any ether method that eould bs adopted. Wbea
this Is to be done, whether In November or two
years benee. If deemed best, let each county decide
by the voters placing on their tickets the amount
they are willing to pay. When tbe votes are
counted add these several amounts and divide
by tbe whole number of voters. This will Indicate
the amount each county feel able and willing to
pay. By tbe same method, when the general as-
sembly meets, they can arrive at tbe average of the
reeult in ail tbe coon ties. This will give toe near-
est possible approach to the wllkaf each veter In the
State. This scheme would give the creditor ample
opportunity to present his claims before the people
prior to the election, either through Ibe press or
from tbe rostrum. Tnls plan, by carefully prepared
statistics showing what other State were paying
similarly altuattd, would . sorely . set-- It

finally and ' satisfactorily to tbs
people In a way that they would never attempt le
default or readjust anyone. But suppose the final
result Is unsatisfactory to the creditors. II so, It
would be a matter of deep regret. With the cred-
itors, however, there la but one word; that Is, "Pay
what thou owest." But If no process ot law be
found by wblch to obtain Judgment, or no property
found on which to levy an execution, the next Ques
tion iron tne creditor wui oe: "Mow murtn can
rou or will yon pay?" This we understand

be the Question before tbe people
of Tennessee Will they answer emphatically
and frankly?
