Tho conduct of the colored people iiince

their emancipation has been a mystery to the

outhern whites. Daring the war the blacks

remained at home, were docile, obedient and

tradable. When they had so much to

incite them to insurrection they kindly and
carefully took care of the mother,
wiTei, sisters and children of the soldiers

who were fighting for the perpetuation

of their bondage. This kindness made a
nmfnnnd imnresiion noon the whites, who

manifested their gratitude toward the freed

men in acts of reciprocal kindness. At the
Ainu of tha war the relations between the
two races was one of mutual dependence,

Having been raised together, and knowing

that they had to live and die together, they
regarded their interest and destiny as one

and tha same. That reciprocal feeling of
kindness subsisted between them, without
whjch no people or community can prosper,

But as soon as the mischief-makin- g carpet
baggers commenced swarming in the
south everything was changed. The blacks

turned upon their white employers, rushed
into the loyal leagies, and swore horrid
oaths that they would not vote any other
ticket bat that which their new owners and
overseers ordered them to rote. Raoe ha
treds and antagonisms were the result. Bat
a new era is dawning. After fourteen years,
the colored rveoDle have discovered their
error. In Alabama, Mississippi, South Caro

lina and Louisiana they are votinsr with their
white employers, having learned by experi

enoe that their interests are identical. Here
in Shelby county, where only seventy or
eighty negroes voted with the whites hereto
fore, one thousand colored men marched np
to the pells and voted with the Democrats for

the best men. In a s'aort time there will be
no color line in the south, and consequently

no race prejudices. The blacks are already
coming to the defense of their slandered
friends and neighbors. As an evidence of

. this, we refer to the letter below, from the

Man
cheater, daring the month, was steady with a
decidedly cheerful feeling; the demand for
cloth has continued with large conttacts fcr
markets in the east. , Prices have advanced
littta, as chesper rates for yara and cotton
are Iroked for; the hems demand for goods
remains very doll, bat a good harvest would
bring improvement. There is a plethora of
Capital with few outlets for investment Oar
supply of' cotton ' is sufficient tq carry ns
through until the next crop arrives. The
Americans possess prodigious energy, and
the extraordinary increase in. their cereal
crops of late years suggests possibilities of
equal development in other aTicaltural pro
ducts. Our trade prospects art much better
than they were last year; in Manchester
business is of a more healthy character than
wo have seen it for a long time, and there is
a prospect that even a six million crop will
not be exoessiva. 'The harvest prospects
cause some anxiety, andTurkishsnd Afghan-
istan matters give some uneasiness, bat none
of these thiegs perceptibly affect the coarse
of trade; the tendency throughout Europe
generally is toward a revival of confidence.

There are probably few facts
among them which are not known to the
government and the constabulary through
accident or by the aid ot spies, or at least
aoessed at. The real secrets of Fenianism
are. however, a sealed book to any bat Irish
men. and to them only after taking an oath
whioh is seldom fif ever broken, and which, if
broken, might be followed by an pleasant
consequences. Bat these statements, so tar
as thev bo. mav be absolutely relied upon
Every fact bas been submitted to proof, and
they who maybe the quickest to deny are
they who best known the accuracy of what is
here stated. Use of the chief o ejects in max
insr the facts publio is to show the precise re
lations existing between the revolutionary
brotherhood and the land league. They re
verse completely the popular conception, so
far as Ireland is concerned, of the connection
between the two parties, and show how little
satisfied tbe Irish nationalists are with Par-na- il

and the men of his cliaue. who are
"neither sweet nor bitter" on the question of
Irish independence. The ultimate idea of
Michael Davitt and a few of those associated
with him may be to s rike a blow for the nation

HISTORY OF THB OKQAHIXATIOX.
To understand the present position of tne

Fenian organization, an epitome of its history
for tbe past ten or twelve years is necessary.
The public record of that body from it in-

ception until the disastrous fiac of 1867 is
oreity well "known, and tne recriminatory
newspaper controversies of its leaders have
rendered its secret history familiar enough to
readers of Irish cr lnsn Am-ncs- journals.
About the summer of 1865 the Fenian
brotherhood probably reached the zsnitb of
its popular success.' It had penetrated into
every corner of Ireland, numbered its recruits
by the thousand in the English and scotch
manufacturing towns, commanded ample
lands in America, had its circles in every
English regiment with an Irish eUment, and
practically could count Opon the Irish militia
of at least three provinces, while it mustered
a strong portion ot that fore in Ulster. It
had affiliated in its ranks government
omsiais of every description postomce,
revenue, : military, - naval and po-

