One J. H. Randall Paints a Picture,
rarely Imaginary Work, that

Rivals that Drawn by the Prince
of Liars, General James ;'-- :

Washington special to the Philadelphia
Prtss: Further and striking testimony in
regard to the frauds and intimidations prac-
ticed at the recent election in Alabama is fur-
nished in a long letter which J. H. Randall,
a prominent Greenback speaker, haa written
to Lee Crandall, of this city, secretary of tbe
Greenback national committee. . Randall
was one of the backers who went down
to Alabama to stump tbe State for the Inde-
pendent ticket, and tbe story of his expe-
rience is a most interesting one. Arrange-
ments were several times made for joint dis-

cussions with Democrats, but tbe Greenback
speakers were seldom given a fair chance.
For instance, at Butler, the county seat of
Choctaw county, when the Greenback speaker
came to make the closing arguments, the
Democrats got up a disturbance and tried to
break up the meeting. On the Saturday be-

fore election Randall went to Keyser, Hill,
where a grand barbecue had beea announced
by tne Democrats and Greenbackers, among
the attractions promised being a brass band
from Shubuta, a town on the Mobile ana
Ohio railroad, just over the Mississippi line.
A brass band is a great novelty in that region,
and a large crowd of both races and sexes
gathered. Randall was late in arriving on
the ground and the Democrats bad begun
speaking before he appeared. Rsndall gives
the following as a sample of one Democratic
orator:

Qiiet was restored and Randall wis allowed
to go on in peace for a short time, when tbe
band, wbich was stationed about a hundred
and fifty feet away, began to play, evidently
lor the purpose ot drowning bis vooe. ine
Democrats on the stand protested that they
wore cot responsible for the band playing;
that the band was there fiom Mississippi on
its own hook, and they had no control over its
conduct, no matter who was disturbed by it,

"You dun't mfas that they will lay rouh
hands on me, a peaceable cit zn? Your ut-'Z3-

would not approve any such conduct
toward a peaceful, g cilzan.. Be-
sides, see what a rtfl ction it would cast upon
your town.'

M. B. D. You better get out of hero wtile
you have a chance. ,.

: We started directly for tbe croup of bull-
dozers, nuking icq iiry ot persons we met
where the maishal's house was; bad it pointed
out, but was told be was nut at home.
Noticing a mm sitii&g usdor a store shed,
near tbe railroad trauk, weat np and
asked if there wis any protection tuere for a
civil citizen from an insulting and meddle-sojn- e

mob. He remarked: "I guess there
is." Then, turning to the group of bull-
dozes, five ot whom wero gentlemanly, wall
dressed, and sober, snd one wbo bad just
enough liquor in bim to raisa bis bravery to
the rowdy pitch, he said: "I guess he won't
do any harm, boys; better let him alone."

By this Mme there had gathered fifteen or
twenty black men and two middle-axe-d

whites. Tbe M. D. B., influenced bj ben-
zine, said: 'Tou doa't know what you say,
nor who is; we heard him yesterday. Tben,
turning to ns, he said: "You're a
white man with a black heart, come down
here to divide the Democratic party, and we
don't want and won't have no such men in
this county."

The party wbo had served thi note of
warning to leave on us followed up with:

"He's one of the trump cards of the
Greenback party, and yesterday he. gave the
Democrats b . D m bim, we can fix him.
We run things here."

This brought out a little history of the
meeting of the day before, and a statement
irom the gentleman who negatively had re-
quested the M. B. D.'s to let ns alone, that
he was a Democrat and a business maa in
Shubuta, going to Mobile by tbe first train,
to assist in electing a friend as
ot Mobile county. We thought it qaeer that
in Mississippi a man should have anything
to do on election day ia Alabama toward the
election of its officials. While our conversation
was proceeding the disturbers of our peace
withdrew np street, were gone about ten
minutes, and returned. About tbe same
time another gentleman, a friend of the party
to whom we had applied for protection 'rom
the mob, came up, and the chief M. B. D.
remarked:
. "The thirty-fiv- e minutes are up!"

"All right," says another, "you know
what we agreed on; I'm in, and I don't care
a d n for the consequences. Come cn; let's
give bim h 11."

Giving a bit of explanation to the gentle-
men who joined tbe crowd that it seemed we
were about to be assaulted for being a Green-
backer and having different political opinions
from those with whom we wero surrounded,
when they had simply heard us in defense of
our principles in a Democratic meeting,
where we bad been the day before by invita-
tion of the people, h said: "I think a man
has a right to be a Democrat; Greenbacker,
or Republican, just as he pleases. Bovs,
you'd better let this man alone." The B. D.
leader laid down an umbrella, pushed up his
sleeves, aud approached us in a very threat-
ening manner.

bought our ticket, and were standing waiting
in the agent's room, when ifl came, the party
who bad handed ns the note and three others
directly surrounding ns and demanded the
note of ns, saying, "Your train ia coming.
and yon get out ot here. It you ever come
here again we'll 'fix' you. Bring a gang of
your friends, and we 11 give them and yon,
too. h U."

At the close, after columns of experience,
Mr. Randall says: . .

A few days since the sheriff gave permis
sion to certain Independents and Greenback'
ers here to be present at the final count, on
the inside, and gave two of them certificates
that he signed to secure their admission upon
presentation. Mosday night, after the elec
tion, thev were on hand, but were not ad'
mi tted. Tbe Democratic board had it all
their own way. One of the intimidating
features here of this election consisted of an
order issued bv the head of the police depart
ment of the city (Mob. le) and read to tie force
bv his command at their headquarters.
giving every member to understand that it he
did not vote the straight Democratic tioket
at tbis election he would be discharged from
the force.
