The useless waste of life, health sad

money which attends the burial of the dead
baa recently attracted considerable discus
sion. A short time since the Evangelical Al
liance of St. Louis held a meeting and con
demned the extravagance and display of
fashionable funerals. With a view of cor- -
tecting tbe evil it was suggested that only
members of the family and specjall invited
friends attend the funeral; that the funeral
sermons contributed to unnecessary expenses;
that the officiating minister and the bereaved
family and friends take their final leave of
the dead private'y, and that Sunday funeral
be disoouraged in all cases except when they
lire unavoidable. Thin subject was elabo
rately discussed on Sunday last by Rev. Dr.
J. U. White, tbe able pastor of one of the
Cincinnati Presbyterian churches. His views
i re so practical and sensible on the subject of
f inerals that we make tbe following extract

Let there be no nnseemly outburst of grief, but
leverant acquiescence In toe divine will and quiet
submission of tbe soul, and supplication and prayer
kit earjouijiog Dieaninc, f ail not to go to your pas-
tor for a sjmpalbetle and consoling religious service
at tbe burial. Immediately after tbe detfh, let some
neighbor take tbe body and put It Id preparation,
while tbe Immediate relatives retire for sleep and
meditation. Let these preparations be made as
soon as possible after the supposed death, as It
might be discovered that there was Dot an en Ire ces-
sation of the vital spark, wblcb, by timely Interven-
tion, might be revtvtd. When the preparations are
completed and wben tbe funeral Is over, dont step
down Into a bopeless state and neglect family and
public duties and tbe prlvtWes of tbe sanctuary. A
man wbo does tbat Is foolish In the extreme. Inreparation and arracgFuaBta tur UK burial, let asftittle time and money be expended as possible for
showy surroundings. Tbe less of these things the
bettor. Have only enough show tor proper resprot,
for . public decorum, and social older.
We are ' getting to ' mingle ' adversity and
prosperity together, and are geitlng to to unable to
distinguish moral Influence. This Is etipeolliy true
ci toe Hermans, as a people, ootn at borne ana
abroad.

a funeral a d a wedding. At funerals the
tendepct Is toward extravagance and pride, and. as
a consequence, lowara vice ana me meanest roily.
Funerals are degenerating into tbe most selfish. ex-
pensive, showy, and meaningless services. As the
vii tar exprea-lo-n ls,tner are simply ceremonies to
give the dead 'a good send oft." The coffin Is oov- -

ed witn tinsel and nnery totally out of place,
considering tbe surroundlncs of tbe deceased when
altve, A man will spend nrty dollars for carriage hire
at the funeral of bis wife wben he never spent a dol-
lar on riding for ber wben alive. At a great deal of
aovlnoe a husband wll 1 bur a profusion of cost! v flow

ere tor the decoration of bis wife's coffin and crave
when he never bvugbl a pot plant for tbe brighten-
ing of ber chamber during years of sickness and
suffering. If possible the funeral should be on a
day other than the ttaboath, so as aot to Interfere
with the pastor's regular duties at stated service. A
vigorous pretest against tbe too freuuent and very
often disgusting habit of public leave-takin- g of the
body was matie.

It is difficult to alter a custom in
volving so many conflicting passions; grief,
mecuon, inendBbtp, vanity and social rival-
ry as cur funeral laibion involves, but the
hardships that so often follow expensive in-

terments are so serious as to demand that
the effort be made. The living are always
sensitive about the burial of their dead rela-
tions. In their hearts the may oppose and
Udtest the pageantry that attend the funeral.
They may; believe such t demonstrations
wicked, sinful and a mockery, but fearing a
aaiet burial would be attributed to avarice
or to a want of respect and affection, they
are compelled to conform to the fashion and
t join in a pageantry which their sad hearts
detest. , The poor are generally proud, aad
they have been known to stint themselves for
a whote year in order to meet the expenses
incurred in giving a fashionable funeral.
These faahionsbla ianerala are often produc-
tive of humiliation and shame,' for it has
occurred in this city that the second
husband was forced to pay the fashionable
funeral ' expenses of the 'first husband.
Tbe cost of a funeral is of
little consequence to ' the rich, but
m cases of families of. limited meant, it is
tometimes equal to a fire. The funeral of a
dead person may cost a sum that would sup-
port the bereaved household for a whole
jear. It is a pious duty to bury the dead
decently aad with affection, but there is nei-

ther love nor respect expressed in costly dis- -
p'ays which do tbe dead no good . and the
living great barm. Tbe present mode of

