GAUGING COAX f
Taxing-Distri- ct Inspector Geo. J. Mallory

sent in a communication calling attention
of the council to section 67, - of Hein-kell-'s

Digest, page 58, providing that "all
stone coal cold by retail shall be sold by
weight, by the barrel of one hundred and
eighty pounds, and when coal shall be sold
by the boat-loa- d, or offered to be sold, in such
quantities as to make it a great inducement
to be weighed, the inspector may gauge it
and it shall be sold." This ordinance has not
been complied with.

The council received and filed the' commu-
nications, and held that the above ordinance
was not compulsory, but the gauging was op-
tional with the owners.

SIDEWALK NEEDED
The petition of sundry citizens for side-

walk on Robeson street, between Hill and
Winchester avenue, was read.- - The council
ordered proper notices to be served on the
property-owne- rs to repair the sidewalks, and
that when new sidewalks are to be built, the
property-owner- s and not the Taxing-Distri- ct

PETTTTOK ALLOWED.
On motion the action of the council on the

petition of J. J. M'Combs, requiring brick
foundations, was reconsidered, and M'Combs
wns allowed to build a shed in accordance
with the plans submitted to the city engi-
neer.
