THE COTTON WORM.

The Great Pest of the Planier~Tits Rav-
ages In ithe Sonth, and the Beme-
ilies Furnished by Science.

New Yonmk, Beptember 2-—Hefore the
American association for the advaneemaent, of
science, Professor Riley, of Washington, read
& paper on the recent practical résdlts of the
cotton-worm inguiry . by the United States
entpmological commission. He stated thae
the cottonworm of the south is a small,
looping caterpillar, the young or, lurve of &
moth, known to science as alectia argillancea,
While there are muny other insects injuri-
ously affecting the cotfop plant,ahis is the
worst of all, and tarefil Statistfes’ show that
the people of the south have suffered an an-
nual loss since the war of abont fifteen mil-
lions of dollars from its ravages. On behalf
of the United States entomalogical commis-
sion, Professor Riley hns lind charge of the in-
vestigation of this inwect for the pust two
vours, Bome of the results are very inter-
esting to naturalists, but it was his‘gbject in
the presént paper o indiéate somb of the
more recent results of practieal wvaloe 1o the
planter, Up to the vesr 1872 the planter
was ol the merey of shis imeeety ne o qttempt
had been munde tode anything moréthan to
kill a few of the parent ‘mothe by attracting
them to lamp fires and poisoned sweets.

Lonis, Reealls the Experiences of His
Early Life=-The Kcokuk Trade
In 1841~-The Great Flood
of 1844,

The Fire of May, 1549-The Trip of the
Hendrick Hudson to Fort Snelling, .
now St. Paul, In 1849~-The Du-
ties of Pilots-—How They Nav-
igate the Misslssippl.

St. Louis Republican: Mr. Charles Mul-
ford, one of the oldest pilots on the upper
Mississippi, has had a multifarious experi-
enee, bt of late years is taking life more
comiortably agthe janitor in charge of Odd-
Fellows hall. He s upward of sixty, but
with his plinble, easy temper and life-long
habits of temperancs he has the appearance
of a much younger man. Bnlil.l:llily-and
inithfulness to duty are stamped upon his
countepance, He is the first and last man at
the numerous apartments in the Odd-Fellows
hall building, and especially during itd oc-
cupaney by the Kulghts of Pythins. Tt is
probable that not = table can be turned
sekew, or a chair or a book or a utensil mis-
il , but he will discover it and place the

Though many
years have possed since he had anything to do

tradde, and his life by shipwreck on the Span-
ish brig Tiger, in Barnegat, in 1820, when
the subject of this notice was abont two years
old. 1t appears that the brig had violated
the revenue laws snd was seized and liberated
by the officers of the United States. The
brig was ordered to New York from Bridge-
ton, New Jersey, and the erew, with his
father, was made up for the trip, A furi-
ous snow-storm - srose  and  the bri
was wrecked, Not o soul wos saved, nnﬁ
ouly two bodies were ecver known to
como ashore Irom  the ill-fated vessel,
Mr. Mulford cams from New York te St
Lounis in 1841, and went on the river, on the
old first Boreas, Captain Thomas Fithian,
wince dead, in the kt‘okuk trade. George
Bernard, of Louisiang, was the ¢lerk, There
were only two hoats running from 8t, Louis
to Keokuk, the other being hl(‘ Rosalie, Cap-
tain Neal Cameron, of Galveston, now dead.
CUharley Harrison and Jule Morsey, who died
last year, were the engineers of the Bareas
Harrizon is now, or was lately,.engineer of
the Planters honse. During the high flood
in 1844 he recolleets unlbading the freight,
which the Boreas brought down, on the rocks
behind the old stone house which is wtill
standing at tho foot of Chestnut street, the
boat steaming up the street to that point.
Mr. Muliord pext went as pilot on the Ed-
ward Bates, in 1848, after she had blown up.
Willis Johnson was. caplain and Wm. Mat-
thews clerk. She collapsed her flues fore and
aft at the head of Westport chute, and rsome
forty or fifty reond  were killed by
the disaster, Bhe was repaired here
afterward, and Mr, Mulford joined her
after the aceident and finished out the sea-
=on with her, Inthe big fire on the 17th of
May, 1840, the Edward.Bates took fire, Her
lines wero cast loose and she was pushed out
into the stream, setting several other boats
on fire. The American Eagle was also
burned, on which bont Mr, Mulford was pilot
at the time and lost all his clothes, In 1851
he shipped ns pilot on the steamer Excelsior
for Traverse du Sioux,on the Minnesota
river, where a greal treaty with the Indians
was held, the negotiations  lasting a month.
The great tide of immigrants had then
veached the Upper Mississippi, nnd the United
States govermnent was pressed for more In-
dian land, The Indians were feasted and
petted when the terms of two treaties were
sgreed upon and signed by L. Lea, the com-
missioner of Liddian  affairs, and Governor
Ramsey of Minnesota Territory. The See-
see-toon and Wah-pay-toon bands of Dakotas
or Sioux relinguished all their Iands in
Iowa, and part of their landa in Min-

