CuicaGo, TLL., September 15.—There has
been considerable excitement to-day in that
Em of the South Side through which the
‘hicago and Western Indiang railroad is at-
templing 1o gain an entrance to & con-
venient place for a passenger depot.
The company has secured a State supreme
court decision in its favor, and has obtained
several injunctions restruining the various
railroad companies whose tracks it will cross,
from interfering with its track-laying and also
purchased and condemned the land which it
needs, except a few small strips. Its oppo-
sition originates with the other railroad
companies, whosg tracks it crosses,
and with some of the property owners along
theroute. It is pegarded asin reality a great
contest between the Vanderbilt and the Gould
interests—the Western Indiana being also
an entering ro for the grapd trunk and
perhaps the Wabash, Last night the track
was practically? completed _as far north
as Twelith street. The tracks of the
Chicago, Burlington and Quincy, the Michi-

CONFESSION OF JIM HIGGINY, ONE OF THE
LEADERs OF THE GANG,
Special to the Appeal.]
NasavinLe, Texs, September 15.—The
confession of Jim Higgins to the Laprade
murder reveals one of the most diabolical
crimes everrecorded. After Higgins's arrest
and incarceration it was discovered that he
knew all about Laprade’s murder, A crowd
of unknown men ac ingly went to the
calaboose in which he was incarcerated, took
him out into the woods and put fire to
his feet and kept it there until
his  tortures became s0 unendurable
that he confessed that himsell and eight
others had murdered Laprade. They got
into his house by one of their number imita-
ting Laprade’s brother's voice. He had no
sooner opened the door than the entire gang
of ountlaws rushed upon him, threw a rope
over his neck, and choked him to prevent his
sounding an alarm. They then threw him
on the floor of kis cabin, and demanded his
money. He told them he had noth-
ing t fve dollars, which he gave
them, but the demops were not satisfied.
They hung him up until life was almost ex- |
tinot, when they Jet him down and againde-
manded money, He told them that he had
gpoken the truth. They then swung him up
and down ;ilh the hope of uliui;'mg different
responses, but without avail. Having singed
the hair off of his head and body, and com-
mitted the foulest of brutalities, they cut
the . tendons out of his legs, but still
lie repeated what he had said before.
With jeers and curses, loud and deep, they
dragged him by the neck around his premi-
sen, but he still clung to his first statement.
Imjuriated at what they deemed La-
prade’s obstinacy, they broke his skull |
with an ax  and thos ended his
tgrtures.  His body was then secreted
among some underbirush, from which place
two of their number, becoming alarmed, re-
moved it the following night and tumbled it
into a sink-hole, It had been currently re-
i:urted two days previous that the Laprade
rothers had fallen heir to $9000. Ramsey,
who fought the mob so desperately in the jail
and who was killed in his cell, is reported to
have killed a man in Kentucky itwo years
ago and badly stabbed three men since com-
ing to Tennessee,

SIX OF THE MURDERERS SAFE.
Two hundred men met at Guthrie to-night,
and discossed the question whether they
would visit Springfield and Jvoeh the re-
maining negroes connected with the Laprade
murder, but siterward dispersed. The six
prisoners were brought here to-night by the
sherifl of Robertson county, and placed in
jail far safety.
