Atrnrh' the Death oi' Laprasle at Had
Uleravllle A Horrify in Ntateaaeat

A Bay Fall from the Capitol.

Special to the Appeal.
Nashville, September 16. Higgins, who

confessed to the Laprade murder, and who
is now in the Nashville jail for g,

says that after having been brought from
Illinois, whither he had gone with
his family, an I placed in the cala-
boose at Saddlersville, a mob attacked the
door one night, rushed in upon him without
his seeing them, threw a cloth over his
head, and thns effectually blindfolded him,
and hurriedly tied his arms behind him.
They then threw him on a horse and took
him out some distance. They t dd him they
intended to make him give all the particulars
of the Laprade murder. He told them that he
kew nothing more than that on the Friday
night previous to the murder Jack Bell and
Jameson, who were lynched yesterday morn-
ing, had told him of a plot they had made
to rob and murder Laprade, but he
declined to go with them. They
then swung him to a limb and hung
him for a few minutes, when they let
him down and asked him if he was ready to
tell the particulars of the murder. He re-

plied what he had already said, but nothing
more. They then sat him down with his
back to a tree, tied him to it, drove stakes
down on either side of his legs, (irm-
ly securing them, piled leaves upon
him up to his waist, and told
him if he did not confess they would burn
him alive. They then applied fire to his
feet and continued to repeat the application
until he was in such intense agony that he
admitted everything they said Bell and
Jameson had told them. They then threw
him again on the horse and took him
to the calaboose, where they removed
the cloth from his head and gave him
several drinks of whiskey and applied oil and
soda to his feet. Since then he has been hav-
ing hard chills and says his whole system has
been disarranged on account of the burning
of his feet. He will not be able to walk for
several weeks.

The fire drill of children in public schools
was next considered. Chief Combs, of Wor-
cester, submitted a report in which he urged
more attention to thi matter by school teach-
ers as one of the utmost importance.

drill children in marching steadily in
line while going into and coming from" the
rooms. A drnm should be kept in every
school building, to he beaten only in case of
fire as a signal for the children to fall into
line and mar , h to the ordinary place of egress
under command of their teachers.

Hie committee on tenement houses reported
by Chief Hemniller, of Columbus, Ohio, in
favor of more stringent laws regulating con-
struction of tenement houses, requiring better
internal arrangements and the application of
fire escapes.

Chief Sexton, of St Louis, reported in
favor of an organizat'.on of a pompier corps
as a part of all the regular fire departments.

The annual report of the officers association
for the past year was submitted, that of
the treasurer showing receipts of $70,659 and
expenditures $60,253. The organization en-
ters upon tlie new year under better financial
auspices than ever before.
