A HOMICIDE

At Fociiliou tns. Arknnsait, Last Monday
A Well-Know- n liitsincss Man Shot

ami Killed In his Store by a
Cowardly Lawyer Named

William Means

.w xaitso Assigned Tor the Bloody Iel
Except a Private Quarrel Several

Months Ago which Engendered
Had Feelinp The Mur

Tuesday last, at Pocahontas, Arkansas, a
merchant named Charles Xichols, of the firm
of Levi, Hecht & Co., was shot and killed by
William Means, a n attorney. The
facts connected with the killing are given as
follows by persons who arrived here from Pp;
cahoutasr It seems ihnt Mentis add Niclibls
hail preVlUSi sonic misunderstanding and
difficulty. At the time of the homicide,
Nichols was seated on one of the counter
stools in the store talking to a customer.
Means entered tlie store and purchased a
breech-loadin- g pistol and cartridges from one
of the clerks, paying fourteen dollars for the
armament. He loaded the pistol and, ad-

vancing to where Nichols was seated, said,
"prepare yourself," and. drawing the pistol,
fired. Tlie btill ehlereij lrp-- : SlchoWs body,
passing through his heart and killing him
almost instantly. Nichols fell from theseat,
aud when lifted up by by slanders was found
dead. Means, after the shooting, started for
the door of the store, but turned
around and said, "I ought to have killed
him a long time ago, and I will kill any of
his frietlds who wanttotal't-- up

- He then
surrendered himself to friends, risking ti be
taken into custody. His wife, hearing of the
occurrence, visited hiui, but he gave her no
explanation of the cause of the bloody deed.
It is said that he and Nichols had ijuarrelcd
several months ago, and since that time had
not spoken to each other. Means had been
drinking a good deal of late, but the real
cause of the killing seems to be unknown.
He was arrested and locked up to await an
examination.
