celebration ot the ceremonv, but the news
was premature, though it may come true
anv dav. In a recent letter addressed to
one of her friends, a gland dame, the

princess siicaks of the event as ccr
tain and inevitable. The marriage will be
morganatic, and will be celebrated as soon

the czar lays aside his mourning.
The children born to the enitieror by
this princess will receive the title of
altcssc, and will occupy at the court

Russia precisely the same place that
the legitimized children of Iyouis XIV. bud
at the court of the Thev will
take rank after the grand dukes. The
hatiebtv princess must perforce give up the
dream of wearing the crown of czarina. A
morganatic wtte, she will have to content
herself with the title of altessc. and will not
preside at court or at official ceremonies.
That duty will devolve upon the hereditary
grand duchess. A suitable dowry will be
settled upon the princess, who is alreadv a
very rich woman. Her income is estimated
at nearlv a million a vear. i.tttle or nulliing
will be changed at the palace by the emiier- -
or s marriage. It is a private and personal
operation, with which the Russian nation has
11.. tiling to do. ine ceremonv itacll will be
private, almost secret. Apropos f this un-

most powerful enemies to conciliate him.
They did try at first to get rid of him by of-

fering him a new and brilliant dignity the
supreme command or vicen.vallv of all the
Asiatic possessions ol tne emperor. 1 he gen
eral saw through Ins scheme and blocked it
with a refusal. lie preferred the portfolio of
the interior, whose holder has the opportuni-
ty to engage in big siieculations. Kverv one
kmws that the general is verv fond of specu
latifans (hat pny, Tlie (VoVsi, HifcH( to the
secrecy in regard to tne objects ot the lekk
exiedltion- - sava that in view of Kngland'
change of jwlicy the execution of Russia's
intention in regard to Merv is no longer nec
essary.
