SENATOR LAMAR'S

Speech at Holly Springs Yesterday to a
Large Democratic Audience, by In-

vitation of the Hancock and
English Clnb He Justly

Eulogizes the

Democratic Candidate for the Presidency
A Few Words with Colonel Harris,

the Greenback Candidate for
Congress Manning

Safe.

Special to the Appcal.l
Holly Springs, October 4. By invitation

of the Hancock and English club Senator
Lamar spoke in the courthouse y to an
audience of 500 persons, the negroes being
largely represented, and, like the whites,
were deeply interested. Mr. Lamar's speech
was one of the ablest efforts of his life, being
logical in style, comprehensive iu scope, re-

plete with data, admirably delivered and
thoroughly unanswerable. His eulogy on
Hancock is the best yet uttered. He said there
was nothing in the English language equal
to Hancock s order No. 40. Although learned
men for centuries have written on the science
of government, Hancock, in a few short sen-
tences, stated the true theory of government,
viz: The right of trial bf' jury, the habeas
corpus, the liberty of the press, the freedom
of speech, the natural rights of persons and
the rights of property must be preserved. He
said English was an honest, upright and an
able statesman, never found wanting,
and would fill the position with
satisfaction. He arraigned the Republi
can party for its crimes, venality and corrup-
tion, his i nstigation of Garfield being cruel
though true. In criticising the corruption
and dishonesty of the carpetbag governments
of the southern States, he, in support of his
denunciations, read extracts from the speeches
and testimony of Governor Foster, of Ohio;
Congressman Hall, Senator Hoar, of Massa-
chusetts; Stevenson and Judge
Shellabarger, of Pennsylvania, all showing
them to be the most iniquitous and oppres-
sive governments that ever existed, and this,
too, upon Republican authority. He also
read an extract from President Grant's last
message on this subject, and reviewed the
platforms of the Democratic rmd Republican

He showed that Garfield and theSarties. party were for string government,
bottomed on corruption, lie read from Jeff-
erson aud Hamilton to sh the difference in
the parties and to prove : at Garfield and his
party are Federalists. 1 demonstrated con-
clusively that the Re party could
not correct the abuses of gov-
ernment. To do so would be
contrary to its creed. He said among the
things most needed by the people were the
rectification of the abuses of the government
with its 100,000 omce-holdCT- honest civil
service reform, and honesty and economy in
iui auuuuiHirauon. ine counirv also needta
a reduction of taxation. He discussed the
tariff, and proposed a tariff only for revenue
purposes. He discussed the solid south.
showing the cause of the Bouth being solid.
The south was driven to it by the corruptions,
oppressions and outrages of the Republican
patry. the Demccratic party is National,
and draws no sectional lines. When it car-
ries into effect its tendencies and principles
it will be the same from one end of the coun-
try to the other. The solid vote of the south
should be cast for Hancock and English. He
appealed to the Greenbackers to abandon
their organization, even if they deemed their
views to be right, and to vote the Democratic
ticket, as this, under existing cir-
cumstances, was their duty as patriots
and friends of the south, the
great struggle being only between the Demo
cratic ana Kepubiican parties. He regretted
the split among Democrats in Manning con
gressional district.

In concluding his speech Senator Lamar
made some pleasant remarks about Colonel
Harris, the Greenback candidate forcongress.
Colonel Harris arose, evidently quite excited
or irritated, and complained of the allusion
to him, and expressed his willingness to dis-
cuss the financial question at anv time with
Senator Lamar. Senator Lamar smilingly
replied : "I believe, sir, that according to the
code of chivalry the knight who has one
challenge unaccepted is not in a condition to
challenge another."

Senator Lamar s speech was attentively
listened to, and made a deep impression. He
predicts a brilliant triumph for the National-Democrat- ic
