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OUR PUBLIC SCHOOLS.

We regret to say that the public schools
which opened yesterday commence their sea-
son under very unfavorable auspices, not on
account of incompetent teachers or any pros-
pect of mismanagement, but solely on ac-
count of financisl embnrrasments, whichmay
greatly impede their genersl useiulness, The
finuncial report recently made by the board of
edueation is by no means reassuring, I[tshows
an indebtedness which will necessitate a rigid
economy, and which, if not met, will close the
public schools at an early day next spring.
To avert such a calnmity should be the aim
of every good citizen, The parents and
guardians of Memphis should renew their
determination to display an increasing
concern in the prosperity and perpetuity of
the publie scbools, thereby stimulating and
encouraging the exertions of superintendent,
teschers und pupils. The publie school sys-
tem is the crown of honor to the period in
which we live. It is a blessiug which our
ancestors did not enjoy. It is an index o
the progress that has been made in the cause
of American civilization. Heretofore the
public schools of Memphis have constituted
one of the most attractive features of the
city and we hope their popularity and use-
fulness will not be diminished. They
should never be permitted to languish, for it
is there that the busis of character is laid.
As in erecting the temple everything depends
apon the foundation, so does the future life of
the young depend upon the instruction they
received at school when the body and mind
are plastio and growing, If there be neglect
or perversion, the penalty is perpetual. The
bent and twisted sapling will never make a
straight and stately tree. The colt ruined in
the training is worthlest. An error in school
days ia an error for life. An education is at
best & {aulty one which does not develop and
discipline all the better elements of character
and erndicate the evil ones. The schools should
teach integrity with grommar, truth with
arithmetic, Children are made to speak sev-
eral languages, but are never taught to speak
the language of truth. They are made to
understand chemistry, but are never learned
to annlyze the awful chemistry of a lie
What our country most needs is incorrupt-
ible integrity, and what we want in the school-
roow and in the family circle, not more brain

culture, but more heart eculture, such
ressgns  WIIT IOIROW eliildren Ar.ﬁvugh

life. 1f men were compelled in voting 1o
give a reason before custing them the elect-
ive franchise would be confined to but few.
Yet the votes of the ignorant and depraved
count as powerinlly as thoae of the intelligent
and vimuous. Every voter is n law maker.
To purily the stream we must go to the
source, and to make good citizens we must
commence with the sohool children: Free
schools are the “agenciés through which the
work is to be done. Edueation not only
makes good citizens, but it lessens crime.
Money paid for the support of the public
schools is money saved, as eduontion Jessens
crime and saves the expense of convicting
and fveding eriminals. Of the criminals of
the country, twenty-two per cent, are totall ¥
ignorant, fifty per cont. partially so and only
a few are clasically educated. Of the
paupers of the country sixty per cont. are to-
tally ignorant. Good government will fol-
low good schools, and edecation’ should
therefore bo enforeed when neglected, It has
been demonstrated that most of the petty
crimes in our large cities are committed by
those who do not attend thé public schools,
and the columns of the press will ghow that
men have to wait until they become presi-
dents of insurance companies before they can
guin apportunity to steal millions. Much of
the educated criminality and refined scoun-
drelism we ste ubout us in traceable {o
sources outside the schools. Let us not for-
get that there are other elements that enter
into the economy of bumanity. Houie influ-
ence iy largely responsible in this matter, un-
less we accept the Platonic theory that the
State is the child's father and mother. This
being true, the people of Memphis shounld
sec Lo it that our public ackools are not per-
mitted 1o languish and to retrogade on sc-
count of any want of money. 'We congratu-
late the weachers of our public schogls on
their return to the field of nsefulness. They
occopy & high and  exalted position,
amd are entitled to the love and affection be-
stowed npon them by the public. There are
but few ohanges in the Hst of teschers. It
hiss been demonstrated that the rﬂ'win‘m‘_\' of
schools have beeninjured by frequent change
of tenchers, and, a few years since, the board
of education adopted the rule that those of
our public sehools shiotld not to be disturbed
in their positions; and, therefore, most of the
old wachers who have given such general
ratisfaction, and won the love and confidence
of parents and pupils, will be found in their
old positions to-morrow morning.

THE MARTIAL SPIRIT IN AMERICA.
The American people love “the pomp and
circumstance of glorious war” In times of
peace they fight mimic battles, and the be W
in the cradle plays with his toy gum and
“hip,” “halt,” “shoulder arms," are among
the first words he learns to utter, This ix in-
consistent with the genius of a republic,
The States of this Union are not pinned to-
gether by bayonets. Our rulers do not de-
pend upon a standing army to protect them
in the positions they occupy by the ballots of
frecioen, and still we present the singular
anomaly of being the groatest military peo-
ple on the face of the globe. ©Other natiouns
do not understand the paradox of our being
a peaceful and warlike people at the same
time. A fow weeks aince an English
gentleman of distinction, said in a con-
versation: “Do  you kmow what im-
pressed me most in the United States? 1t is
that your people are constantly drilling in
military exercises, Your town and cities all
have their military companies, A dozen dif-
ferent orders diill their men to handle arms
in a mldier's way, and what is it for? You
do not expect any war; never did the wings
of peace sem settled wo firmly over your peo-
ple; but as your holidays come, one after the
other, it gives a stranger the impression that
your country is & vast miliwry camp, We
have our standing army st home, but here

ihe whole people scem like soldiers and {hose
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| who dg not drill are experts in the use of
arms.” This has often been the
subject of similar comment. It can only be
accounted for on the ground that we are es-
wotially a military race. The excitement
and the martial spirit which the war engen-
Indeed it may

