Much as the affections of the people
of the tenth congressional district have
hitherto clustered around this gentle-
man, he still more endeared himsell
by his defense of them in his matchless
speech nt the Greenlaw Operahouse last
night. * Able, eloguent and merciless as was
the eastigation which Harry M. Hill admin-
istered to W. R. Moore, the night before, it
was the mere breeze that precedes the storm,
the trickling of the drop ere the bursting of
the fountain. . Colonel Young had the inspi-
ration of a large and enthusiastic crowd, and
he was equal to his opportunities. In debate
he is punctilious in the observance of a high-
toned, knightly courtesy, but the provoeation
was po great that he could not repress the
surging tide of indignation which he felt in
defending his constituents from ealumnies so
foul and infwmous.

romance nor history furnishes anything com-
parable to the species of hideous outrage,
the monstrons crime of a southern man, tra-
dueing the land of his birth, vilifylng his
friends, patroos and neighbors, and striving
by appeals to the deadly sectionnl prejodices
and passions that once drove us at each
other’s throats to cOntinbe hesweds wiich
ecommon wsensée leaches us are in-
jurious  to  both  sections and the
great material interests of the country. How
prondly and grandly the conduet of Casey
Yonung contrasts with that of the man whose

The offense of W. R. Moore has been great,
