Perila of Palities,

Twelve yoars ago, W. A. Smith, of Damas-
cus, Wayne county, Pennsylvanin, was a ped-
ler of notions throughout vortheastern Penn-
sylvania and the adjacent counties of New
York. While riding in 1869 on the FErie
railroad he was seriously injured by n pnss-
ing train, For this injury he received dama-
ges to the amonnt of 15000, With this
capital he became the parther of his step-
father, David Fortnam, in ihe lumber busi-
ness, They had the contraet for furnishing
all the waterial used in making the shipping
boxes of the Glen Cove starch works on Long
Iland, This alone required the shipment
of 2000000 feet of busswood a year. The
contract was very profitable, and in n few
vears the firm of Fortoam & Smith was von-
sidered one of the wenlthiest in the Deleware
lumber regions. Smith then went into poli-
tios, and in 1876 was nominee for mssern bly
in Wayne. Some trouble arising he ngreed to
resign, in consideration that the expenses in-
curred by him should be paid back. [le was
given n note for $600 by three prominent
Democrats, but who afterward refused to pay
it. The case was carried to conrl, and, after
n costly trial, Smith finally obtained judg-
ment. The excitement nattending politics,
and the extended litigation, led him into ex-
cesscs which on him rapidly. He in-
vested in fine horses and trainers to  look al-
ter them. He beeame a freguent visitor to
New York, and a well-known Aabitue, and one
of the most prodigal of it notorious resorts.

Tines: 1 have been down in Wales since I
wrole you last, in the wicinity of Adelina
‘afti's summer home, which s indeed her
only home, . Crig-y-No# castle. Bo few
Americans travel through Walés that the
principality is terpu ineognita to most of our
countrymen, thongh it is one of the loveliest
sputs on earth, and as well worth the tour-
ist's attention as France or Italy. Not an
clement is lncking to fascinate the eye, whether
it be the cultured landscape w forms the
unsurpassable charm of rural England, the
iumlnlpcullu hanging on_p peak like the
storied turrets n[n?*rarhvnk-]u, the aroma of
antiquity, which in the case of Wales dates
back to the Draidic days in well-established
snnuls, while tales of tradition claim the
spot as the very cradle of the human race.
The climate of Wales is an equable and
agreeable one, In some sheltered portions
semi-tropical plants flourish in the air all
winter, and the grass has unceasingly the
rich, fresh green which so enchants the trav-
cler in Ireland, On every side there ia
an napect of reporeful peace and beauty, for
the solitude Is almest unmarred in an
isolated eountry house like Craig-y-Nos castle
a3 it would be in a Sieria Nevadianevalley in
a miner's hut. The thing which, above all
others, renders her Welsh home delightful to
Adeling Patti in that which makes the coun-
try almost d4s oppressive as a living grave te
most foreigners who attempt to take up ares-
idence there. To those august bodies known
a8 “county familiea” the locality in which
their manor honses are gitnated is teeming
with circumstances of interest which to the
outsider are simply blank. Rooted to the
soil through ‘gencraticais, these British fami-
lies have no other ambition than to pass their
lives as their ancestors did theirs—in fox-
hunting, conntry-houss visiting, dinner-giv-
g, assizes balls, and race balls; in driving,
walking, vixits to the poor, and church-going.
Well-burn, well-bred, refined, and grand man-
nered, there gentry in aur duys of wide travel
and attrition with the world, can only be
called sbout half-edueated. In many cases
the same governess who instructed “mamma®”
n quarter of o century ago is called upon to
wriorm the same service for her daughters,
’! wing been s pengioner in the family ever
rince. Natarally, the old lady is some-
thing of a fossil, and such learning as
she had when she was younger, when the ed-
neational requirement in  governesses was
much lower than mnow, has become rather
tusty. This is the explanation of the thing
which so often nstonishes Americans when
thrown in the society of people of birth in
England, namely, their occasional use of
bad grammar, The dropping of an “h” is
something never heard except from the lips
of a pleboian, it is trua; but such phrases ns
“these sort of things” “very different
that,” “if e comes,” instend of “if he come,”
“it is me,” inatend of *it is 1" are in con-
stant nse among people who ought to feel
ashamed (o dimsentinate suck bad ideas of the
language for their children to pick up and
continne,  An occasional visit o l.muhm at
such important epochs as marringes, of pre-
sentations at court, and tare ¢évents of that
kind, are the sole metropolitan ripples which
oceur 1o break the placid flow of the slog-
gish stréam of their eouutry lives, in stately
hospitality as profuse as their ancestors, the
barons who seized on wandering merchants'
caravans and appropriated their goods, to
afterward bestow them grandly upon the
guests and retainern at the castle: in mi-
ite and unceasing courtesy through which
care is taken not 1o render it oppressive to
the vistor, these kind country gentlefolks are

A very large number of men
were collected here at a vast expense, with
the single purpose of rekindling the bitter-
ness and hatred, the animosities and antipa-
thies, the fears and exultations of civil war
for the advantage of a single party. [ take
Yo to witness that the greater portion of the
jonrnnls of Pittsburg, nz well as the orators
on this oceasion, have been trying to induce
ug, the people, to hate each other for the sake
of partisan advantage, A stranger would
imagine, who was reading the last few
duys, that we were still nt war, and
their purpose was to  revive and
to exasperate the hatred and animos-
ity of civil war in order to intensify their
side of the conflict. They talk ahout rebels
and traitors!
