WAR TO THE KNIFE

And the Knife to the Hilt That U the De-

claration of (ieneral .Mahoitc, the
Leader of the Readj aster Demo--. fcrtf Virginia He Will

Make no

Compromise With HU Opponents He De-

mands Their Unconditional Surren-
der HU Conference with Speak-

er Randall and A brum S.

Hewitt.

Special to the Philadelphia Proa: The
failure of Speaker Randall and Mr. Abram S.
Hewitt, as the representatives of the Demo-
cratic National committee, to conclude a
compromise with General Mahone, of Vir-
ginia, to have only one Hancock and KngliBh
electoral ticket in that State is the principal
topic of conversation about the Democratic
headquarters here and in the circles of that
party generally. Of ccursc, the Democrats
are much annoyed at Mahone's obstinancy,
charge that he is dickering with the Repub-
licans and doing all sorts of things to endan-
ger Democratic supremacy in the Old Domin-
ion. Those Democratic leaders who have been
engaged in the effort to bring about a com-
promise, and the journals that y print a
part of the proceedings and color them to snit
their own notions, have stopped short of the
real meat of the movement, coloring the facts
to snit their fancy and to General Mahone's
disadvantage. I am able to give from one of
his most truBtorTfriends tbe facts relative to
the effort at compromise that failed and the
real position of this plucky leader upon the
points at issue. They are as follows: Ever
since the Readjuster convention was held
which placed a Hancock and English elec-
toral ticket in the field the National Demo-
cratic organization has, as far as the leaders
thought prudent, given aid and comfort to
the Bourbons ana frowned upon Mahone and
his followers. Before the Indiana election
they were bordering on aggressive action
r.gaiugt the readjasters, and it took the best
advice of General Mahone's Democratic
friends to keep the National committee from
openly pronouncing in favor of the Funder
or Bourbon ticket and declaring Mahone and
his followers outlaws from the Democratic
camp.

RANDALL AND A COMTROMrf E.
The only thing that kept them from this

positive" action then, as it keeps them from it
now, is tliat he is a United States senator,
and may hold the balance of power in that
body after the 4th of March next. After the
Indiana election the Bourbons thought they
saw a chance to scare the National commit-
tee into hostile action against Mahone, and
they sent a commission to New Y'ork, with
Congressman John T. Harris at its head, to
insist upon a proclamation from that 'body
recognizing the Bourbon electoral ticket, and
calling upon all Democrats to support it.
Here Speaker Randall, who has always pro-
fessed friendship for General Mahone and
his cause, came upon the scene as pacificator,
and wrote the leader of the new southern
revolution asking a conference, and General
Mahone coming to Philadelphia on business,
consented to meet Mr. Randall at his home,
and did so. When the speaker mentioned
the necessity of a compromise to
insure the electoral vote of Virginia for
Hancock, General Mahone replied that a
compromise between the Readjustee aud the
Bourbons was not a debatable question, for
neither he nor his party would ever consent
to it, and th the only way to secure a single
Hancock electoral ticket in Virginia was to
order the Bourbon ticket out of that field.
The speaker argued for a compromise, but to
no purpose, and Mahone firmly informed
him that he had his ultimatum. Mr. Randall
then asked him to go to New Y'ork for a con-
ference with the National committee. Gen-
eral Mahone declined. He then asked if he
would see a representative of that body if
one came here.

HEWITT AND PRYOR AS SECONDS.
"Onlv as I would see any other individual

who might call upon me," replied the plucky
leader. "I will see any gentleman who calls
upon me." "Then 1 will telegraph for Mr.
Hewitt, replied the speaker. "Not at my in-

stance," rejoined General Mahone. But Mr.
Randall did telegraph, at his own instance,
and General Mshone telegraphed for his
friend, General Roger A. Pryor, that he
might have a friend to hear and advise, and
these two strong, progressive southern leaders
were toirether when Mr. Hewitt anil Stieaksr
Ranr! all called fr Hewitt nnt tinvint.
much interest in the six"or eight Readjuster
congressmen who are likely to enter the
house when General Mahone takes his seat
in the senate as Mr. Randall, was not as ten-
der in his treatment of the question as the
Speaker, bnt was humble enough. He told
(ieneral Mahone that a compromise was
necessary to secure harmony in the party, aud
that the Funders were ready to yield almost
any pm tii.n of the electoral" ticket he might
demand and to turn over the management
of the canvass to him.

M.UtoNK's ULTIMATUM.
General lahone replied that this offer

ought to be a settlement.of the whole contro
versy; that it was an acknowledgment of the
justice and strength of his position; that if
the Readjusted were entitled to a majority
hi the electoral ticket they were entitled to
it all, and this propooition demonstrated that
fact. Mr. Hewitt contested the mint, but to
no purpose, and finally General Maiione in-

formed him that further parley was unneces-
sary, and that the Rcadiustcrs would only
consent to a compromise that took the Bour-
bon ticket unconditionally out of the field.
He also informed Mr. Hewitt that the con-
stituency he represented were fighting for a
principle, and would never surrender. "The
electoral vote of Virginia is in no danger,"
said General Mahone; "we will beat the
Bourbons 20,000 votes, and they know it as
well as we, and that is why
they are trying to save something
by a compromise. Neither myself nor
my friends will ever consent to any." "As
can be imagined," added General Mahone's
faithful friend who gave dK the story of the
meetings and talks as above crudely recited,
"the conference was not lengthy or overly
Cordial. I should never have felt at liberty
to have talked with you at all upon this sub
ject," said my informant, "had not some of
the facts in relation to it been given out and
colored by the press to suit the interests Gen-
eral Mahone is fighting,"

MAHONE DON'T TRADE.
"Has he never had a conference with the

National Democratic committee?"
"No, sir. He has never recognised their

right to interfere in the contest he is making
in Virginia. They sought this conference
ami have got his ultimatum."

"Will the National committee declare
against him?

"It makes no difference what they do the
Rcadjusters will carry the State. I hardly
think, however, that they will care to antag-
onize his force in face of that fact. Y'et the
pressure from the Bourbons will be great to
induce the committee to do it as their last
nope."

"What about his alleged bargain with tho
Republicans to get the withdrawal of their
congressional candidates in all but two dist-

rict.-, where Dczendorf and Jorgenson are
running?"

"There isn't a word of truth in it. 1 was
with him during all of his visit to Philadel-
phia, and know that it is a lie out of whole
cloth. General Mahone met Republicans us
he met I Vmocrais, in a social way only. He
need make no bargain with the Republicans.
Their electoral ticket don't endanger the suc
cess ot the ivjaajusters. lhey will carry
nearly every congressional district, as well
as the electoral vote. io, these stories about
Mahone's trading with tho Republicans are
just as true as that he wants to trade with
the Democrats.
