The effect is
plain; and now that the facts in the case are
coming to light and being demonstrated by
unmistakable evidence, the natural conelu-
sion is that the sewage arcangements for
Paris are not only unfit for, but a disgrace to
a civilized nge and country.

But the absinthe that you find
in most eqfes is adulterated and oxidized; the
vermouth, too, is falsified, and the liquors
are often “doctored.” Wine, 15 we have seen,
is not drunk in public by respectable people.
The French drink par cxcellence, aml the
Parisian drink par csefuce, in coffee, that slow

There
were also a few political prisoners, but only o
fuw; though I was told that Kara is the place
to which such exiles, when condemned to
hard labor, are sent. After secing all but two
of the principal prirons and penal colonies of
Riberia, I came to the conclusion that the
mmber of political prisoners commonly said
to be deported thither is largely in excess of
the facts. I spent more than twodaysat Kara,
and had some opportunity of seeing the place
well. I went to the mines and saw the men
at work,which is all done on the surface, aud
which] resembled the labor of navvies
when making jaj cutling, stones and carth
having ta be carted away and put into a ma-
chine to be washed, Iu’]:'hl:il' wours of labor
were from 6 in the morning to 7 at night,
with an hour or two's rest %nr dinner; and
this only in the summer season, for in winter
the ground is frozen and they have little or
nothing to do, - Free laborers in the mines 1
noticed continued to work after the convicts
left, and 1 learned that the couvicls may
sleep from 9 to 5 in the summer, and in win-
ter, if they choovse, from 7 to 7. The food
