AMERICA'S HENRY IRVINU.

t. w Keene's Wonderful Exposition or
Traffic Characters

His Style of Acting a Revealed In Rich-
ard III, Mi y lock. Kichclleit and

Hsnitl.

St. Louis, October 10. Thos. W. Keene's
appearance in this city at the grand opera-hous- e,

last Monday evening, was looked up-
on by the critics doubtfully. They could not
realize that this actor could, without adven-
titious aid, merely upon his own merits
create the furor he did create in Boston and
Chicago. True, they remembered this actor's
extraordinary impersonation of "Conpeau"
in Charles Keade s version of Zola's repul-
sively realistic L'Jasowiniiro; they remem-
berer how his awful realism in that play
used to make men shudder and women faint,
and how the curtain at the end of the play
used to descend amid shouts of applause.
They saw something of the man's genius in
that character, but thev thouirht from Zola Kin
to .Shake; are was bound tow tch f os-- f
to comprehend. Ihey forgot that an actor
can only become a great tragedian when he

1

has mastered every branch of his art, when
he has learned to sound the depths of human
passion in every grade of human character.
This Keene has mastered, and it was this
knowledge of his art, as seen in his "Rich-
ard," that carried the critics away on Mon-
day last, as they were carried away the

week in Chicago. They found him
a novelty in his treatment of Shakesperean
character; they found him novel in the pos-
session of wonderful physical advantages;
they found a man a trine more massive than
Edwin Booth, with a face revealing the
strength of Forrest and the intellectuality of
Booth; they found in him the magnetism,
the dramatic fire and elocutionory grace of
the elder Kean. They found at once that
the new American tragedian had come. This
fact has been recognized at once by not only
the critics but Tby the masses, who have
crowded every part of this enormous theater
every evening during the week, and who, for
the eight performances, have paid into the
treasury not less than S?U,000.

As some eminent critics have already ob-
served, Tom Keene reminds the student forci-
bly of the elder Kean. He has the force, the
poetic passion, the power, the voice, the dra-
matic fire, above all else, which we are told
characterized that great tragedian. His
"Richard " to the present generation of play-
goers is a revelation. It is not the "Richnrd"
of Edwin Booth, but it is the "Richard " of
Edmund Kean, bold in its conception, stir-
ring and electric in its execution. Our
American Keene presents the "Richajxl" who
could smile and murder as he smiled, and
clearly reveals the sardonic and conscience-
less nature of Shakspcare's kingly villain.
His elocution reminds me of Edwin Booth,
but his voice is of a wider range. In his
reading he finely follows the undulations of
Shakespeare's text, and expresses clearly its
constant changes. One of the great features
of the performance is the make-u- p of Keene
and the facial expression. " nis malignant
expression," said a lady to me, "when he
first came on the stage and delivered the so-
liloquy, 'Now is the winter of our discontent,'
and which he maintained to the end, fasci-
nated me, and haunted me after I had left
the theater." "I shall never forget the horror
of his apparition scene," said a prominent
editor. "He wheedled 'Lady Anne' into con-
sent with the cunning of the devil," said a
theatrical veteran. "I shall never forget the
realism of his combat scene with 'Rich-
mond,' " was the remark of an old dramatic
manager, after the play on Monday night. I
certainlv will never forget the manner in
which Tom Keene's performance was re-
ceived. I cannot recall in the last twenty
years such an exhibition of enthusiasm over
any actor or actress who ev.er appeared on
the American stage.

But Keene's "Richard" is only one part in
his repertoire. In my judgment, from an
artistic point of view, his "Shylock " and his
" Richelieu" are the better" performances.
His "Shylock" is conspicuously Jewish in
gait, demeanor, accent, gesticulation wonder-
fully powerful in the pathetic and tragical
episodes, and all but overstepping the fron-- s- - i - - ntonio"

and "Tubal." He always rivets your
attention upon the deeply-exercise- d Jew who,
though encompassed round about by a nest
of merciless foes, fights one and all to the
bitter end with indomitable energy. Keene'6

Richelieu" will stand favorably alontrside
the best interpretations of the character we
have ever had, and in some respects excels
them. For instance, in the fourth act where
lie draws around the form of "Julie" the
holy circle of the church. These efforts
mark the man and add one more name to the
list of historical exponents of tlie standard
drama.
