The peas-
sntry, in the best of times, earn nomore than
a “subsistence in the lowest conditions of an-
imal life,” Aswoon ns they begiff 1o earn
more Lord Landsdowne takes instant meas-
ures to raise their rent,
IMPROVING THE LAND,

Now, as to land agents’ and landlords’
theory of “improvement,’ let me gnote from
Mr. Godkin's Land War in  Ireland a pas-
sage that will have greater weight than
the:most elognent denunciation of the wrongs
of the peasantry.

“For my part,” he writes, “1 eannot under-
stand the meaning of improving a country by
disinheriting und hnnin{:ing its inhabitants,
] A great deal has been sajd about the evils of |

small farms. But the most disturbed and
| impoverished parts of Ireland are those in
which the farms are largest; while the two
most prosperous and bes-ordered counties—
Armagh and Wexford—are the counties in
which small farms most abound. Muster
Fitgibbon informa us that there are 650 es-
tatea of all magnitudes trom £100 to £20,000
a year nnder control and management of
the court of chancery, The total rents of |
these amount to £404056 a vear, payable |
by 28581 ‘tenanta. These estates are |
in all parts of Ireland, not only in all
the provinces, but im all the counties
without exception; &nd, according to
Master Fitzgibbon, they fairly represent
the tenmantry of the whole country. The
lrmure of legal remedies for these rents has
wen very little used; the nomber of evie-
tions absolutely trifling; and of between 400
and 500 receivers who collect these remts not
one has ever been assailed or interfered with
or threatened in the discharge of his duty, 1
believe the other three masters would make
substantially a similar report to this in re-
spect to the estates ums:-r their jurisdic-
ton.”

Mr. Fitzgibbon proceeds to state that on
one estate there are 2500 tenants paying
£13,000—being an average of six pounds a
year. This estate has buen sold, and three of
the lots fetched over thirty years’ purchase
of the yearly profit rents, The fourth lot is
held by small cotters, at rents which average
only two pounds, and this lot fetched twenty-
three vears' purchase, This estate has been
under a reetver for three years, and there
has never been one complaint from a tenant,

It is the snme verdict that Irish history
renders inevery part of Ireland and at every
epoch of her history, There never was o
race of people who have been g0 maliciously
maligned as the Irish people. Dr. Johnson

by hislord, but here the lord is fed by his
vondslave.” It is the same to-day,
In no other country in all this world are
the titles of the bolder of the soil so defee-
tive, so untenable in equity, so fall of Haws,
founded on so many violations of plighted
faith. Mr. Parnell said to me récently that |
s lurge number of Irish landlords could show
ao title at all, and, therefore, they dreaded a
movement that might end in compelling.them
o show caunse why they should be paid for
their lands. In no country in the world are
the rights of landed proprietors “not esrried
out only, but advocated with soch fanatical
gealotry, The Trenches, [ather and .wn,
have frequently distingnished themselves by
their more than Saul-like zeal in proclaim-
ing, both by precept and wactice, the eardi-
nal doctrine of Irish landlordism, that ten-
ants have no rights that landlords are
bound to respect. Trench whamelessly
broke his . plighted troth with Lans-
downe's tenants whenever it %0
plessed him, He levied finks withont sane-
tion of law for violation of lnws of his own
crention. No despot on earth had a’ more
absolute authority —for the tenants wers at
his merey for the house their own hands had
bailt, for food, for fuel, for life outside of the
poor-house. To be evicted meant to be stary-
ed, to be homeless, to be ruined. The lIrish
land agent recoguizesone interest only, one
motive of action only, one standard of cth-
ics only—the good of the estate. Christianity,
patriotism snd philanthropy are a5 dust in
the balance when weighed with the “Rules of
the Estate.”

