Bernhardt yesterday, at the Alber-
marle hotel, between 1 and 2 o'elock, on her
arrival from Mr, Sarony’s photographic gal-
lery, where she had just had her picture
taken, Mlle, Bernhardt was very much |
sleased with the way in which this work had
n done, and was'in the best health and
spirits, nlthough she eaid she had not wet
throat. Her voice was, nevertheless, strong,
slear and musical. Mlle. Bernhardt iz a
charming talker, radiant with genios snd
originality. After her late and hasty break-
fast she expected to go to Booth’s theater to
attend the first of her two daily rehearsals.
Prof. Baralt asked Mlle, Bernhardt to give
the World through him some preliminary
notion of her views on the principles and
methods of the great French stage
which  she  represenis  here,  and
on the diamatic art in neral.
“Indeed,” she replied, smilingly, “I do not
think I have much to say about these things.
I consider the Theater Francais the greatest
achool of dramatic art in the world, Ita en-
seinble is certainly most admirable. Its
method T think “the best simply because I
know it is the most natural.”

“What is your opinion of the Italian
school of acting as illustrated by Ristori and
Sulvini?”

“[ do not like it. I think it is false and
exaggerated, I like much better the English
and_Lmuringn strla ol ag I W 4
admired Irviog very much; m’l'err_v E
liked exceedingly. You know 1 saw Miss
Claras Morris here the other night.  Well, I
was delighted with her. She has rare talents
and a style of her own. I consider hera
most admirable actress.”

“Did you see Rachel and Ristori?’
“Neither; I am too young to have seen
Rachel, and Ristori, curiously enough, I
have never happened to have the pleasure of
secing.”

“But you have seen Salvini and Roesi,
have you not?”

“1 have seen Bossi, but not Salvini.”
“What do youn think of Rossi?”

“Well, he has undoubted talent, but hon-
estly 1 do not admire him. 1 have already
told you that T de not like the Italian
dramatic school. It is not natural, and that
is the last word with me."”

“Well, how far do you think an actor
should be what you call natural?”

“Oh, entirely, absolutely so. 1 assure yon
that my whole theory of art is comprised in
the worl ‘nature.’”

“But do you not think it impossible for an
artist to be entirely natural? Do yon not
admit the requirements of what the French
critics eall ‘theatrical optics'?”

“Well, of course an actor has to raise his
voice above the ordinary key, especially in
certain passionate plays, but that is about
all, is itnot?”

“And what about his gestures?”

“Oh, 1 do not think the actor should study
gesture at all!  He must be naturally grace-
ful and sccustomed to refined gestures, jod
then allow his actual feclings to suggest the
proper gesticylation. I think it is time
wasted and very foolish to prepare and study
one's gesture beforehand. "l'}u- real fecling
of the moment and the situation as it risds
must give the actor all the movements and
play of gesture he needs,”

“What! Do you think that the actor must
really and entirely fcel the passion which he
is called to expresa?"

“That is my oplnion, unquestionably! I
believe that he must feel every emotion just
as fully and strongly as if it was a real emo-
tion, arising out of his own experience. He
should identify himsell completely with the
character that he personates; he should be for
the time that character. He must let himself
be carried away, and that by real feeling. He
must give himsell up entirely to his role and
to his audience. Acting is a great and con-
atant battle. The actor has to control and
fascinate his audience by his passion, and he
eannot do it if he iz not himself carried away
by it. How can he? Sometimes we overstep
our mark, but it is no matter; we cannot help
it: we ean correct that and make amends the
next night. That is what | do. If I should
slay the rofe of an insane woman I should
Leuume really insane, certainly, during
all the representation. I think that it is
for this remsen they have never given me
such rofes! And 1 am afraid of -them. é
really mg.
