The Robert McKenna matter as to his dis '

qualification for taking his seat in the gene-
ral assembly of the State, by reason of hav-
ing been rendered infamous, having been
convicted by a jury of the Bartlett circuit
court on the charge of committing inc.st,
created considerable talk in political circles.
The Republicans insist that their representa-
tive man U all right, incest or no incest,

hile the Democrats hold that he cannot
legally sit in the general assembly by reason
of his conviction for the horrible crime. As

contest will be made in the legislature on
the point, the exact legal status of the case
will cut quite an important figure. From an
esteemed correspondent at Bartlett, we are
enabled to give the legal status of the case as
follows:

notice of the disqualification of Robert
McKenna, leg' lator-rleot, on account of his
conviction of an infamous crime, I forward
yon facts from the records of the Bartlett
circuit conr!, which you may use as you
please. At the July term, 1874, of this court
the irranii jure made this presentment. TI
cony only the charging part: First, "that
Hubert McK. una, late of the county afore
said, on the first day oi June, A.D. 1874, did
unlawfully and lelonio.isly have carnal
knowledge with one Anna Blackstone, the
dituijhter of his wife's Ji .ghlrr, he, the said
McK. una. then and there knowing that she
was the daughter of his wife's daughter
against the jie;tce and dignity of the State."
Scermd, "that the said Robert McKenna, on
the first day of June, 1878, was lawfully mar-
ried to one Martha White, and that he did
afterward, on the first day of July, 1874,
have felouiously aud unlawfully carnal
knowledge with one Anna Blackstone, who
was the granddaughter of the said Martha
White, he, the said Robert McKenna, then
and there knowing her to be such
against the peace and dignity of the State."
Here it is signed by Wm. M. Coleman,, fore-

man of the grand jury, and eleven other
grand jurors. At the March term of said
court the snid Robert McKenna pleaded nul
guilty and went to trial before a jury duly
elected, swum, etc., who, upon their oath,
said he was guilty in the manner and form
as charged iu the indictment, and affixed his
punishment at five years in the State peni-
tentiary. At the same term a motion lor a
new trial was made, and action thereon post-pune- d

until the July term, 187o, of siid
court. At the July term the said Robert
McKenua, bv his counsel (Judge L. B. Hor
rigan), presented to the court a full and
complete pardon for his said oft'ense upon
the payment of nil costs. The same were
paid and the defeudant discharged. The
sentence ol the court was never passed upon
the verdict, of the jury. The first question
suggested is: Did the pardon of the gov-
ernor cure the infamy attaching upon tho
conviction of the jury? Certainly not. The
infamy is fixed by the statute of Ten-nesse- e,

code 5220, and the pardon docs
not in any way affect the words of an expresB
statute; first Greenleaf, tec. 377-37- 8. Again,
what effect will failure to pass sentence upon
conviction have upon his status of infamy?
None whatever. ( )ur supreme court has de-

cided that where infamy is fixed by the
statute, the failure of a court to pronounce it
as a part oi its judgment in np way affects
the law. It is part and parcel of the convic- -

tion, and when found guilty of an infamous
crime, the law at once fixes his status, and all
the disabilities under code 5226, 5227, neces-- i
Barily follow. The conclusion seems inevit- -

able that Robert McKenna, legislator elect,
is ineligible to fill the position of public law- -

maker until he first complies with the code
