We boast that this is a government of Le- - i

mocracv, established for the lienetit ol the '

people and ruled by the people One of the

cardinal tenets of the Democratic faith is i

that the majority must rule; that the popu-

lar voice of the people, as expressed at the
ballot-bo- should be obeyed. But the late
Presidential election presents the singular
anomaly of the minority candidate being

made President over the man who received a
majority of the popular vote. If the minority
candidate in any of the Slates should be in-

ducted into office, the people would express

their indignation at the outrage which

tides the voice of the majority and gives
power to a small minority. But the election
of a President of the United States by the

minority seems to create nodiscontent among
the people. Andrew Johnson saw the possibil-

ity of a minority candidate being made Presi-

dent, and believing such an election opposed

to the genius of a Democratic republic in

which a majority should rule, he advocated

the election of a President by a direct vote of

the people. In discussing the probability
that Hancock has a majority of the popular
vote, the 5ew York Star shows that in 1860

Lincoln received 1,866,452 votes, which com-

manded 180 votes in the electoral college,
wlWIc ihc oooular vote of 2,813,741 cast
against Lincoln represented only 123 elec
toral votes.

THE TVKKINH TKOCBLE.
The condition of things in Turkey re-

When Beaconsfield was ousted from office it
was expected that the new ministers would
energetically put in force the provisions of

the Berlin arrangement. So far, even the
cession of Dulcigno has not been accom-

plished. So cunning are the Turks in diplo-

macy that they have thoroughly baffled the
European powers. There is something laugh-

able in the position of the "Great Bashaw"
who was the other day wriggling under the
heel of Russia when that power was at the
gates of Constantinople, now sitting sipping
his coffee and smoking his hookah at ease,
while the confederate nations, confederated
for the management oi the lost estate of the
Turks, arc scratching their heads and biting
their nails,totally unable to accomplish a thing
with their subtle ward, whom they undertook
to protect and instruct. The pupil has out-j.iu- i-

ins leacner, the ward defeated his guar-

dian. Montenegro has not yet been disposed
of, ami the foraiidable Greek question has
not even been entered upon. Over 40,000 troops
have been sent by the Turks into the territory
that should go to Greece, and ten new bat-

teries are to be put up in the Dardanelles.
These stejM are not taken against Turkey's
enemies, the Russians, but against its friends
who delivered it from the treaty of San Step-han- o

and vassalage to Russia. This is all
very complimentary to Turkish diplomatic
skill, and shows an audacity of impudence
that almost wins our admiration, and which
cjrtainly makes John Bull and his partners
of the Berlin conference look foolish enough ;

but the Turkish question is not settled by all
this, but looms up a danger and a menace as

disagreeable and as threatening as ever. The
trouble is not over.

A NOTE OF WARNING.
The New York Bulletin, of Monday last,

sounds a note of warning as to the condition
of things in the money market. The United
States treasury is reserving its surplus rev-

enue instead of expending it for bonds. This
reduces the means at the disposal of the
money centers. Gold imports are left as
the means of relief, and a decrease in their
amounts indicates straitness. The reserve
surplus of the banks fell off during the week
more than one-hal- The Bulletin emphati-
cally says: "The tone of speculation has de-

cidedly changed since a few days ago, and it
has become rampantly bullish again. It
will also be noted that this has occurred on
the eve of a stringent money market, such as
the bank statement y forshadows. We
are expanding speculation concurrently with
a narrowing bank reserve, aud this at a time
when the out-o- f town demand for currency
is large and growiug. Certainly the present
situation should induce caution on the part
of all."

Some of the leading Republican newspa-

pers profess to be alarmed, fearing that an
