ollowed by intense cold, have raised sad
havoe in) South America, The Buenos
Ayres Heeald, of October 16th, contains o let-
ter from a correspondent which says: “The
storm that commenced brewing on the 13th
and kept up till the 16th instant, has been
something terrible. In all my camp experi-
ence I have never felt such intense- cold.
The mortality of horned cattle was fearful,
Wherever one crosses the country there is
nothing to be seen but dead animals, They
are heaped up beside the wire fences like »
solid wall, wsimilar to the sides of an
arreyo. At the lowest calculation, from fou gy
to filty per cent. of those left to us after the
epidemic at Ranch, have perished with the
cold, and this includes stock in good condi-
tion. The losses of sheep may be reckoned
at from ten to fifteen per cemt. For forty-
eight hours it was impossible to let them
ont of the corral. The rain was
trifling, but the wind was terifie, it
being as mueh a2 a man could do to stand
against it.
