The political
p ilicy of the jrovernment has been settled

f r the next four years, and every good citi-

zen should go to work with zeal, earnestness
and i nthusitism to build up the great tab-tantia- l

interests of the south, to induce im-

migration, to encourage the various prospec-

tive rtiilwar lines, to develop our mineral re-

sources, to build up our manufacturing and
agricultural interests, and to increase our
educational facilitiea. The first thing for the
southern people to do it to re-

move every impediment to immigra-
tion. Hon. W. R. Moore", the congressman
elect from this district, can do more in that
direction than any man in the south, and it
is hoped he will prove himself equal to

his opportunities. We will acquaint
him with the situation so thai he can fully
understand his duty. The recent annual
report of the bureau of statistics shows that
the ti le of immigration is again pouring into
the United States. The total immigration
to this country during the last fiscal year was

4o,257, against 177,82(5 in 1878-S- J. This is a
paost astonishing increase, and without a
parallel in the history of this or any other
country. The arrivals for the quarter end-

ing June 30th alone were 242,547, which is a

mm h larger number than in any previous
year back to 1874. In 1871 the number was
318,H39; in 187 227,498; in 1870 it fell
170,000, and went on declining until last
year, when it rose to 177,826. There has been
but one larger immigration than that of 1879-8-

that was in 1872-- just as the recent in-

dustrial troubles were res-d-y to begin, the num-

ber exceeding 1879-8- 0 by 2546. Thearrvivals
for the quarter ending September 30th last
were 154,832, against 68,051 in 1879. This
is a large falling off from the probably un-

precedented number arriving in the previous

quarter, but is only 23,000 less than in the
whole year 1878-7- 9. The money bronght in
liy immigrtnt was formerly estimated by
the C astle Garden authorities at Sti per head,
and has been by others estimated as high aa
$100. If it be assumed at $50, in order to be
very safe, the immigrants of 1879-8- 0 should
have brought here nearly $23,000,000 an
amount exceeding the gross regular imports
of the precious metals in 1 7'i 7'J, and also
exceeding those of fourteen other fiscal years
since 1859. Were it not that we have become
accustomed to consider this country remark-
able in its attractiveness and its develo-
pmentwhich it admittedly is and to accept
everything as among things of course, such
an unparalleled movement of population
would excite astonishment. Europe's loss in
this unceasing and constant stream
of excessive immigration is great
and our gains are in the same
proportion. The millions of dollars which
the immigrants add to the moneyed interests
is the least part of the value to this country
of the substantial immigration now flocking
to our shores. Their chief worth consists in
their capacity to labor and their acquired in-

dustrial skill. The proportion of able-bodie- d

immigrants is very large. In 1879, of the
immigrants who came over, forty-si- x per cent,
were males between aktteen and forty years
old, and twenty-eigh- t per cent, females over
fifteen years old. The Loudon .Eronoiine,

writing on this subject, estimates that each
actively employed male laborer in this coun-

try adds$125 annually to its capital, besides
maintaining himself. This, on the basis of

fifteen years average duration of active
life in the males between fifteen and forty
would give the average value to the
country of forty-si- x per cent, of our
JmwjrtupM, rile" fklae, as "a producer ol
wealth, of each female at one-four- as much,
and thus deduces, aa the average value for
each man, woman and child of oar immi-
grants at about 230, or $1500. "Of course,"
it adds, " deduction should be made from
this estimate for the scum of the immigrants,
who, instead of adding to the wealth of the
country, detract from it. But, on the other
hand, a far greater sum most be added as
the equivalent for the profit realised from
thejabor of the children begotten by the im-

migrants, and also for the fact that many of
the skilled artisans arriving in the States are
able, by their special knowledge of manufac-
turing processes, to add greatly to the effi
ciency of the native labor. If, however, in
order to avoid anything like exaggeration, we
place the average value as a capital-creatin- g

force of each immigrant at 200, we get as the
actual or potential addition to the wealth of
the country by such a body of immigration aa
that now taking place the enormous sum of

