Aad the Urant Aa'aiinistration The

Career of the Oreat Republican

Leader, the Man Who Organized
Victory for His Party in

the Face of Defeat

And tarried It Forward to Victory
Loaded Down with Infamy He Will

Support Garfield in the Hope of

Reins a Candidate for
President in 14.

"Oath,"' in a recent letter to the EnumW,
says: "Western people, who are asking the
question what attitude Conkling will take
toward Garfield's administration, may be en-

lightened by a short survey of the past.
Conkling was elected senator in this JJtate in
18jt by a strong, admiring following he hail
made among the young, educated men in the

Dur-
ing Johnson's administration he was not
hostile to the President particularly, and
during his impeachment there was some
doubt whether he would vote for Johnson's
conviction. He voted guilty, however, and
paid ciosc attention to the trial, but he tiled
no opinion on the case, and w as very re-- p. t

ful in all his references to the chief-justic- e

presiding, whom the Wade men bitterly

Scotch tenacity of his relations to people.
When Grant came into the Presidency he
turned the cold shoulder to Conkling for a
while, the insinuating address of Mr. Gar-
field having its way. Hut by interesting
person ll agencies Conkling supplanted Fen-to- n,

it is believed, by nursing We suspicion
that Kenton was an aspirant for the Presiden-
cy at the end of Grant's-firs- t term. Among
these agencies, it is said, were Thomas Mur-
phy, then a rich man at Long Branch; Hor-
ace Porter, one of the President's secretaries,
and Frank Howe, a pretty n an around New
York. Grant threw Kenton out and put
.Vfnrphy in the customhouse, who organized
it in Conkling interest; and then the cus-

tomhouse conjoined with other forces in the
interior of the State, beat Kenton ia State
convention, and he was forced to go

nt of the party after he had vainly at-

tempted to lie the eundi-late- .

The weakness of Kenton's case largely
lay in the fact that he had been a Demo-
crat before he had joined the Repub-
lican party, and most of his associates and
managers were old Democrats, while Conk-
ling haw been a Whig, and under the chang-
ed tariff Whig interest had got to be domi-
nant. Conkling applied hiui-el- f to be the
nidorser of Grant's administration, and the
ipiness of his speeches, his scholastic eulogy,
ind tho intuition and incision villi whirh he-

charged Grant's personal enemies greatly
pleased the whole! irant lanuly and gave nun
tremendous strength. He and Edmunds and
t'arnenter in the senate belittled and incensed
in every occasion Charles Sunnier, leader of
ihe opposition to (irant, who had but two
uptHirtcrs Schurz and liplon. Ihey stic--

jeeded in driving all these men outside tne
regular partv, just as they had put Fenton's
men out of the convention in New York, and
then nominated Graut and
him on the business boom. But
Mr. Conkling was not so successful in
upporting Gant's second adminisration. at-

tended with so many mistakes, investigations
and scandals.

Will Furnish n Place for
Men lie Resents the

Mentor Compact ong-street

and (Joodloe to Rep-

resent the

Sonth In His Cabinet John Sherman a
Sad Spectacle of Disappointed A-

mbitionHe Will Not be Elected
Senator if (Jarfleld and Pos-

ter Combined Can Help it.

Columbus, Ohio, special to the Cincinnati
Enquirer; The following important interview
ia with a well-know- n Republican, who has
juat returned from a three days' visit to
Garfield:

"You have been spending a day or two
with the President-elec- t, I understand'.'"

"Well, I can't say that I have been spend-
ing my time with him; but I have seen and
talked with him several times, and for a con-
siderable period each time since Fridav
last."

"Docs he take any interest in the senato-
rial contest?"

"He does, and very properly. He will not
interfere, however, with' any of the candi-
dates, either for or against. He desires tho
election of Governor Foster, and his wish
ought to be respected by tho legislature.
Mora than that, it will be respected when
the time comes. John Sherman is a good
and a great man, but he is just now in a
state of transition between making and
adorning history. General Garfield is just
entering upon the greatest period of his
wonderlul career. Tho whisper of General
Garfield will be heard further than the
loudest shouts of John Sherman when it
conies to telling the Ohio legislature who
ought to be the senatorial leaner of the new
administration. Sherman has the itolitical
gangrene that's the truth of the matter."

Is there anything m the nature ot a break
between Garfield and Sherman?"

"As to General Garfield, no; as to Mr.
Shermau, yes. Sherman actually believes
that General Garfield sold him out at Chi-

cago, and that Governor Foster helped to do
it. This idea has been growing on him, al-

though it is utterly without foundation.
Sherman never had the ghost of a chance to
be nominated, and it was really an act of
charitv for General Garfielfl and Governor
Foster to stand by the fossilized icicle when
the whole country was laughing at his y.

