As a gen-

eral rule we bear these misrepresentations

with philosophic silence, knowing that they

an- - incident to our chosen profession.

For two years after the Democrat secured
control ..i the State government, the APPEAL

made a bitter war against the payment of

every bond 'which had been illegally issued;

but so soon aa the Democratic legialature,
composed of men of integrity and legal
knowledge, reported the exact amount of the

valid liabilities of the State, the Appeal,
' without variableness of change or shadow of

State credit by promptly providing for the

i.u . uientof the interest, and the final liqui
dation of the principal.

We still

cling to that platform, because we are not

afraid to trust the people of Tennessee, the
source of all power. The Democracy of
Tennesse.) triumphed on the platform of

submission in 1878, and when the legislature
convened Democrats proposed to repudiate
the platform by which they secured their
seat. In column after column the Appeal
deaooncod the meditated perfidy and labored

to show that the platform was right in
principle and sanctioned by prec-

edent. But in less than two years

" Visions by which 'they have profited, and
they will keep the question open for the next
two years hoping to Hawkins
lonj by the same divisions. In one respect
many Democrats are laboring under a fatal
mistake. The vote cast for Wright and Wil-
son is no evidence of the sentiment of the
people on the question of submission. Twen-
ty thousand Democrats in Tennessee voted
for Wright, who like the A ppeal belie ve that
submission is right, and that there will be no
final settlement of the State debt question
without submission.

taxed to pay the debt are consulted. We
want the debt taken out of the politics of
the State, because It has divided and de-

feated the Democratic party, and because it
is right for the State to pay its honest liabili-
ties, but we shall advocate a reference lo the
people aa the only means by which a speedy
and final settlement can be reached. ' Those

TBE SI I. Kit DOLLAR AS IT IS.
Without going into the question of whether

the silver dollar now in circulation is a good
thing or a bad thing, it is well to look at the
position it has gained as a portion of the cir-

culating medium of the country. We cannot
help but see, by the light experience has
thrown upon the point since the dollar coins
began to circulate, that the cry of their ad-

vocates when applying to have the issue of
them authorized was manifestly without
basis in fact. That cry, iterated with such
pertinacity, was that the people were wish-

ing, longing, panting to have restored to the
country "the dollar of their fathers!" Know-

ing what we know now, how absurd was the
delusion that was spread abroad on this sub-

ject! Those who shouted thu assertion
shouted so loud and so persistently that their
voices were mistaken for the' voice of the
people ; the scream of a crowd was thought
to be the voice of the multitude,
and so the silver dollar was coined
under a belief on the part of those
who authorized that coinage that they were
obeying "the voice of the people, which is
the voice of God!" The suppose desire for
the dollar, if it ever existed, could not sur
vive the weight of that cumbersome coin.
Catch a man that is mourning to have the
privilege of exchanging his paper money for
"the dollars of our fathers," turn two hundred
dollars of his paper into silver dollars, and
set him to carry them about as he goes out
to pay bills or make ready money pur
chases, allow neither his fathers, nor his son.--i
nor his nephews to help him with his coveted
load, and, long before night comes, you have
a man who bawls for "the dollar of our fath
ers no longer, there is another thing he
who cried and would not be comforted with-

out "the dollar of our fathers" will not do
he not only refuses to bear the weight of

them on his person, but he will not hoard
them in his closet, his safe, or his old stock-

ing, foot. He wants the dollars he hoards to
be always able to buy a hundred
cents worth of merchandise, and he is not
without doubts as tu the duration
of the power of an eighty-eight-cen- t, coin to
buy as much as a coin. It
stay do so, bat the other coin is sure to do so;
consequently lie uses a portion of his silver
to secure certificates, and the certificates are
used to pay custom duties, and so get back to
the government which is left still cumbered
with tons of the dollars of our fathers, which
the fathers cannot circulate and their sons
will not. Up to a certain limit 'the dollar
may sustain itself at par with gold. Its use,
so far as the country finds a use for it, is

worth a certain amount, and the eighty-eig-

cents worth of silver in the coin makes out
the rest of it value. Withdraw one and two-doll- ar

notes, and reduce the citizen to the
silver dollar, "that or nothing," and a larger
number of them can be sustained at par than
would be sustained without such arrange-
ment. Make an obstruction and travelers
must pay to be conducted over or round it ; so