lice. The boast of James Stephens
ttat there was not a jail built in Ireland
strong enough to hold him was literally true,
as there was scarcely a prison in the country
that had not one or more turnkeys sworn into
the ranks of the brotherhood. If btephens
had been in earnest in his revolutionary ideas
and really believed in the prospects of suc-

cess of tbe movement he controlled, ths sum-
mer of 1865 should have seen his organisa
tion in' the field. . The disaffected state of the
army ui Ireland, the powerful aid of the mili-
tia and the intense enthusiasm of the people
would have given a rebellion at that time
such chances of final triumph as have, never
been possible since. Bat he hesitated and
was lost. He held back the more impetuous
of his followers, fixed days for the rising and
postponed them, kept Fenians
quiescent by demanding time to complete
arrangements in Ireland, excused inaction
to the Irish section by holding oat hopes
of an American expedition if they would
only wait,, and thus delayed till, the
crash came and the seizure of arms, the
arrest of most of the leaders, tbe flight of tbe
rest, the removal of the disaffected troops,
thair replacement by exclusively English
corps, followed by other prompt measures on
the part of the government, demolished all
hope of a successful outbreak. The course
of the Fenian brotherhood from that time
was for long downward. The split in the
ranks of the American branch, the innumer
able arrests in Ireland and England, the
seizure of arms, the complete evaporation of
the funds," tbe ridicule of tbe moral force
party, all combined to crush the movement.
wnetner semanism would not now be a
memory of the past is a debatable point: but
it is more than probable that its embers
would have smouldered away but for the an
premeditated and unexpected .flame applied
to them by the rescue of Colonel Kelly and
wpHin uaasy in maac'iester, tin September
io, 130, wcica rekindled enthusiasm ahd
awoke the revolution into life again. But
still tbe movement was disorganized and
shattered.

In Ire-
land, assisted by a, literary free lance, now
Asiatic' correspondent Of a prominent Eng-
lish journal,' and. by others whose names I
cannot mention as . they are still '"m the
gap," similar work was done. The rank
and file of the circles were called to-
gether and they elected centers. Tbe
centers of each county in , Ireland or
Sach district in England met and appointed
county or district centers. The three coon-trie- s

were divided into seven provinces Ul-
ster, Monster, Leinstcr, Connaaght, North of
England, Sooth of England and Scotland.
In each province of Ireland the county cen-
ters and in each province in England tbe dis-
trict centers assembled io convention 'and
sleeted a provincial executive of three pro
vincial members, military secretary and civil
secretary. The. seven, provincial members
constituted ths central governing executive of
the movement- - styled, the supreme council.
The supreme council framed a new constitu
tion and adopted rales tor the management
Of the circles. The entire work of reorgani-
sation was completed about the end of 1868,
and since that tbe I. R. B. have made slow
bat steady progress, which has met bat two
serious interruptions tbe inception of tbe
home-ral- e movement in 1871 uid the land
agitation of the last and present year. ..Each
of these bas to a greater or less extent in-
jured the prospects of - the revolutionary
party and checked its progress.' ' Of the two
the more damage has been inflicted upon it
by the land agitation. , l ha personnel
of the supreme council has of course been
saach changed since its first formation, bat
its constitution, code of laws and methods of
election remain the same. I am compelled
to maintain silence respecting its present
members, but I may mention that of its for-
mer ones two are members of parliament.
one is now a town councillor for a southern
borough, two were priests, one a distinguish
ed barrister, now dead, and journalists of
more or less fame have been and are amone
its members. In addition to the seven elect-- e

1 members there are three or four honorary
ones chosen by the elected representatives,
and voices not unknown in the noose of com-
mons may still be heard in the deliberations
of the supreme council, although there is a
strong feeling against members of the I.
B. B. who take part in the parliamentary
agitation, and two supreme councillors have
been ex palled tbe ranks since thev ventured
to take the oath of allegianoe. , ....

One cannot
travel in any of the, disturbed parts of Ire
land without observing one or two ot the
constabulary narrowly watching all
the strangers who pass through

to explain if they could. A consignment ar
rived in Cork only this week, and in due
course foond its way to. , trom wnicn
place I was supplied with some interesting
specmens.