, conducting funerals ia a useless waste of
money. The rich can afford to cover the
casket aad the grave with costly funeral
flowers, and to provide a great array of car
riage for aa imposing funeral procession
without doing any wrong to themselves, but
tneir example is followed by those who, ia
striving to pay honor to tbe dead, rob tbe
living. As long as this unnecessary display
is the faahioa, it will be followed by the
poorest people. Impecunious sons-in-la-

too poor to hire a carnage to attend the death
of a dying mother in-la- will hire
a doien carriagea to attend the
funeral. Mourning costume is another
on of the follies which follow the

burial of the dead. . Grief dressed m tee
tainless white is a poignant as that

which sijfhs in black. The widow who was

courted on returning from her hasband's
funeral, and declined the effer because ihe

already en gated, wai miserable until
he plunged herself into deep crape furbe-

lows, and her hypocrisy and heartleasness

affords an appropriate commentary npoa the
mourning business. Looking at the matter
from a purely practical standpoint, we think
that reflecting people will agree that the
funeral customs and costumes whish now

obtain are entirely too expensive.

Cincinnati. August 20. The Enquirer
publishes the following special from Allen-tow- n,

Pennsylvania: For more than a year
past tne citizens in tne rural aismcta oi
southeastern Pennsylvania have been dis
turbed by the persistent operations ot a nana

thieves, whose modut operandi has been
auch aa to leave no doubt that the aame party
was engaged in the different robberies. Their
operations have extended through five coun
ties, but have been confined principally to
the lines of the East Pennsylvania and Leba-
non Vallev railruada. . '

Within six months past a numoer ot roo-beri- es

and attempted robberies occurred
along the border of Berks and Lehigh coun-
ties. The moat important of these o Derations
were the robbery of a wealthy farmer named
Daniel Kerns, ia this county, on th night of
the seventh of July last, and the robbery of
the postoffice at Fleetwood, Berks county,
about ten day ago. By th former robbery
the thieves secured seventeen hundred dol-

lars in government bonds, fifteen hundred
dollars in other securihea, and about five
hundred dollar in cash. Bv the Fleetwood
robbery they secured between eight hundred
and one thousand dollars. The frequency of
these robberies and the perturbed state of
the community led to the greatest vigilance
on the part of the police officials, and several
detectives wete employed in the same neigh
borhood in which the last-name- d robbery was
committed.

A Mrs. Schmick. a relative of tbe JLerns,
was murdered five year ago while ber hus-
band was absent at a sale, and a considerable
sum of money was obtained. The aged wo
man was iound lying on tne floor witn her
skull split open and brain scattered about.
The murder haa ever since remained a mys
tery, and has led to the observance of the
greatest precaution on the part of the family,
most of whom have provided safes for their
valuable and keep revolver convenient to
their bedsides. No lesa than five separate
attempts were made to rob the Kerns resi-
dence, all of which failed except the last. On
tbe third attempt the robbers bad dragged
the safe out of the house, and were about
blowing it open when tbey were driven off.
On the fourth attempt they succeeded in ef-

fecting an entrance into the dwelling, but
were fared upon by old ILerns, a maa seventy-tw- o

years of age, wbo need his revolver npon
them. :: ' ' '

Soon after the occurrence of the Fleetwood
robbery John Rehrig, who reside at Slating-to- n,

this county, was arrested on a charge of
receiving stolen goods and lodged in our
county prison. Soon after hia arrest he con- -
teased to and acknowledged the operations of
a band of masked robbers, having their head-
quarter in Philadelphia; who . were in the
habit of making periodical trips into the
country. A decoy letter was sent to the bead
of the gang, which resulted in three of them
coming to Allentown with a complete outfit
ot tbe nnest burglars tools. - Tbey gave the
fictitious name of Morton, Jnbel and Wil-
son. Morton waa subsequently recognised as
tbe notorious burglar John Jenkins, of Phila-
delphia, son of a well-kno- government
detective lately deceased. On information
received from Rehrig the arrest of Nathan
TJhlman, a lawyer at Ulatington, this county,
was also made as an accessory of the masked
burglars and receiver of stolen goods. I A re
volver found in the possession ot Wilson, one
of the robbers, waa identified by Charles A.
Messersmith, postmaster at Fleetwood, aa
hia property, having been stolen from a desk
in the postoffice.