nesola, Captain Ward, of the firy \f

Excelsior; Tom Buford was clerk, and Cap-
tain Bili Hite and Mr. Mulford were the ||;i-
lots.  On the way up they took on board the
chief of Hed Wing Lnnd of the chief Black
Dog viflage and Little Six. They got aboard
on the 8t. Peter’s river, at their village,
which wasabout thirty miles above Fort Bnell-
ing. The boat also took up the annnity
gooda, The river was very high, the banks
of the Minuesota being ordinarily fifteen feet
high, were about six feet under water, and
the boat steamed over them throngh the tim-
ber to the Miesion house, There were about
aix thonsand Indians at the council, In 1847
the Hendrick Hudson arrived here with a
large trip of pleasure passengers from Cin-
cinnati I]‘.-r Fort Snelling,  The Hendrick
Hudson gave hertrip up and the passengers
were taken on the Anthony Wavne, of which
Mr. Mulford was the pilot. Among the pas-
rengers were the late Stephen A, Douglas
and his firit wife, From Fort Soell
ing the party went over in wagons to
St. Anthony's falls, the eataract was then
perpendicular and met in a series of cas-
cades. The only building there was an old
frame mill belonging to the government.
There was not a honse at Minneapolis nor a
white man about there. Some of the party
wolked behind the sheet of water at the
falls, among whom was a sister of Nat
Childs, cashier of the old Missouri State
bank. A soldier remembered that she was
the only white lady that ever walked in be-
hind the falls. Mr, Mulford said that in
figuring up the other day, he counted the
names of eighteen pilots of his time on the
upper Mississippi, all of whom are now dead.
Before railroads the steamboat carried n
world of passengers on the upper rivers.
Mr. Mulford dilated on the qualities of a
good pilots He must have good evesight,
sound judgment, and, above all, be tem-
perate in cating and drinking. In lis
day, he knew every sawyer, snagtree, build-
ing and even dog bark on both sides the
channel. A compass was not used on the
upper river. The pilot runs by landmarks.
Ouee in n while during a fog a compass
is claimed to be of advantage and is uﬁt.ll om
the lower river, They take the bearing of =
tree, a point of blufls, a‘false point,’ or a lit-
tle projection making out from shore, The
up steamer runs the bar and shore both, giv-
ing the down steamer all the room there s,
In old times they had a ‘night hawk! or a
round ball on the {flagstaff, buriug
the mnight the less light there is about
the steamboat the better it is for the pilot.
Ihat's the reason they have a fire-
sereen placed in front of the fornace and
curtaing along the sky-light windows, & as
to shut out all extraneous light. In a dark
night the smoking of n cigar will cause a
cloud inimica]l to the pilot. In & rainy
night it is remarkable that the shades of the
blufls do not disturb the vision as on a
moonlight night, If the rain does not fall
too hard of a dark night the-outline of the
shores show more distinctly and plain than
in clear weather. As day is breaking the
shore-line is more distinet and sharper, The
establishment by the government of light-
honses and the remowal of obstrnetions has
contributed greatly in facilitating steamboat
navigation, and adding to the safety and
comlort of travel on the river, making a
great improvement on the ‘olden time”

I hope that you may succeed in compel-
ling alﬁ:nrrium—rai].madﬁ, Alenmers, wagons,
drays, shed men and others concerned—1to pro-
tect cotton from wet, mud, ete, 1 used tar-
paunlins here last season to cover cotton on
Matform and flat cars.  Out of over fourteen
Lul)dnfd bales bought I have not had a dozen
badly picked or damaged. I consider the two
oil tarpaulins that cost me twenty dollars
saved me from a loss of one thousand dollars
last season, If twenty dollars eo invested
saves one thousand dollars in one peason,
what would they save in an ordinary life-
time? I have been in the cotton States
forty-five vears next Beptember, and have
been handling cotton freely forty-two years.
During all this time I am fully satisfied that
the crop has lost equal to one in every fifteen
years by mere negligence in not sheltering,
et the exchanges unite in condemning wet
cotton everywhere, and ginners will be forced
to eheller, teamsters to use wagon-sheets,
railrond stations and rivershippers protec-
tion while awaiting transit. This done, our
country will begin to prosper. It is an ol
adage that “the bird that can eing and will
not fing, ought to be made to sing.” There
i# no honest motive yet ever prompted wet
cotton, but, the contrary, generally a fraudu-
dulent interest.