dered has not become extinet,
be waid that this spirit grows as the |
memories of the war are obliterated. Tt widl ‘
certainly be so in the south, for our peaple l
curb their love of military display, fearing |
that too much parade would be, ns it has
bsen, attributed to wrong motives. So soon
a: an aWectionate brotherhood shall have
been restored between the north and south by
the election of Hancock, the military com-
pamies of the north and south will vie with
each other in discipline and drill, and in
time of war the only rivalry would be as w
courage and galiantry in defending the coun-
try. This love of martial display is con-
demned by those who believe it incompatible
with the spirit of our government, which
looks for support to the affections |
of the people instead  of
onets, and because the military, led by a pop-
ular leader, could suddenly revolutionize the
government.  But it will be many centuries
before America is cursed with another civil
war, and the military spirit of our people,
which is a mystery to the foreigner, is a bul-
wark of protection, for it will stay the ag-
gressions of foreign powers, Prudent nations
always prepare for war in time of peace, and
the martinl spirit of Americawill be of valoe
in due course of time. “Westward the star
of empire takes it way,"” and so soon as Mex-
ico becomes ripe and mellow it will be
plucked as easily as wasTexas, The logicofl
events points to this resalt, Nations always
fight as soon as by repose and industry they
have sccumulated a little sarplus energy,
which is botind to explode in battle, as the
electric surcharge of the stmosphere bursts in
thunder. The peace-piperscannotstop wars by
whereases and syrupy resolutions, The teach-
ings of experience and the history of the
past 4000 years show thst nations have billed
and banged each other with the view of con-
quest and expansion, and the story which
illumines these bloody nnnals of the past will
be repeated. The people who acquired Lou-
isiana, Texus and nearly halfi of Mexico,
and are now driving the Indians into the
gulf, will not be content with its acqisitions,
America is now at _peace with all the work,
There is not so much as & spee upon the hori-
zon. But inthe course of twenty years it
will require the scape-valve of war o give
vent to the surplus energy and the military
spirit panting for military glory. The storm
of war will break wpon the continent
as the cyclone breaks upon the trop-
ical seas. In the older countries they
have generally made all the conguests
possible, and their surplus population must
either emigrate, fight themselves off the face
of the earth or perish. In Amer
ica we will not have a surplus population for
athousand vears to come. But in afew
years it will require an immense ares of ter-
ritory for the parade grounds of our mili-
tary, and these will be in the rich valleys of
Mexico. “A bird that can sing and won't

empowered by the last legislature with the
duty of reporting the exnct amount of the
legal linbilities of the State, this report would
be rejected and apurned by the holters, just as
they reject and spurn the decision of Judge
Withey.

The State-credit
advocates show by facts and figures that the
railroads have settled with the State, have in
some cases been sold outto meet the exactions
of the State, and that they do not owe a dol-
lar on the bonds issued in aid of their con-
struction. Deluded by the silly howl of the
no-tax party, the bondholders were rejoiced
to learn that the railronds were liable for (he
payment of the railroad bunds, and instituted
suits agninst the railroads. This question
has been before the courts for two years, and
after an exhaustive investigation into the law
and facts, Judge Withey, of Michigan, .de-
cides that there is no obligation on the part
of the railroads to pay any of the outstand-
ing bonds of the State of Tennvssee. Mil«

holders fell buck on the railroads, in a for-
lorn bope to recover the money that they had
fonned on the faith of the great seal of the
Btate. They employed the ablest con-
stitutional lawyers in  the United
States, and after hearing oll the facts the
court decides that the railroads are not li-
able. Still the bolters insist that the horse

This is a serious
charge, but it can be substantiated in every
del.:iTnnd 1 believe that my duty to the
National committee requires that the facts
should be laid before them. You will re-
member that on the 6th of July there was a
meeting of a portion of the National éxeou-
tive committee at the St. Janofés hotel, New
York. There were present on that occasion,
besides ourselves, General Weaver, Lee Cran-
dall, Edward Daniels and George 0. Jones,
‘We were also assisted with the advice and
counsel of Senator John P. Jones, of Nevada.
At that meeting Genersl Weaver wggﬂed
the name of George O. Jones, of New York,
for the financial agent of the National com-
mittee, to raise funds for the campaign.
Nothing was said at that time ns to the meth-
ods to be pursued by Mr. Jones: that was
left to his discretion, and has only subse-
quently become known. Since that meeting
you have withdrawn yourself from the man-
agement of the campaign. Immediately fo!-
lowing his appointment, Mr. Jones requested
the fact to be communicated to Senator Jones
and to ex-Senator Dorsey, secretary of the Re-
publican National committee. ~ This was
done, but how much money was raised no
one will probably ever know from Mr. Jones,
but it is possible from other sources to state
somewhere near the sum he has expended on
the National canvass. When General Weaver
returned from Arkansas I took oceasion to
remonstrate with him on the matter, stating
that I had been informed by a member of our
executive committee that George 0. Jones
had received $5000 from the Republican
campaign fund. General Weaver replied
that it made no difference how much had
been received, for his tour in Alabama and
Arkansas would have been simply impos-
sible without the aid extended to him.. He
further stated that in Alsbama he had re-
ceived from Mr, Jones between 23800 and
F1000, and several hundred while in Arkan-
B, eral Weaver left that day for Maine,
wnd wis sccompalued from New York to
Boston by Mr. .ronu. On that trip it was
arranged that General Weaver should de-
nounce fusion in Maine on every available
occasion, and take such measures as, in his
judgment, would be most conducive toward
creating disaffection between the allied
forces of Greenbackers and Demoerats.