Undoubtedly the new line will be n powerful
competitor with the Sonthern for freight and
business from Cincinnati to the south, but it
will furnish to that city closer connéctions
and better facilities for doing business, It
i possible the projectors of the Sonthern now
renlize the mistake they made in building a
competing line with the Kentocky Central
to Lexington, but while iteis s misfortune,
considered in that connection, it gives to Cin-
cinnati two southern lines, one of which is
under the contrel of the Lonisville and Nash-
ville, and this is what Cincionati spent $20,-
000,000 to avoid. The Southern now talks
of building a line to Nashville, which is im-
praeticable; when the Southern is at Nash-
ville it is notin the least better off than when
at Chattanocoga, and it would net pay to
build that line in order to carry twice the
freight that new goes from Cincinnati to
Nushville. But there is a scheme which the
permanent lessees of  the Southern would do
well to consider, and that is a branch from
Harrodsburg or s
DANVILLE DIRECT TO LOUISVILLE,

thus making a bid for Loutsville business,
not to Nashville, but to the entire south.
That branch would be most favorably con-
sidered in thi= city, avd no doubt substan-
tinlly ‘aided, Besides the counties through
which it would run are rich and productive,
and stand greatly in need of transportation
facilities. The projected line runs through
a level country, and would cost comparative-
Iy ldittle to build. If peactical rail-
road mern-—men who grasp the
situation, men with judgment,
courage, and foresight—gain comtrol of the
Cincinnati Southern this branch from Har-
rodsburg to this city would be completed
very shortly after the cars were runming
through from Cineinnati and Louisville to
Knoxville. The Kentucky Central has con-
templated this extension ever since the com-
pletion of the Cincinnati Southern, and it
ook definite stepe (o that end ‘some months
ago, after consultation with the Lounisville
and Nashville nuthorities. The road will be
built to Richmond first, and it will be opened
to that point by the time the road is com-
pleted to Knoxville. It will then be ex-
tended in a straight line, striking the Knox-
ville road about Livingston. Cars to Cincinnati
from Atlanin will run on the Western
and Atlantic from  Atlanta to  Dalton,
then direct to Cleveland on the East
Tennessee and Georgia road, thence to Knox-
ville, thus leaving Chattanooga to the west,
and forming a line to Cincinnati as direct
as that of the Cincinnati Houthern. All this
tends to show the rapid development of a
very rich section of the south, nnJ especially
of Kentucky., Just what benefita Louisville
will deserve depends upon herself. Henlthy
co-operation among the merchants, liberal
support of the Board of Trade, watchfulness
and enterprise, such as have been exhibited
during the past year, will soon \:l:wf- her
abreast of her rivals. With o road to Har-
rodsburg, and an independent line to Texas,
Louisville’s position will be secure.

Home Incidents in Gy pay History.
A dreadful fight' occurred at Hawick, at
the winter fair, in 1780. The dispute arose
out of a quarrel between two ie=s as to
the right to n frail sister who erbwn con-
ferring her favors on both. Two gypsies
were killed, while the whole of the two
tribes—one being from Yetholm, and the
other from Lochmaben—joingd in the fight.
A somewhat singular occurrence hap in
1772, near Faln The real canse of these
furious encounters seems to have been the in-
vading propensitics of the West Country
gvpsies. The last three of Jean Gordon's
sons and two of their wives were found
guilty of sheep-stealing in May, 1730, when
n juryman who had been asleep during the
trial, awnkening suddenly, found his breth-
ren equally divided on the cnse, upon which
he cried out, emphatically: “Hang 'em a'!"
8o they were hanged on fifthol Juve, In
1746 poor Jean Gordon was ducked to
death in the Eden, at Carlisle, for hav-
ing expressed her partinlity for the Sw-
arts, As often as she got ler head
above water she cried out “Charlie
yet! Charlie yet!” and died like a true Faa.
t was not till 1783 that the severe statute of
5 Eliz, e. 20, which had not been put in
foree, according to Blackstone, since the time
when, ns Hale says, “at one Suffolk azzizes no
less than thirteen gy psics were execnted npon
those statutes a few years before the restora-
tion,” was repealed by 23 Geo. 1l,c. 51. Up
10 the passage of the vagrant act, 5 Geo., IV,
¢, 83, “for the punishment of idle and disor-
derly persons, rogues and vagabonds" gyp-
sies could ouly be ed agninst under
17 Geo. 11,,e. 5, Old “Wull Faa,” of Kirk
Yetholm, king of the gypsies, died in 1784,
at a great age, at Coldingham, when his corpse
wits escorted to Yetholm by a train in which
were 300 asses.

The
war in America had been concluded only a
few years when the war with France broke
out, The gypsies were pressed into the ser-
vice, being everywhere ap)lnnhemlul as “idle
and disorderly persons and vagabonde.” But
large numbsrs mutilated themselves to es-
cape service, and adopted a fixed habit of
life, so that it is notorious that in Scotland
ypsies now fill many honorable posts in the