100.000,000 per annum." These figures are
not exaggerated from the Economist's stand-
point They are not exaggerated actually,
much less potentially, when wc consider, as
this paper significantly remarks, how much
England profiled by the French weavers, who
were expatriated by the revocation of the
edict of Nantes. These refugees were, many
of them, old and feeble. But the immigrants
coming to the United States are full of life,
strength, health and hope. It is the young
and energetic who come by preference. Few
are absolutely destitute, and some bring much
money. Oar immigration as the Economist
finally says, is an importation, which ws de
not have to pay for, and which is all profit.
Each section of the Union is striving to
secure its proportionate share of this skillid
labor and the money which they bring with
them. So soon as a vessel arrives it is
boarded by the agents of the emigrant-ai- d

societies for the western States, who distrib-
ute pamphlets and band-bill- s portraying the
inducements which these States offer to im-

migrants. Many of them have heard of the
salubrious climate of the south, its rich soil,
cheap lands, its untouched mineral wealth,
and unused water-pow- of vast extent, and
which needs only capital skillfully applied,
enterprise wisely directed and labor properly
employed to make both the south and the
immigrant rich and prosperous. The edu-
cated foreigner has a tluge of poetry in his
nature and he sighs for the fragrance of the
"magnr'ia leaves and orange blossoms," but
just about the time he has made up his
mind to come to Memphis, where so
many of his countrymen have located,
the Kansas emigrant-ai- d society hands
him a copy of Hon. W. R. Moore's letter
to Marshall Jewell and half a doicu
copies of his speech, at the Greeulaw
op.rahouse. That settles it. The

reads that Colonel W. B.
Moore, a leading merchant of the south and
congressman-elec- t, has written "small-pox- "

over the doors of the southern people, that
he has stigmatized his friends and neighbors
as "shot-gu- n assassins," g mon-
sters" and "kuklux night prowlers," and in-

stead ol locating in the south the immigrants
fall upon their knees, as the pilgrims did at
Plymouth, and ask the blessing of heaven to

t upon their benefactor, Hon. W. R. Moore,
whose timely warning saved their throat
from the "shot-gu- n assassins," the "kuklux
night prowlers" and "hell-deservi- mon-
sters" that lie in wait for them like the tiger
in 'jungle. After reading Colonel Moore's let-
ter and speech, the immigrants would aa soon
think of casting their lot with the savages of
the Cannibal islands or the Comanche Indians
as to locate among "shot-gu- n assassins," "kn-klu- x

night prowlers" and g

monsters." Hon. Mr. Moore's letter and speech,
which were extensively circulated in the
north aa campaign documents, and which are
now circulated to "drive emigration from the
south, will thus retard immigration to this
section for years to come.

TARIFF tmxnuiM.
That a revision of at least the more ob-

vious Wanders and wrongs of the present
tariff must be mode, and at an early day, is
becoming continually more obvious from the
dissitistaction existing against imposts and
unjust discriminations that are most acutely
felt and strongly complained against. That
the whole tariff 'hould be without faults- -

putting aside objections to its protective prin-eipl- e

is no more than is to be expected.
The present tariff was constructed amid the
excitement and perils of war, and many of

its provisions were arranged for the puruosej
of meeting contingencies consequent upon
the events of war. We are now under other
conditions; provisions made under those cir-

cumstances are, in certain instances, no
longer suitable to the present, but
act unjustly and injuriously in their re-

lations to commerce and to individual
interests. The strongest opponents of the
doctrines of the rs cannot but ac-

knowledge that, wherever the present tariff
acts so as to injure the interests of the coun-

try, or the welfare of any class or profession
of the citizens, those portions onght to be cut
out of the tariff or modified, as circumstances
suggest and a prudent regard for whoever has
acquired privileges under thosu provisions
make proper and nesessary. It is in this re-

spect that both free-trad- er and protectionist
should act in unison to destroy or amend

whatever in the national tariff is working in-

juriously or oppressively. There are ersons,
we are aware, who would defend "tooth and

nail" every portion of the existing tariff, a

if that instrument had something divine

TRIENNIAL COUNCIL

Of Congregationalists Flottrlslilng Con-

dition of the Chnrch Extension Soc-

ietyWork Accomplished in the
Education of Young Men

Missionary Labors.

A Yery Proper Denunciation of Monnon-isi- u,

Supplemented by Abnse of the
Catholic Church, Which is

Charged with Every
Crime.

St. Ixiris, November 13. At the morning
session of the Congregational council Dr. B.
Brown read a lengthy statement concerning
the American Congregational union, wln-- e
chief object is to build up churches in the
west and south. He gave an interesting ac-

count of what had been done in the past
three years in Dakota, Colorado, Nevada,
Kansas, Minnesota, Texas and other Slates
and Territories. During the twenty-seve- n

years of the existence of the society it
had erected 1 100 churches, all of which are
free from debt. No house is dedicated until
it is paid for, and the society then takes the
first mortgage for all it is worth, so that it
cannot get in debt in the future. The society
had a working capital during the past three
years of $43,000, and it is now in a prosper-
ous condition.