Why, General Garfield and Gover-
nor Foster and the other active members of
the Ohio delegation imperiled their own
political future when they stood by
Sherman beyond the third ballot. It
was the final accident of tbe stam-
pede that saved them from the mis-
erable fate of the Blaine men, who

y are ciphers, and will continue
to decrease for the future. The fact is that
at tho Chicago convention it was Grant
against the Republican party. The country
agreed that neither Sherman, Blaine, Wash-burn- e,

Windom, Edmunds, nor any of the
rest mentioned, were the Republican party,
or big enough in brain and statesmanship to
speak for it. When it looked as though
(irant was going to show himself a bigger
man than the Republican party, it started on
a dead run to discover its identity. When it
came to Garfield it stopped, and you will
observe that it stopped at the right spot."

"What has been Sherman's bearing toward
Garfield since his nomination in Chicago?"

"Anything but becoming. At first he
sulked, and even talked about joining the
Grant and Blaine men, and defeating Gar-
field. Then he changed his tactics aud sup-
ported him, at the same time giving his
friends to understand that General Garfield
could not refuse to do him the honor of giv-
ing him eight years in the treasury depart-
ment. I tell you a simple truth, as marvel-ou- a

as it may sound, that John Sherman
actually waited for four days after the elec-
tion for General Garfield to formalfy otlier
him the treasury portfolio."

"Was the offer made to him?"
"Of course not."
"And still Mr. Sherman expected it?"
"He really did, although such a thing w as

never before heard of in politics. When the
offer didn't come he seized a convenient
opportunity to write his celebrated letter to
Private Halzell, and send copies of it to all
the Republican papers. Note his language
where he speaks of relievingGeneral Garfield
from all embarrassment bv not claiming the
treasury department by right of prescription.
When I read the letter I thought it was a
foolish and pointless invention. General
Garfield so regarded it for two or three days.
The fact is, Sherman's great disappointment
has got him 'off his base ' as the bovs sav.
Lie is going to try and organise a Sherman
party for 1884, and he thinks the way to do
it is to divide the Republican party in Ohio
the first thing."

"Will he be elected senator?"
"Most decidedlv not. The election of

Governor Foster will be made the test of
(icneral Garfield's strength in Ohio. If he
fails, his administration will lie a disastrous
and unhappy one for the Republican party.
General Garfield's mission is not to create
factions, but to kill them. The first homi-
cide must be committed here in Ohio; and.
if Mr. Sherman wants to ride in the funeral
procession, all he has to do is to push his
senatorial canvass."

"How is General Grant disposed toward
the Grant-- oiikhng loaders'

Personally, he is very well disposed. Po-
litically, he docs not recognize their
principles as entitled to any more respect
than those of the Democrats if, indeed, as
much. At first General Garfield felt im-
pelled to decline the nomination, because Ar-
thur was put on the ticket with him. His
visit to New York was to urge qnaj the Na-
tional committee the propriety of his own
withdrawal, or that of Arthur. His friends
talked him out of urging the matter by
showing him that the was a
mere cipher that had no possible influence
in an administration, and that official cti- -
iiuette did mil require the President to aek
the opinion on any subject.
Nay, it would be a breach of etiquette to
consider the a part of the ad-
ministration. The is simply
a coroner, who sits in the political morgue
and communes with the corpses. Death may
promote him, but nothing else can disturb
his political serenity."

"Then the Grant-Conklin- g compact is to
be broken?"

"The Grant-Conklin- g compact is nothing
but Democratic balderdash. After the War-
ren meeting Grant, Conkling, Logan aul ti e
elder Cameron called on General GaSeUl.
He received them as his honored guests.
They sat around his table and mapped out
his administration, as though they were
making a partition of their own property.
General Garfield was too well bred to take
issue with them under his own roof, and
under such circumstances. He listened to all
they said with dignified sileucc. They went
away impressed with the idea that they had
made a bargain. Their assurance nettled
General Garfield. This is the true version of
the 'compact,' and the first time it has been
given out to the public. C onklingism and
Granti.sm, and all these words imply, will
find no place under Garfield's administra-
tion. He owes nothing either in his nomin-
ation or his election, to these
isms or the men who expound them. He
will open bis office with a clean ledger
and no debts to pay. Of course the Grant-Conklin- g

leaders will cry out that Genera!
Garfield has broked his agreement; hut this
was a part of the original scheme, and is a
part of the programme to build up the Grant
party in 1884. 1 believe that General Gar-
field expects infinitely more from the Dem-
ocratic party than from the '306' segement of
Bepnlilu sinssil, and a very small segment it
will prove itself to be when it comes to
breaking lances."

In addition, he suggests the following as
Garfield's cabinet: Secretary of state,

Vermont; secretary of the treasury,
Waf.hburne,of Illinois; secretary of the war,
McCook, of New York; secretary of the navy,
Grow, of Pennsylvania; secretary of the in-

terior, Isingstreet, of Iuiisiana; postmaster-general- ,

tloodhsa, of Kentucky; attorney general,

Harrison, of Indiana. When his atten-
tion was called to the fact that he was leav
ing the Grant-- C ongl ing wing of the party out
in the cold, he replied) "That is the impor-
tant part of the programme. Garfield is go-
ing to be Pesid8ll,' -

of the total revenue of the State, includ-
ing the poll-ta- goes to the maintenance of
free schools, in which whites and blacks have
equal advantages.