the public pay by supporting the eighty eight-cent,

coin on a level with the hundred-cent- ,

coin. Where the limit is beyond which the dol-

lar coin could not be supported fully up to the
point of its nominal value, only actual trial
can show, Secretary Sherman thought

is not sustained in circulation, for the people
simply will not circulate them. A large por-
tion lie like last year's bonnets unsold by the
miliner dead stock. The people circulated
$2o,000,000 of them at the above date, and
$ti,400,000 in the shape of certificates. When
by one means or the other the public is made
to take more of these coins than it would ab-

sorb in the unrestrained course of things,
then everybody will try to have somebody
other than himself have hold of the super-
fluous coins. Because the silver is too heavy
to carry he will give a little to have it
changed for paper, which he can readily take
about with him. Because it is not of the
value he has to take it or, and caunot
be used to pay fur goods imported from
abroad, he will bo willing to give
something to have the dollars changed for
gold, which will always maintain its current
value, and which can be used to pay for pur-
chases aM over the world. In short, paper
aud gold have not only the same power to
circulate that the "dollar of our fathers" has,,
but they have one a portability, the other
a power of universal circulation, which the
silver dollars do not possess. Throw upon the
public the dollars which they now leave un-

touched in the treasury, aud the public will
be willing to pay something to get paper or
gold instead of it. In other words, the peo-

ple at large value the silver dollar leas than
they do the paper or the gold dollar. They
show that decreased estimation at the present
time by allowing the silver dollars generally
to lie uncalled for at the treasury.
When that . dollar is cast to
them by measures taken for that
purpose they will show their decreased esti-

mation of it, as compared with silver and
gold, by accepting for it in commercial
transactions a less value than they will ac-

cept for paper or for gold. This means that
the silver dollars will be at a discount.
When the discount time arrives the gold
coin will lie bought up and go to other
countries, and the paper will then be repre-
senting silver, not gold that is to say when
paper currency is presented to be changed
into coin, silver coin, as beiqg cheaper than
gold, will be given for it rather than the
gold, which, not being at a discount, cost a
hundred cents for every dollar. Those who
so vociferously begged and prayed to have
the "dollar of our fathers," expressed what
they hoped would be the advantage it
would confer. We have here discussed not
hopes, but the facta that exist now, when the
coin is actually in circulation, and experience
has substituted solid truth for unsubstantial
hope.

Bulldozing; and Colonizing In Ohio
Columbus, Ohio, special to the New York

World: The Columbus buggy company of
this city is one of the lagest in this country
and over 000 voters are employed by its
managers. The larce majoritv of them are
Democrats. The company sells nearly all of
Us work in the south, and has built up an
immense business, and its manager have
made fortunes. Before the late election they
notified their employes that if HanctK:k was
elected thev would shut down the works
while if Garfield was elected they would not
onlv be able to maintain present prices for
labor, but increase them. The lawyer fur
ther posted them how to manage the work
men and still evade the statute. A census
w:us taken of the voters, and printed lists,
with name, age and residence, were placed at
all the votinit places where anv ot them
voted, and under the eye of the Kepublican
ticket-hold- and challenger. Bv this means
not a single one of them could vote the Deni
ocratic ticket without being detected, and
feelimr that detection meant dismissal, nearlv
or quite four hundred voted the
Reiiiiblie"'! ticket, and Columbus, instead of
giving a Democratic majority, gave a Bepnb- -

emplovers adopted similar methods. Now
the employes of the Buggy company have
been informed that they will get twenty per
cent, of their wages in cosh and the remain-
der in "store orders." The stores, of course,
put up the prices on the workingmen and
make a heavy discount to the company, so
that the wages of the workingmen will be
cut down from twenty to twenty-fiv- e

per cent., in addition to being
disfranchised at the polls. The Bepub-
licans having obtained a majority at the late
election in the city are systematically at
work to secure it for the future. The plan is
this: All the wealthy Bepublicans and

firms are discharging white laborers,
where skilled lalnir is not required, and fill-

ing their places with negroes from Kentucky
and the two Virginias. The whites who are
being discharged will be compelled to go else-

where for employment, and lrom 000 to 700
negroes w ill till their places on the voting-list- s.