These rifles are fair specimens of the arms of
the revolutionists, and are the manufacture
usually tavored by tbem. (Jne ot them is a
short skirmishing rifle in excellent condition,
and to which belongs a sword-bayonet- , now
in my possession. The other .gun is a regu
lar military nils of tbe Snider pattern. Both
are government rifles, as will be seen by tbe
crown stamped upon the lock, and have either
been bought at auction or stolen tbe latter.
I imagine, from the dates 1877 and 1879, for
it was before thee dates that the Martini--
Henry were adopted by the British regular
army and the Sniders abandoned and sold at
auction. The Saiders are now used by the
volunteers alone, and I do not doubt the guns
I send you have been stolen from some lack-les- s

volunteers. These riflas bad been taken
apart when I received them and tbe stock
of the long nfle is, you will see, sawed into
two pieces for the greater safety of secret
transmission, bat in sach a manner as not to
impair its usefulness in the slightest degree.
This latter gun had a precarious passage to
Ireland, tor it is sugbtiy rusted, but it wouia
have been placed in prime condition in the
bands of ths arms aeent. I have also a new
Colt's revolver, which is the kind served out
to officers of the organization. All tbe arms
bear the private mark of the brotherhood on
the stocks and would be easily recognized by
friends of tbe cause in America.

'
AIM Or THB BROTHERHOOD.

Regarding the operations of the organizs
tion ia the immediate future, it may be re-

lied upoa that the object of the brotherhood
now is, and will be for some time to come, to
orgsnize, arm, and finally to discipline eighty
thousand to one hundred thousand men in
Ireland, and to pick from the English and
Scotch organisations from three thousand to

lnsn peasant ot neat appearance and sedate
bearing was standing near a side door of
Castle Garden. He had come from Gaiway
and the famine. He remarked to a reporter
that he bad not himself su tiered from the se
verity of the distress, bat that the famine
bad eaten np all his property. Oooe ia cir
cumstances almost comfortable, he bad sold
bis pigs and h:s cattle to procure previsions.
mi cow, bis last possession, bad been dis
posed of to parohaso a ticket for America.
His family behind bim were left dependent
upon the bounty of the relief committee. To
see what an immigrant might say, the re-
porter asked the man why he had lef ; the
old land. Beckoning the reporter aside, tbe
immigrant drew from his pocket a large
sheet of blue paper. It 'had these words
pnnted along the top of the page:

"Civil bill ejectment for nt of
rent where one year s rent is due. -

It was an ejectment notice. It bore the
name of the landlord, and required the pay- -
meat of two years rent, ia this instance the
sum of 420 ISs 6d. Tbe immigrant's little
holding of six and a half acres had been in
Gaiway, in tbe little hamlet of Cloonsheen.
One landlord owned all the land the little
settlement was built upon, snd he bad served
writs of ejectment upon the whole village.
Since the reasonableness of the rent paid by
the Irish peasant is a matter of dispute, the
writ of ejectment served upon this immigrant
showed that he had paid for rent over two
pounds per acre ten dollars an acre for
ground in the wet bogs of Galwav.

The reporter asked the man whether he at
tended the great political meeting ia Ireland.
He ssid be had attended every political
meeticar witbm a day s lonrnev. "A creat
many people didn't know anything." said he.
''till the meeting began. The people are go-
ing into battle with famine, and tbe landlords
asked the people to give ud their potatoes.
The people would have died of starvation if
they bad given np their potatoes. The agi
tators told them net to do it. That advice
saved many lives. Tbe people would have
starved u they had paid their rent.

Tbe
commerce uoon railroads alone Is about twenty
times ss great aa our foreign commerce About
VU per cent, or our internal commerce now nnos
ths means ot transportation on rauroaas.

COMMERCE ON BA1LBOAD&
The only means of measuring the relative mag

nitude ot tbe Internal commerce ot tbe southern
States Is by tbe number of freight ears employed.
This affords a orett correct basis of estimate apon
the snbiect. According to Poor's Railroad Manual
for 187U (an accredited authority), tbe total number
of the freight cars employed on tbe railroads of tbe
United States was 423,013 cars, of which number
81,248 cars, or 7 per cent., were employed on
railroads in the southern mates reierrea te.

TONNAGE OF VESSELS.
The total tonnsse of vessels employed in tbe in

THS COURSE OF INTERNAL COMMERCE

In his seventeenth Inquiry Mr. M'Pherson asks for
tbe relative magnitude of the east and west trade
current over railroads north of the Ohio river, and
of tbe commerce of tbe Mississippi river.

five years ago the eommeroe of St. Louis was carried
on entirely or river, out the re eora or ins sc. iouis
merch ants exchange shows that ot ths total ton-
nage of freights received and shipped during tbe
year 1879, there were 6,198,794 tons moved br rail
and only 1.866,115 tons br water.