At the hearing this morning, which took
place in the county prison before Ifayor Mar-
tin, commencing at half-pa- st ten o'clock.
Uhlman made a startling confession, show-
ing bis connection with the masked borglara.
U hlman is about fifty year ot age, and haa
long been known to be a man ot bad charao- -
ter. The evidence indicated Morton to be
the leader of the gang. Uhlman testified to
his personal acquaintance with Morton, Jubel
and Wilson; met Morton frequently and had
conversations in reference to robbing old
man Kerns. Morton came to Slatington from
Philadelphia on several occasions for the
purpose ot . conferring witn witness. At ono
time last sprintr. TJhlman and . three men
started off for Kerns's residenoe on a dark,
rainy night through the mod, walking a dis-
tance of aevea miles. He lost the road sev-
eral times, and finally whea they reached a
cross-roa- d, about five hundred yards from the
Kerns farmhouse, Uhlman directed his com
panions how to proceed toward the building,
and then baited. He heard nothing more of
them tbat nigbt except the firing of revolvers,
and returned to Slatington alone. He saw
no more ot the burglar until Thursday, July
15th, two days before the robbery was finally
consummated.

"Morton, the leader of the masked bor
glara, met witness at Ringols's hotel, ia Slat-ingtn- n.

He spoke about the attempt to rob
the Kerns family." Witness then continued:
'Morton said be took out tbe lower sash of

the window, but the old folks woke ap and
fared a revolver, and he and bis companions
ran away toward town. .. He aaid the people
slept on tbe lower floor, and, on being fired
at, tne party left for Allentown, and that waa
the way tbey went home. He said: 'We will
have it some day or another.' Next morning
be was not np when 1 went out after break-
fast, but I came back and he had gone out,
About four o'clock he came back and said he
thought of going to Philadelphia, and had
telegraphed to two friends to meet him at
Allentown. He went to the tram, but came
back, and said his friends did not get his
dispatch, and they would not come on. We
went to the depot, and he said if bis friends
did not come he would stay all night. The
two men there (indictaing Jubel and Wilson)
came on the train. I had told the landlord to
keep open for me if I did not return toll late.
Wilson asked if they got .his dispatch.
They said no, and said that waa
queer. I asked if they were going back to
the hotel, but Wilson said no; he wanted to
change his clothes, and gave me his satchel,
to be sent to Here Mr. Lowdon ordered
the witness not to give tbe address to which
the satchel was to be sent. He went behind
the old lumber or boilers and put on aa old
suit; then he came back and gave me the
satchel to send to an address he gave me on
a slip of paper. He said be had to go to Al-
lentown, and had a job there; did not say
what job, but said: 'You will hear of tbat
safe matter Monday moraine.' This was
the Friday night before the Kerns robbery.
Then they all walked very fast down the rail-
road track toward Allentown. That was the
last I saw of the three faces until now."

The evidence having been concluded, the
prisoners were held in the sum of ' five thou-
sand dollar each for their appearance at
court. Abraham J. Schloeser, who had been
arrested in Somerset county as an accessory,
and John R brig were each hld in their
recognisance for their arpearance at court,
TJhlman has bteo hrld as a witness. Tbe ar-
rest ot these masked robbers has excited tbe
utmost interest in eastern Pennsylvania. The
officers have information which points to
them as tbe perpetrators of the robbery at
Mr. Hunt's boose, at Glengardner, on Tues-
day night, August lO'.h, when thirty-fiv- e

thousand dollars were stolen.
Tbeir connection with the Fleetwood post-offi- ce

robbery has been established, and it is
believed they are the same gang who robbed
the postoffioe recently at Pottstown, in Mont-
gomery county, and at Columbia, in Lan-
caster county; also, the same who cracked a
safe at Annville, Lebanon county, and
ribbed the railroad depot at Heilmandale, in
the same county. Special Agent Barrett, of
the postoffice department, ha information
which it is believed will connect this gang ot
masked burglar with a number of postoffioe
robberies that have occurred within six
month past on the Pennsylvania railroad,
and the arrest of these men is regarded as
one of the most impsrtant which has been
made in a number of year.. -

to fret down and help themselves to melon.
One or two of the largest melon were
elected and the men proceeded to eat. Very

soon thev became deathtv nek. three of them
died while attempting to climb the fence and
another man fell dead while trying to mount
bu horse. The owner ot the melons is said
to have disclaimed any knowledge as to what
caused the fatal results, claiming that he
himself had eaten heartily of the melon in
the same patch just before tbe men rode np.
Ue i said to have been taken in aana oy a
number of incensed cttsens, who would
undoubtedly have iyncbd bim on the spot
but for tbe apparent candor of his statement.
A few days ago a country paper published
near here printed a statement that a black
boy had been fatally poisoned by arsenic
fonnd in a watermelon which the boy bad
stolen. The theory obtains that these melons
grow in cotton patches where Paris green is
used to kill boll worms, henoe tbe poison.