Dr. Tarbox, of Massachusetts, read a state-
ment regarding the American College and
Educational society. Three hundred young
men are now receiving assistance, and are
distributed among thirty-seve- n colleges and
universities. In the past three years the so-

ciety has paid $62,000 for educational work.
The churches, he said, did not seem to ap-
preciate the importance of this work, as not
one in ten of them contributed anything to
it. The efforts of the society in behalf of
colleges had been more successful during the
past three years. Carlton college had been
aided to the extent of S75.000; Colorado col-
lege, S28.000; Doan college, $23,000; Drurv
college, $80,000; Iowa col lege, $42,000; Ripon
college, $4)0,000; Pacific college, SI 800;
Washington college, $5000. Total, $235,000,
all of which had come from the east. A
large amount of this money had been given
by Mrs. Stone, a most benevolent lady of
Massachusetts, who had also contributed
freely for the education of deserving young
men.

Hon. A. C. Barstow resigned his member-
ship of the Indian committee. Committees
were named on memorials and other subjects,
and the nominating committee instructed to
appoint delegates to France and England
and to the various bodies in this and other
c luntries.

Discussion began on ministerial responsi-
bility and standing.

Dr. Quirt, secretary of the council, offered
a resolution as a substitute that a pro renata
council should be the ultimate resort in case
of ministerial standing. In other respects
the substitute did not differ materially from
the majority report After a long debate
this substitute was adopted, and all resolu-
tions on the subject ordered printed.

Rev. Dr. Strieby, of the American mission-er- y

society, made a statement of the work
accomplished by that society. The society
was out of debt and had received a gift of
$150,000 from Mrs. Stone, of Massachusetts.
The whole amount received by the society in
the past three years was $1,060,000.
This sum had been used in establish-
ing churches and organizing schools.
A great work had been done in th
south. Schools of higher grades have
been established iu eight southern States,
with 200 teachers and over 8000 colored pu-

pils. He spoke especially of freednien, and
his conclusion was that the only way to make
them safe members of society was to educate
them.

Rev. Dr. Means addressed the council on
the publication society, and urged that it be
better supplied with means to do its work.

Rev. Dr. Storrs spoke regarding the home
society. He urged that teachers as well as
preachers be commissioned, especially iu
Jesuit and Mormon sections of the country,
where the work, to be successful, must be car-

ried on among children. He had never had
such grout success in Suuday-scho- work as
during the past three years. He spoke of the
wonderful growth of the far west. In Dakota
there were already twenty-tw- o Congrega-
tional churches, and in nine jears, with
proper encouragement, he believed there
would be 200. In Colorado, twelve churches
had been added the last year, and in I'tah,
Wyoming and Idaho there were similar great
religious fields, requiring only development.

Rev. Dr. Noble, of Chicago, read a paper
on "The New West," in which he denounced
Mcrmonism in very strong terms. He al-

luded to Utah as made by that faith of filth
and cruel wrong for three decades. He said
congress and the courts had done nothing
to check or put down the monstrous
evM. From Mormonism they drifted
to the Jesiitism of New Mexico, and
the Roman Catholic church was charged
with all the crimes in the calendar, and held
responsible for all the lawlessness and disor-
der in the Territories where Mormonism had
not spread to meet it. He considered that
between the two evils the government nijjej
ficials." Preachers and teachers must be sent,
especially the latter, as they excited less
prejudice than the preacher.

Tiie evening session was occupied in ad-

dresses by several gentlemen of a general and
congratulatory character, and no business of
importance was transacted.

THE BRUTAL ATTACK

By Judge Davis, of the Supreme Court
of New York, Upon the Character of

Abram S. Hewitt Answered in a
Manly Way that Cannot Fall

to Carry Conviction

Of His Integrity to Every Unbiased Mind
- Davis Built His Cowardly Assault

Upon What He Knew to be a Lie,
. Familiar as He was with All

the Evidence in the Case.