The white laborer cannot be depended
on to vote the Kepublican ticket; the negro
can. This colonization is not being carried
on in Columbus alone, but in a number of
Democratic cities, where a few hundred reli-

able Kepublican votes will prevent the elec-
tion of Democratic senators and represent-
atives in the legislature next winter. Here
in Ohio colonization of the colored people of
the south is being adopted as a system and
for the purpose of making Ohio solidly Re-

publican for many years to come.

What it Has Resulted in to the Poor,

Ignorant and Deluded Colored Peo-

ple Whom the Philan-

thropists Robbed Mo Un-

mercifully Through

Want to Swindle Out of Their Pres-

ent Hard-Earne- d Savings A

Story of Wretchedness, Suf-

fering, Want and Woe.

The Cotton, a journal published at New
York, has this: "A Quaker lady from Kan-
sas, who ha been in New York this week,
soliciting aid for the southern .negro?s who
migrated to that State, places the number at
oW,0K). According to her account, very tew
of them seem to have obtained work of the
kind to which they-- have been acciitomed.
Only one-thir- d of the number have obtained
work of any kind, aud of these by r'ar the
greater number are employed in the coal
mines and stone quarries, and on public
buildings, onlv a very small fraction having
been employed bv farmers. She describes
the remaining two-thtr- a heme: in an ex- -

ceediiuilv destitute and Buffering condition.
These fact, couiim; from one who is identi
fied with the movement, ought to be spread
broadcast throughout the southwest.

Negro Exodus to Kansas.
A very interesting account was (riven on

Monday evening at No. 79 Fourth avenue, but be
fore ii wan slim mulienee. hv Mrs. Elia.lrt.-l- 1.

L'omstock, a Quaker lady, of the condition of the
negroes, stated tube some 5O.U00 in mimT, wiio
during the past two years tiave emigrated from va-

rious southern Suites to Kansas. Mrs. lomstock
has eoine east to solicit aid in their behalf, us the
agent of the Ksnsas Kreedincn's relief association,
she guve. at length the causes of the exodus, the
main isason being the persecutions to which they
were subjected by southern while meu, acd iu this
connection recited some thrilling stories of atrocf- -

es of which she declared they were victims,
bout one-thir- d have been furnished-employmen-

some on the courthouse and postoffiee being erected
at Topeka, some as farm bunds und by far the
greater number in the coal mines and stone quar-
ries of the State. The remaining s are
described a ill an exceedingly destitute and suffer-
ing condition. Thus far the contributions have
been about 17,000 ; but this is represented us only
a tithe of what is wanted to enable them to tide
over the s iu tcr. It is proposed to accept itoiiatious
not only of money, but ol food, clothing, bedding
and other articles. Brief addresses were mudc by
Mr. Benjamin Tuthani and Mr. William H. Wood.

Montgomery (Ala.) Advertiser aixt Mail:

And yet $157,000 ontribution ought to
nave done better. So ought the Fruedmen's
bank. According to the thrilling aci unit of
Mrs. Elizabeth Couistoek, a Quaker lady,
'two-thir- of these poor exodusters are de-
scribed as in an exceedingly destiiue and
suffering con. lit ion.' More money is needed
a great deal more though what has become
of all the $37,000 is not told. It is even
'represented' that it is onlv a tithe of what
is needed to keep the poor creatures from
freezing during the long dreary winter that
is already making their ragged limbs shake,
in its bitter blasts. Mrs. Elizabeth L. Com-stoc- k,

the female Quaker orator at '7fl Fourth
avenue,' New York, told, it sis said, some
'thrilling stories of atrocities' which
have been perpetrated upon these poor
starving black people, by southern white
men. What the stories were is not told
only they were very atrocious. The poor
things have to fly to the generous regions in
which fully two-thir- are described by these
thrilling tale-telle- as being iu un exceeding-
ly destitute and suffering condition." The
cozy cabin, the blazing fire on the hearth, the
hoe and hominy, the eood old "chiss" well
tilled with its precious contents, mv all far
away in the sunny south. And then they are
too far from their ol 1 homes to get back de- -

eiident on what can be begged from the be-

nevolent to keep them from freezing. It is a
pitiable plight. We have never believed that
the south would be permanently damaged if
every darkev within her borders was to de
part. It is, as we believe, the best country in
the world for them. But we have no objecr
Hon to their going it they wish, the south
will not be long in supplying their
places with other labor. The inconvenience
and damage would be temporary. The n