CHANGS IN TBX COUBSB OF TSADS.
In bis eighteenth Inaulrv Mr. M'Pherson asks tor

a brief statement as to the change In tbe course ot
the eommerc ) amen oea on pages to 90 or my
last report on tbe Internal commerce of tbe Ualted
Slates. In aaswer to this question I submit the fol-
lowing : An Important change bas, within a few
years, taken place In the course of tbe commerce of
the States and parts ot States located south of tbe
Ohio nver and south oi tne btate ot Missouri, viz.:
Kentucky, Tennessee, western Georgia, Alabama,
Mississippi, Louisiana, Texas and Arkansas.
Twenty-fiv- e years ago the chief commercial entre
pots of the states mentioned were Mobile, New Or-
leans and Oalveston, but y this trade Is domi-
nated by the cities of Cincinnati, Louisville and St.
Louis. Tbe commercial front of those States has
been cbasged from the shores of the gulf of Mex-
ico to tbe shares of this great interior east and
west current of trade over railroads. Tbe aggregate
population ot tne three interior cities is nearly
three times as great aa the aggregate population of
ths three gulf cities. Cincinnati, Louisville and
St. Louis bsvs secured all the trade of the
States referred to with respect to the sale ot bread- -
stufls and provisions, dry goods, groceries, nats,
caps, clothing and m&aofactu.ed goods ot every de-
scription. In return, there Is being sblpped to those
cities a large proportion of the surplus products ot
the sooth During the present cotton year 1.000,000
bales of cetton have been sblpped overland by rail,
tbe greater part passing through these cities. This
is one oi tne aireoi resuiw oi tne esiaousnmeai oi
the great east snd west currents of trade over tbe
trunk railroad lines north at tbe Ohio river, and of
the fact that Cincinnati, Louisville and St. Louis
now enjoy tbe advantages ot a system of railroads
permeating into all parts oi tne southern states.
St. Louis bas already grasped from New Orleans
and tialvsston tbe trade of southern Missouri, of
Arkansas, ot tbe Indian Territory, of northern
Louisiana and ot a large part of Texas, and this
trade la growing rapidly.

The southern papers thus far received, in
their comments apon the matter, agree in
sustaining the results alrsady announced as
accurate and such as tne south bad reason to
expect.

WHAT SUPERINTENDENT WUIIB HAS TO

Star Do you think the large increase in

General Walker Most certainly. If we
find that a dishonest count has been made in
any district or section, we will have another
census taken by honest men. The enumera-
tors who took part ia the fraud will be prose-
cuted. Yon know that nnder sach circum-
stances they are liable to imprisonment in the
penitentiary for two years. If, when the re-

turns come in and are made np, there is the
slightest suspicion of fraud we will investi-
gate promptly aod act according to tbe result
of tba investigation. Oar rercely i full lor
Ibe correction of any abases, and wholly
within our own bands." .

FACTS THAT ABB 8TUBBOBN THIKOU. ,

Oae fact etoald be borne in mind when
listening to stores about irsnduient ..enu
meration in tbe southern States. There bas
never been a census taken in this country
surrounded with so many safeguards as the
present one. It is undoubtedly t ue tbat tbe
census of 1870 gave tbe foith a smaller popu
lation tban see was justly entitled lo. Under
the present r.lin there rj one hundred and
fifty supervisors of census, whose sule duty is
to regulate tha woik ol tb enumerators m
their respective districts. ' Tbe "enumeration
distric's are smtlier this tear than ever be
fore, and tbe work can bs pertotmed mora
separately and readily. The cennus of 1870
was taken by Federal effioers.; The United
States marshals were the supervisors of cen
sus, and toere were only sixty ot thenu: As
sislant marshals were designated as ecuroera
tors. Tho scu'hern State governments were
ncder Republican rale. Many of the mar
sails were very carelets about their dutits
as tiupervi80!s of the census. Tbe as
sistant, mursb4 s were unpointed enumera
tors, in a mo jrity of instances, as a reward
for politiciil services.: ' They vs.e ignorant
and took tbe stortcst metbod of getting up
their lists of names, otteo copying tax-lis- ts

and church reordj aud guessing at the s ej
of the families. Tbey were required to copy
their Ista and in copying great mistakes
were made. Now tba onzmal returns ol the
enumerators are forwarded aad . counted at
the corpus ( ffice. ' The natural ificraw of
the population, has been large in the southern
Suites, as too p-- t lj are not cramped, and
then has bees abundance of lood. ; Tberw
has also been a mush larger emigration If
people from tbe north to tbe southern States,
attracted by cheap-lands- , tban is imagined.