New York, November 13. Abram S.
Hewitt makes a reply to the opinion of
Judge Davis to the Pnilp case, in so far as it
relates to himself. He (Hewitt) says if the
judge who sits upon the liench is supposed to
know the evidence which has been given by
a witness, certainly he should examine it be-

fore he undertakes to make a statement as to
its nature and to draw his conclusion from it.
That Judge Davis has not performed his
duty the following comparison of his
statement with my testimony will
serve to prove. A passage is
quoted from the opinion in which it is
made to appear that the Morey letter was
not published until after Mr. Hart had it ex-
amined by Hewitt. Mr. Hewitt mokes this
rejoinder: '"Now, the simple and unanswer-
able reply to all this statement and the ex-
traordinary comments in which Judge Davis
has seen fit to indulge, is that the letter had
alreadv been published in JVufA before I had
seen Mr. Hart, or the original letter, or any
copy of it. This fact Judge Davis must have
known when he penned the above lines, be-

cause I had sworn in his presence, and after
by Mr. Stoughton, in which

Mr. Bliss intervened to verify the dates,
that the interview with Mr. Hart and the
examination of the letter took place on the
20th October, after its publication iu the
Truth, and not before, I do not know whether
Mr. Hart made a mistake in his testimony
as to the date, but if he did there is no possi-
ble justification for Judge Davis to base a
statement on this misUike in order to attack
from the bench the character of
a citizen after the date had been
fixed beyond the possibility of all
controversy. While writing this statement
I sent a messenger to Mr. 1 art to ascertain
whether he had ever made any declaration
at variance with the facts as 1 have stated
them. Mr. Hart replied that he never said,
testified or thought that Mr. Hewitt or any
one connected with the National committee
saw the letter in advance of publication of
the text of the letter in Truth, on the 20th of
October. I never pronounced the body and
signature of the letter to be in the
handwriting of General Garfield; on
the contrary, in the presence of Mr.
Hart and all the gentlemen present I de-
clared the body of the letter not to be in the
handwriting of (ieneral Garfield, but that I
believed the signature to be his autograph.
As to the second interview in the evening, it
took place after my speech at Chickering
hall, when I was exhausted, and took no part
in the discussion but to reaffirm my belief
in the genuiness of the signature. I did not
tell Mr. Hart that I would have made it a
forgery if I could, nor has he or anyone else
testified that I ever used the expression."
To Judge Davis' assertion that Hewitt "went
on with his associates, scattering forgery
broadcast through the country," Hewitt re-

plies: "So far as I am concerned, it would,
rrhaps, be a sufficient answer to eay that

circulated any lithographs
or Jac simile of that kind ; but,
in order to show with what reckless eager-
ness the charge is made, I state that I am
assured by the person who did send out the
or similes that only the first or accurate ones
were circulated, and that the second or
amended jac similes were only published in
Truth, over which it is not pretended the
committee has any control. I forbear to
make any commentary whatever upon the
extraordinary character of the opion-io- n

(pronounced by Judge Davis.
It is enough for me to point out that the foun-
dation upon which he has built up au attack
on my character is false in fact, aud with this
demonstration the consequences can onlv be
damaging to himself. I was prepared for
this attack by the evidently prearranged pre-
liminary statement of Mr. Stoughton in the
Times of yesterday, and am now forced
to believe that there is a
concerted scheme to break me down in this
community, where I have lived for
fifty years, and to which I can more safely
trust for just judgment than to a judge of the
supreme court, who forgets that when he be-

come a judge he should cease to be a par-
tisan."

RECEPTION IN THE TREASURY RUII.DINO.

GENERAL POPE'S REPORT.
( ieneral Pope, commanding the depart-

ment of Missouri, gives a detailed history of
the troubles with the Indians in Colorado
and New Mexico, which, he states, have not
yet been wholly settled. Of the situation in
the Ute country, General Pope says: "With
the present military arrangements and pro-
visions of agreement with the I'tes there will
certainly be no trouble this winter." He at-

tributes the outbreak of Victoria to the de-
termined purpose of the interior department
to effect the removal of his band to San
Carlos agency, Arizona, and says: "I
do not know the reasons of the
interior department for insisting upon
the removal, but certainly they should
be cogent to justify the great trouble
and severe losses occasioned by the attempt to
coerce the removal." Ope serious trouble
with the Indians has always been in relation
to their food, and General Pope recommends
to the secretary of the interior that he force
the Indian agents to punish or seek to con-
trol the actions of the Indians by withhold-
ing their provisions. Iu relation to the at-
tempt of Captain Paine to colonize the Indian
Territory, General Pope says: "It is certain
that Captain Paine and his followers fully
believe in their right to make such a settle-
ment in the Oklahoma district, aud are
anxious to test the question in the United
States court."