that negro labor is necessary to the
profitable cultivation of cotton ha already
been happily exploded. Every negro may
go and the south will still grow the great
staple. And what is more, she will, soon or
late, work what she grows into cloth. But
the exodus fever has subsided. There i no
disposition among the negroes in this section

at least, so far as we know to seek their
fortunes in the icy regions of the north and
west. They are content to stay where Provi
dence has put them. Here they are at least
secure against freezing and starving, and op-
portunities are provided for improvement,
mental and material, Riich as tbey cannot
find iu any other land beneath the sun.

When "Gen-
eral" Conway says the negroes, as a nia-s-,

are "bound to leave the southern
States" he either lies or draws on
the fertile and florid imagination
of ome lying informant. Nobody in the
south has heard of another exodus; and Con-
way' n aptitude at romancing
leads is to conclude that the thing is a sensa-
tion manufactured in Philadelphia to enable
a proven fraud and embezzler to bet another
lot of sentimental northern idiot out of
money. Conway will soon be passing round
his cap for contributions again.

Jim Moore went into the grocery and got into
an altercation with Mrs. Doyle, it winding
up by Moore calling her very ugly names
and threatening to "kick the out of
her." Young Webb, who is about sixteen
years of age, and who is acting as
clerk for Mrs. Doyle, interposed and
approaching the negro, said, "You will, will
you?" to which Moore answered that he
(Webb) was a "young son of a b h," and he
would "kick the out of Kim'' also.
Webb ran bock behind the counter, and
securing a pistol, returned, and leveling it at
Moore, who was then standing on the side-
walk outside the door, fired. The ball en-
tered his neck on the right side just under the
ear, severing the artery, and death ensued
in a few minutes. Young Webb then ran
out, aud hunting up officers i and
Maloney, who were on the boat, surrendered
himself. He was taken to the stationhouse
and locked up. Mrs. Doyle soon afterward
appeared at the stationhouse with

A STATESMAN GONE.

Hem Ii or Governor Williams, of Indl- -
! lues at Ilair-Ma-st Nketcb
or his Public Cnreer.

Indianapolis, Ind., November 20. Gov-
ernor James D. Williaitis died this after-
noon, at half-pa- 12 o'clock. He was taken
sick on the day of the l'levidential election,
but he has not been cousidered dangerous
until within the past three or four days.
His disease was inllamatiou of the bladder,
with which he has been afflicted for about
fifteen years.

His funeral will take place at his farm,
near Wheatland, in Knox county, where he
has resided for forty years. The time for
the funeral has not bo-;- fixed, but will
probably take place on Wednesday. The
remains will lie in state and
Monday. Governor Williams' wife-die-

only a few months ago
at his former home in Knox
county. The public career of Governor
Williams has lieen a long one, and, with the
exception of his term in congress, has been
exclusively identified with State a Hairs. In
18,39 he was elected to the office of justice of
the peace by his neighbors. Iu 1843 he was
first elected to the State legislature, and he
has served seven years in the house and
twelve years as a member of the senate.
In ISoo he was elected a member of
the State board of ligriculture, being
a member for sixteen years, and for
four years served as president, which
position he filled withgreit acceptability. In
1874 he was elected a representative in con-
gress from the second congressional district
to succeed Hon. William E. Nibleck, and,
liefore his term expired, was nominated by
the Democratic party as its candidate for

as a compromise between Franklinfovernorand W. S. Holm in, between whom
the convention was nearly evenly divided.
The contest between Mr. Williams and Gen-
eral Harrison resulted in the election of
Governor Williams by a plurality
of over 6000 votes, and in Januarv, ls77,
he was inaugurated in the Grand opera-hous- e.

Governor Willi:. ins was also the
caucus nominee of his pirty to succeed Sen-
ator Carter in the extra session of llie legisla-
ture in December, 1872. The last public
appearance of Governor Williams was just
three weeks ago, when he made an address at
the dedication of the new dining hall of the
house of refuge, at Pliinfield,

Governor Williams was born in Picakway
county, Ohio, January, 1808. Lieuteiiant-Goverue- r
